p. m, for the purpose of discussing tbe
growing and for marketing of sweet
potatoes in the section. Several far
mers have discussed the matter among
tnemBelves for some time past and it is
at tneir request that this call is being
published.

Some have already decided to plant
several acres of sweet potatoes tbe
coming season and are already looking
about for plants to fill their acrease.
They desire to see others interested in
the crop and for this purpose have ar-

ranged the meeting referred to above.
. Where growers in this county have
given a fair change to sweet potatoes
tbey have made money from the crop.
Almost every merchant in this section
is being supplied with potatoes from
growers at Oakland now, and there
are none locally for the community's
own needs, There is a good demand
locally and in the world's markets for
the tubers and they are selling around
$1.25 to $1.50 per bushel now. The
crop has proven profitable in other
sections and the coneumption of cone
of our crops is increasing more rap
idly than of sweet potatoes,

Farmers Save $8. Per Bushe
on Clover Seed by Buying
and Selling Cooperative-

ly Thru Councils

The value of cooperation and organ-
ization was clearly demonstrated to the
farmers of Henry and Sumnea Counties
recently in a scale of clover seed pro-
duced by the farmers of the former
and bought by the latter.

Henry county farmers had produced
a big crop of good Red clover seed and
were somewhat up in tbe air when they
found that dealers would offer them
only about two-thir- the retail price
for seed at that time. The matter wa
taken up by the marketing association
of tbe County Council of Agriculture
and it was decided that all the seed.
would be tested and then offered for
sale on guarantee to other connty
councils of agriculture over the State.
This was done, and 1777 bushels were
disposed of at from $4. to $5. per bush-
el above what dealers had offered,

It happened that members if tbe
Sumntr County Council of Agriculture
were in the market for clover seed at
this time and tbey bought 150 busbsl of
the lot offered by tho Henry County
Councils at $3. per bushel under prices
quoted by dealers. Tbe other councils
and industrial farmers who availed
themselves of this opportunity made a
similar saving.

This shows what farmers can do

when tbey cooperate. Tbe producer
got a fair prico for their products and
tbe buyer got his product at tbe fair
price, end a total saving of 53. per
bushel or $14,216 for all concerned in

the deal.

Facts About Cotton

Marlboro County, South Carolina,
claims the distinction of averaging'pro--

duction of more cotton to the acre than
any other county in the United States.

Ellis County, Texas, in total number
of bales produced ia tbo banner cotton

growing county of the United States.
The per acre yield, average for the

United States, has varied from 145

pounds of lint in 1871 to 224 pounds in

1914. The 10 year average is 182 pounds,
Egyptian yield of cotton averages 390

pounds, about to the acre. Cotton pro
duction in Egypt Is limited to irrigate
acres along the Nile.:

Toe ana under.cotton in India, about

25,000,000 acres coyers sucn a wide
climatic range that at many seasons of
the year planting and picking are going
on in different parts of the country a1

tbe same time.
Cotton is grown in Asia as far not th

as the latitude of Chicago,
There is now enough cotton in the

world, unspun, to laat nearly two ears.
The Civil War was fought in tbe cot

ton fields of the South, destroying,
temporarily, tbe means of tupply. The
recent World tWar ;was fought in the

great factory districts of tbe world.
There ia now more cotton in the stocks

of any one of half a dozen cotton mark
e':a in the South than was produced in

all of the United States a hundred

years ago.
Wore than three hales of cotton, av

eraging 500 pounds in weight, have
been grown on a single acre in South-Carolin-

The estimated number of working cot
ton spindles in tbe United S ate is

aoout 35,000,000 of which 15,000,000 are
in cotton growing states.

Tbe largest cotton crop ever planted
in tho United States was 37.453,000 acres

1j 1913, which yielded 14,156,486 bales,
500 pounds equivalent', of lint.

America'a greatest crop of cotton
15,134.930 bales was grown on 36,832,
000 acres.

The knowledge of cotton growing
wild in islands of the West Indies if as
eld as the history of their diacovery-b- y

the Spainiards in 1492.

Arkwright, Hargreaves and Cromp
ton, are the great names connected
with invention of cotton spinting
machinery. They were Englishmen,

Eli Whitney, aw American, invented
the saw-gi- n. Tbe original patent was
Mar. 14, 1794.

On account of the labor involved in

separating tbe lint from the seed by band
cotton was of unknown commercial im-

portance prior to tbe invention of

Wnitney'e gin. Acreage Reduction

Agronomy Specialist Suggets
Good Cropping System For

Farmers

That farmers of Tennessee are keenly
interested in adopting a good cropping
system is indicated by the numerous in-

quiries coming to J. C. McAmis, spec-

ialist in agrdhomy. Division of Exten-

sion, University of Tennessee. Letters
asking for suggestions and information
on the subject are being received from
all parts of tbe state and Ilia believed

that tbe following letter written by Mr,
SicAmis in reply to one of those inquiri
es will be of interest to many farmers:

One of the first things that should
be provided on any farm is plenty of

good hay, and an abundance of pastur-
age. On limed land Red clover and a
l.ttle alfalfa makes a good combination.
These crops may ba sown separate or

they may he mixed. In tbe abaence of
good Red clover, ' soybeans or cowpeas
or a mixture of te two are tbe best
substitutes. When feeding either cow-pe- as

or soybeans, the manure must te
carefully saved and returned to the
land if any improvement is to be expect
ed. Lime and phospate, of course, help
both of these crops as well as Red ,

clover and alfalfa. Crimson clover, or
Crimson elover and rye mixed makes !

be best winter pasture.
