Do not feed baby chicks for 48 to 72
bours sfter batcbiog, Then feed bard
cooked egge ground or mashed with an
equal quantity of rolled oats or dry |
bread crumbs (not corn bread), :

Give sour milk or batter milk to
drink from the ficst feeding.

During the first week  wheat bran in
shallow pans before the chicks stall
times.

Give them this scratch feed;

50 pounds finely cracked corn

40 pounds finely cracked wheat

10 pounds rolled oats.

From the second to eighth wesk the
scratch feed may consist of 60 pouzds
finely cracked corn and forty pounds
finely cracked wheat,

The dry mash shou'd be 2¢ follows;

20 pounds bran

10 poonds middiings

10 pounds corn meal

3 pounds meat scraps or tanksge

1 pound bose mesl.

If plenty of milk s avsilable the
meat scraps r tackage may be Jeft
out,

Remember that milk, drv mash, sod
plenty of gosd green food are always
peeded if chickecs are (o grow and de-
velop as they should,
