The Interest onthe State Debt.

This is a question of serious import, in
the present embarrassad condition of the
finances of the Stute; und one thut ghould
receive the earnest consideration of the
Legislature. To that body the poople
have entrusted their bonor and interest :
and every oflurt consistent with the duties
and rights they are under to their eon.
stituents, should be made to preserve the
bonor and integrity of the State,

Tonnes-

w30 a8 Hervotofore maintuined o bish char-

acter among her sister States,  From cle-
cumstances beyond control, growing ont of
the war, her finunces huvo become enibar-
rassed.  The two preceding Legislatures
atlowpded to meet the interest upon the
Stato debt, first by funding that which
had acoumulated during the war and Ly
increasing the rate of taxation. They
were compaelled to largely increase the debt
to put in operation the ruilroads that were
broken down during the war, and in which
they had a0 large an interest; it became
nocesanry to do so to save the amounts
thatbad alveady been advanced. Whether
the policy was right or wrong is no longer
an upen question.  The bonds were issued,
and they have passed into the Lands of
inmocent holders; and the State is bound
in houor to pay the aceruing interast.

I propose to show from the report of the
Comptroller that by proper legislation, the
adcuring interest ean be puid, and the
honor and credit of the State saved, with-
out ingrensing the rate of taxation. The
mterest due on the lst of July, 1869, is
21,100,000; ditto due the st of Junaary,
I870; Bark of Tennessee, say 52,000,000,
making  §3,100,000,  Bulunce aguinst
Treasury for iseal year ending 30th of
October, 1870, would be: the cluim of
Messrs, Ward & Briges, $207,000 : out-
standing warrants due 30th Ostober, 1869,
$200,000; borrowed monay doe 30th Oc-
tuber, 1860, $160,000: elaim of the United
States against the Momphis Charleston
ad Louisville Railroud Company, $511,
560, State interest due July I, 1870 §1,-
100,000 —making in all the sum $2,276,-
06U, To meet thisdebt the taxable prop-
erty of the State is, say $225,000,000,
At the present rate of six wills to the
dolliw, vevenne is $1,350,000. Daducting
cxpenses for collecting, $200,000, leaves
$1,150,000, Add from taxeson privileges
sud polls 730,000, and amount from Rail-
roads $800,000, making 32,680,000, De-
duct from this amount current expenses of
the State $400,000, lgaving $2,280,000, to
pay indebtedness of the State ot the end of
the fiseal year 1870,

By nssessing the State tax, on property
ut twelve mills to the dollary and on priv-
ilepes in like proportion, payable in Bank
of Tennesseee paper; and at six mwills in
national currency, the amount would be re-
nlized in par funds.  The levying of taxes
is an oct of eovereignty, and the State can-
uot be eontrolled in the exarcise of that
right, Tuxes are not debts, This ques-
tion is no longer an apen one, as settled by
the Supreme Court at Waslhington in the
case of “Looe vsthe State of Oregon,” re-
ported in 7 Wallage; in which it was held,
that the State liad a right te lovy a tax,
payable in kind. T'he debt of 24,200,
U0, for the Bunk of Tennessee, aud the
unpaid intorest; could be funded. The

holders of Tennessea paper, under such a
poliey, would gladly reccive the bonds of
the State. They are principally in the

hands of Epetulators; but a small smn
would be paid to collectors; and the in-
terest eould thus bo met that would acorue
after Junnary, 1870, Within the mext
two yoars the defanlting railroads would
be sold and “the debt greatly reduced.
Consequently the toxes, after that fime,
would be greatly lessoned. _If sach a pol-
icy should be adopted the amount paid to
the common .-vchnuL would have to be with-
drawn for a short time, Let those coun-
tics that wish the school system carried
out, have the right to levy tax for school
purposes,

IT no effert is made to pay the interest
on tha dobt, it is equivalent to repudiation,
and a stigma will forever be fixed upon
the State. [Interestisa constantly in¢reas-
ing liability, and if permitted to acoumu-
late, will not in the end be met. To make
no provision for the debt is repudiation.
Let the members of the Legislature de-
tormiue to meet the debt ns men to whom
stueh bigh trusts are confided; they will be
retained by their constituents, aud their
acts will meet the approbation of all trae
patriots,

Resumption of Specie Payments.

The New York World has sent out a re- |
porter around among the business men of

that ity to “interview™ them in the hope
of Tenrning somoething of the real condition
of the country.  Une of the men “inter-
viewed” was Peler Cooper, who has been
in active busingss for more than balf a con-
tury.  Mr. Cooper said;

“Lthiok there is much eause for slarm
in the present aspect of commercial pifuivs.
[ foar we are in danger of another crasli
similar to that of 1857, especially if there
is too sudden a return to specie payments,

Before the war there was a groat want of |

stability thoughout the country, particu-
larly in the agricultural districts, ~Every-
thing was conducted upon eredity and three
furms out of live were mortgaged, Neur-
ly everybody wus dependent on the banks,
as, unloss they could obtain discounts,
they sould not get on, During the. war,
when priges were high, most of the people
wore wise enough to pay off their debts,
and in producing thiz resalt, our other ter-
tibla losses were more than compensated
for. Rince the retorn of peace, however,
there has been o return to the- old eredit
system ; people huve been tempted to spec-
ulate, and live beyoud their meuns; and
there are thonsands who, if they were sud-
denly forced to make a settlement of their
affuirs, wonld not be able to pay fifty per
cent. of their indebtedness.”

A very doevided] impression prevails
among the sufest and most suecessful bus-
iness men of the country that violent re-
sumption of specie payments would result
ina disastrous crash, This feeling has
reached some of the leading men in Con-
gross,  Senator Sherman declarved to the
Washington eorrespondent of the New
York Hermld, the other day, that he be-
lieved an sttempt to resume the specie pay-
ments ut once would be 11;u|5r.'mus to all
commercin] clnsses,

The Baltimore Gazette, in an arlicle
upon the folly of attempting to foree o re-
sumiption, ealls attention to the fact that
in 1817, aftor twenty yenrs of suspension,
antl when gold had fallen to less than one
per cent preminm, resumption was deter-
winod upon in Fogland, In some parts
of the country bullion had been so sbun-
dant that country bankers found it diffi-
cult to dispose of their gold,  Yeb so greut
was the rush for coin, the moment that
resumption was attempted, and so danger-
ously were the business interests of the
conntry disturbed, that, on the report of
Mr. Peel, the House in two nights passed
a bill for the relief of the bank. Finully,
resumption was postponed till 1823,
When left to itself, unbampered by hasty
legislution, the bruk resumed spocie pay-
wents as soon a8 the credit of the State
had been firmly established, and two years
befora the time limited.
