An Editor in Jail.
From the Montgomery Advertiser.

We learn from the detter of our oorres-
pondent at Kufanla that Me. John Dlack,
the editor of the Eufaula News, is now in
prison noder sumewkat novel circomstan-
cos.  About two months ago » communi-
cation was published iu the News com-
menting in severe torms on the want of
fitness and qualiications of the grand and
petit jurics of the Oity Court of Fufaula,
and declaring that these juries were not
drawn, as the law directs, but selected, in
viulation of the law. 1L also eharged that
a certain individual, not named, (by in-
ference the Judge,) bud caused the ne-
groes on the grand jury, constituting a ma-
Jority of that body, to meet him at night
to flnd indictments or to change those al-
ready found. The Judge of the Court
was also deseribed at the same time ax be-
ing “inexperienced and uolearned,” aund
the juries with being “ignorant and stu-
pid."”  Mr, Black was summoned befurn
the grand jury, and required by the jury
to expose the name of tha correspondent
in question, which he refused to do, e
was ordered Into custody for contumacy
as o witness, but afterwards disoharged by
the Judge. It appears that subsequently
he was re-arrested.

The ground for Mr. Black’s arrest seems
to be an olleged contempt of the graud
jury in refusing to answer questions as
witness, The fifth paragraph of the G37th
section of the revised Code confers on the
courts and graod juries the power to in-
flict summary punishment in cases where a
person refuses to auswer “any lawful ques-
tions as witnass or garnisheo.” In the pro-
sent case was the question proposed to
Mr. Black by the grand jury, and which
he declined to answer, s lawful question
If the object of the grand jury wus to ob-
tain information for the purpose of 1nves-
tigating, through the correspondent of the
News, the truth or falsity of the grave
charges affecting the course of publio jus-
tice wade by the correspondunt, the ques-
tion was perhaps n lawful one, though wo
are by wo means sare of it, No sach
question could be usked for auy other
purpose,
