It ia what practical men in
the lend of Southern political opinion
strive for in order to retrieve ns much
of what Lns been lost a8 is possible, aud
to protect what s left.

As ons means of achieving this result
the separation of the Southern States
from national parties, and forming a dis-
tinct sectionnl party, has been repented-
Iy urged with great fervor. But how-
aver desirable such a result,its fensiLility
is very questionable. We recognize tho
great politienl sdvantuges the South
would derive from it. In this view, and
to this end, we have ndvocated the pol-
iny of the Southern people holding aloof
from National Conventions, and thus es-
eaping the dilemma of having to necept
platforms they do not believe in, and
cannot honestly advoente, or of having
to sccede and organize a bolt in the
shape of n third paxty.

Nutional Conventions will require the
Sonth to pledge iteelf to the redemption
of the national debt, to the payment of
pensions to Union soldiersand the claims
of Union sufferers from spoilations, and
to repudinte State and Confedernte war
debts and claims for the annilulation of
property in slaves,

While demanding every coneession,
they will concede nothing to the South
i return thoad they dare to withhold.

01d Boots and Shoes,

If anyoune ever asks you, reader, if you
linve ever combed yonr hair with a boot,
or buttoned your dress with an old puir
of slippers, say yon don't know, Not
that we would insinnate that you ever
gob under the influence of intoxicating
liquors! oh, nol DBut late inventions
are made use of to manufacture old boots
and shoes into a variety of nseful arti-
cles, They are first cut into very small
pieees, and kept for a couple of hours in
chlovide of sulphur, The effect of this
is to mnko the leather bard and brittle.
Next the materinl is withdrawn from the
action of the chloride of sulplur, washed
with water and dried. ‘When thorongh-
ly dried, it is gronnd to powder, and
mixed with some substance like glue or
gum thut eeuses it to adhere together.
It is then passed into moulds snd shaped
into buttons, combs, knife-handles, &o
So you see how it may come to pass that
you will comb your hair with a boot,
and fasten your clothes with a slipper
Still another invention ennbles mann-
fucturers to work up leather seraps into
a subatance somewhat resembling the
original materinl. Here is 8 method
lately proposed by a Danish inventor.
He takes the leather waste, cottings, sha-
vings, or other small bits of lenther, ei-
ther new or old, and reduces it to a
kind of fibrous pulp by hand labor or by
o machine or mill, (either by grinding,
pounding, cutting, rmsping, earding, or
gruting;) if old wasto is used, it is firat
clenned thoroughly. This matter or
pulp is then kneaded with India rubber,
which is rendered fluid or dissolved in
oils or spirits, and treated with smmo-
nin, Here wao diseolve the Indin rubber
in oil or turpentine, Mo effect this the
Indin rubber is cut iuto pieces nand mix-
ad with tnrpentine, after which he leta
it remain quiet in a closed vessel until
it is dissolved. When the India rubber
is dissolved he adds ammonis of a
atrength of thirty per cent. in the pro-
portion of about equal parts by weight
of ammonia to the India rubber con-
tained in the solution; when the mass
has become o grayish-white color, it is
ready to be mixed with the pulp,
