To the Hunters.

I take this method ol acquaint-
ing the hunting public with tlie
game law of the county and state,
relative to the payment of licenge,
The law reads as follows:

“Any person who has been g
bona fide resident of the stale for
gixty dave may oblain a county
bunter's license for use in (he
county where issued, upon filing
with the county court clerk an a'
fidavit of his age, height, color,
of hair and eyes, and by paying to
the clerk the sum of one dollar,
and in the same manner any per-
son may oblain from the clerk of

a county court, but aupon paying
two dollars therelor. a statellceuae
authorizing him to hunt in any
county in the state,

"It shall be unlawiul for any per-
son to hunt, kill or net, any game
on the land of another, without
having first obtained the written
or verbal permission of the owner
of the land, or Lthe person in charge
of 8a'd land and having authority
from the owner to give such per-
mISElOI]

“A violation of thie section shall
be punished by a fine of not less
than five nor more than twenty.

Cotton—C()ndition
Is 78.8 Per Cent

The condition of the crop as of
average date of Jupe 23 is 78.8 per
cent of normal, according to re-
ports of correspondents of the
Commercial Appeal,

This compares with the govern-
ment condition of 77.5 per cent on
May 25 of this year, 80,3 per cent
on June 25 last year and the ten-
year average for this date of 80,2
per cent.

Best progress of the crop bas
heen prevented bylow temperatures
and too much rain over various
localities in the belt, While these
rains have visited practically every
state in the belt, they have not
covered any one state, so that con-
ditions are spotted. Hawever,there

-|are many complaints of grassy

fields and & rank plant growth.
Plant averoges somewhat late, but
is healthy, as a rule. Blooms are
reported as far north as Tennessee,
while some bolls are reported from
around the middle of the belt.

Boll weevil are numerous in al-
most all previously infested areas
and some damage is already re-
ported as baving been done, al-
though this is small to dale,
Farmers are making a stiff fight
against the pest, but the latter
seem to he gaining headway in
most districts.

TENNESBEE.

Although the plant is still grow-
ing well and looking healthy, rc-
cent raing have lowered the stand-
ard of cultivation. Many fields are
very grassy and a congiderable
period of warm, open weather is
needed to clean them out. Aside
from this defect and some cool
nights, the crop made good pro-
gress during the past two weeks,
