Washington, Aug. 30. Broth-
erhood heads insisted after a con-

ference with Secretary Wilson to-

day that they had not been re-

quested by President Wilson or
any other administration official to
postpone the strike, and that
nothing except a satisfactory set-

tlement of their demands could
prevent a walk-out- .

"No nower on earth except a

satisfactory settlement now can
prevent a strike," said W. G. Lpa,
president of the trainmen. "We
four heads certainly could not ob-

tain a postponement of the strike
if we wanted to, nor could we

postpone it if we received mes-

sages requesting such action from
every one of the committee of for-

ty, who were here last week."
"President, Wilson has not

asked us to postpone the strike,
and he understands, as we made
it very clear to him on Monday
night, that we now are powerless
to act unless a satisfactory settle-
ment is made."
