sacks thundering at the gates of the
capital.

,A1I train service in Germany has
been suspended for nilltary purposes,
so that reinforcements can be forward
ed eastward to check the Russian ad
vance.

Fugitives are already pouring 'into
Berlin and In Danzig a state of an-

archy reigns. In, Posen conditions are
not much better.

The Russians are carrying every
thing before them. -

In the Russian advance the Ger
mans ambushed the invaders by the
use of the white flag and the Russian
commanders now declare that hereaft
er there will be no white flag and no
ruies or war except that of "no quar
ter." .;

Barbarities are to be met by barbar-
ities, and Germany will flow with blood
from end to end.

One hundred and sixty railway
trains loaded with German troops have
passed through - Belgium from the
southwest toward the northeast, ac
cording to an Antwerp dispatch to the
Reuter Telegram company. This, it is
added, indicates that the Germans are
sending troops back on account of the
Russian advance. The German force
at Brussels has been reduced to a
minimum.

London. After four days of desper
ate fighting, the British army in
France is rested, refitted and rein
forced for the next great battle, ac
cording to an announcement by Lord
Kitchener, secretary for war. In a

tnmasit hnuarl nrj JfinnrtaetaV Sir
John French, commander of the Brit
lsh expeditionary forces, the secretary
says that the British, after struggling
against tremendous odds, retired to a
new line of defense, where they have
not been molested. Their casualties
are between 5,000 and 6,000. Since this
fighting ceased, the French on the
right and left have brought the Ger
man attack to a standstill, it is de
clared.

PARIS PREPARES FOR SEIGE

Burns Homes in Suburbs So That En-

emy Cannot Find Shelter From
French Guns.

Paris. It is officially announced
that the military governor has ordered
all residents of the zone within action
of the city's defending forts to evac-
uate and destroy their houses within
four days.

A circle of country 34 miles square
will be swept of buildings if the order
of the military governor of Paris that
residents of the "zone of action" of
the French capital's defending forts
burn their homes in anticipation of a
siege is correctly interpreted. It is
supposed the order refers to the sub-
urban territory Jusf beyond the city's
second lines of defense, composed of
17 connecting forts.

AUSTRIANS JOIN GERMANS

New Gigantic Force to Hit Allies' Line.
Whole German Army in Double

Coup de Main. -

Rome. A dispatch to the Giornale
D'ltalla from Basel, Switzerland, says
that three German army corps, two
Austrian army corps and a gfeat quan-
tity of siege artillery have crossed the
Rhine.

Amiens. The whole force of' the
German army is now being thrown
against the French and British troops
and a determined and indeed desper-
ate effort is "being made to break
through the Franco-Britis- h lines, eith-
er by a flanking movement northward
or by a violent attack In great force
a little to the south.

Either move will be audacious, and
one, the flanking movement by the
north, may seem rash. Events will
show whether either succeeds.

CZAR'S ARMY BEAT GERMANS

Senaational Advance off Prussian Fron-
tier Marvel of Military Situation.

Berlin Is Objective.

Paris. Russia's sensational advance
with a mighty force, overrunning East
ern Prussia, continues to be the mar
vel of the military situation. Just as
the allies were outnumbered a few
days ago in Belgium so are the Ger-
mans outnumbered by the Russians. It
is believed this is the key to the kat
ser's downfall, as the czar is moving to
ward Berlin faster than the kaiser is
moving toward France, either from
the east or north. ,

A military expert declares he has au
thority for the statement that Germans
will eventually fall back on the Oder
river as a line of defense and give
army operating against France time to
deal allies a death blow and march
on Paris.

St. Petersburg. The Germans in the
Elblng district of West Prussia, near
the Vistula river, are fleeing westward
before the Russian advance.

Copenhagen. Berlin newspapers re
celved here admit that the German de-

feat by the Russians in East Prussia
has been serious, but they explain
that the unfortunate position of East
Prussia, bounded on the south by Rus
sian soil, made retreat necessary, quite
apart from the fact that they were at-

tacked by a strongly superior force.
One newspaper says the population

is fleeing from "the country and a relief
committee has therefore been formed
at Berlin.

Von Maerb admits that the Germans
are in a dangerous position, but hopes
that soon they will be able to stop the
Russian advance.

The Cologne Gazette states that the
battle in Lorraine with the French con-

sisted of 310,000 on either side, the
greatest numbers yet engaged In the
history of the world.

RUSSIANS GAIN IN G ALICIA

Several Passes South of Tarnopol Are
Captured Russian Advance Faces

Big Obstables. ,

Paris. A dispatch from St. Peters
burg sets forth that Russian troops,
following up their advantages in Ga- -

licia, have captured several passes
south of Tarnopol, on the Sereth river.
Tarnopol is 80 miles to the east of
Lemberg.

A division of Austrian cavalry has
been routed in Gallcia at a point close
to the frontier. ,The Russians cap-
tured two batteries of artillery and 200
prisoners.

London. A dispatch to the Daily
Mall from St. Petersburg says:

"The German defense In East Prus
sia is based on four parallel and
strongly fortified lines running north
and south. Each Is supported by nat-
ural obstacles." The foremost three
lines are distinct groups of numerous
lakes. The fourth and strongest de
fense line is the Vistula river, extend-
ing from the Russian frontier to the
Baltic.

"The defeat of three German army
corps in Northeastern Prussia was con-
verted into a rout by the timely ar-
rival of another army coming from
Warsaw In the rear of tlte enemy's
position. The Warsaw army, which
was very powerful, completely turned
the German position at Masur Lakes.

London. The foreign secretary, Sir
Edward Grey, paid a tribute to Prince
Chasles Max Llchnowsky, the former
German ambassador to Great Britain,
in th house of commons, saying that
the diplomat had worked to the end
for jwace, but the real authority at
Berliij. did not rest with him or those
like him. -- ..
