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the postal conditions at Washing-
ton, the United States govern-
ment is deriving a surplus of
over $75,000,000 a year on its
letter postage. While a two
cent rate is charged for carrying
letters, it has been shown that
they can be handled for one cent.
The experts say that with the
inauguration of a one cent letter
postage rate, the increase in the
volume of mail matter would

recompence the government for
any reduction there might be due
to the inauguration of the lower
rate.

Several score of the leading
members of congress are back-

ing the movement, and working
earnestly in its behalf.

A series of meetings, under
the auspices of the House Com-

mittees in charge of postal mat-
ters is being held, and many
strong arguments are being pre-
sented in behalf of the one cent
rate.

That the business of the de-

partment is rapidly increasing is
indicated by the reports in the
volume of mail matter carried.
Further stimulus, it is claimed,
will be given this increase were
lecter users of the country per-
mitted to mail sealed letters
under a one cent rate, particular-
ly those letters which are sub-

ject to local delivery. It is

pointed out that if a letter can
be carried from New York to
San Francisco for two cents,
locally delivered letters could be
for a far less sum.

That the government is now

making a handsome profit is not
denied. Friends of the lower
rate claim that the department
was never organized for the
purpose of making a profit, but
rather for doing business on a

cost basis.
