"WALL
The Queen of England recently

prorogued Parliament, congratulat-
ing the Government upon finding
matters in general in so safe aud
Wholesome condition.

that we scarcely think of her
in connection with the English
Government.
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Here is a factory employing live
hundred hands. The raw material
comes in, the finished article goet j

out and supplies the wants of socie--

ty. When and how does this fiicto- -

ry do its best work? When the
hands are industrious, steady and
skillful. Whatever assists in these
respects are helpful of the factory.

A provision store is set up in the
neighborhood. That is good, for
now the men will get their food
cheap, convenient, and of excellent
quality, and thus be fitted for labor- -

A clothier's store is established.
Good, for now the men can get
serviceable clothes with least ex-

penditure of money and time, and
so are helped.

A doctor opens an office. Good,
for now the men can get conveni-
ently medical assistance for them-

selves and families and thus keep
well and save time.

A school-hous- e and church are
built near by, and give guarantee
that the moral and intellectual
wants of the man and his children
will be carefully subserved. The
factory gladly welcomes all these,
and is enabled to work better by
reason of their presence.

But the dram-sho- p comes along
and establishes itself in close prox-

imity to the factory, eagerly
anxious, of course, to help it and
make more serviceable the labor-

ers. What results? Does it sup-

ply anj raw material, any new
machinery, any food, clothes, com-

fort for the men and the wives and
children, any stimulus to noble
ambition and honest effort ?

None whatever, j he dramshop
does not deal in such commodities.
It simply opens its bar, displays its
drinks, beckons morning, noon,
and night to the passing work-

men, and with siren voice invites
them to enter its portals. It grinds
its music, flashes its light, proffers
its games, and entices the laborer
from his home of rest, or his place
of toil. One after another drops in,
tipples and drinks. The habit
grows, the appetite forms, disorder
increases, carnival becomes the
piogramine day and night, loss of
time, drunken debauch, and crime
follow.' j

As a consequence, there is a loss
in the industry, steadiness and skill
of the workmen, labor is confused,
lags in department after depart-
ment, and in a short time the facto-

ry curses the dram-sho- p as its
wort enemy. So with every en-

terprise. Keep the rummeryaway,
and it does its best work, but let it
BMne near, and the best work is
impossible. Hence, the dram-sho- p

defeats the best possible results of
factory, foundry, and farm. Isue.

Sooth Georgia Long Leaf

Let every farmer in the County
prepare ten acres of ground better
than he has ever done, that he may
raise as much off of ten as he has
usually grown on sixty acres. It
CM) be done, and thus save fifty
bushels of seed and the plowing of
fifty acres of ground and the work
necessary to the same. Haul out
all youi stable manure, and if not
enough then get some good com-

mercial fertilizer and use it. Plow
your ground deep, deeper than you
ever have plowed it before; if
you have to use three horses instead
of two, all right. Pulveize well,
and drill your wheat in a good
depth so that it can have good
root, prepared to resist freezing
and thawing of the coming winter.
Sow your wheat as early as the 15th

of September. These ten acres, if
put in as we have indicated, will
produce from 200 to 250 bush-

els. We do not say you shall not
sow but ten acres. If you can put
id. more ground as you did the ten
acres indicated above, it will, of
course, be right.

Grass and Hay.

There is more profit in raising
grass and making hay and raising
stock than in any other kind of
farming cattle and sheep instead
of hogs. Begin gradually to put
down your old fields in herd grass,
orchard grass and clover, going on
testing every year a little more
blue grass, as we have indicated In

an article on that subject, and
Blonnt County will soon stand at
the head for good stock and
wealthy farmers. We are not mis-

taken. We can now point to a few
farmers who are turning their old
fields into grass, and they are grow-

ing wealthy. This work can be
done gradually, thus preparing
yourselves for the new relation. It
may be necessary to fertilize some
of your old fields before grass will
start. Plow them well, pulverize
thoroughly, fertilize, and sow your
seed; and then protect your grass
as you would your young corn, and
you will be successful!.

The Corn Crop.

The heavy rains during the week
past has settled the question of tfi

corn crop. Probably uo such crop
has been raised here for forty years.
Now, with good care of your corn
and economy with the money it
brings, the farmers of this county
will be in as good condition as they
have been for forty years. We con-

gratulate everybotly on the favora-
ble outlook for the coming winter
and summer. The apple, peach, hay
and vegetable crops, with the corn
crop, will do what Mr. Cleveland,
nor any President, can't do make
individuals prosperous and happy.

We advise every farmer to make
a test of one or two acres of blue
grass. Set this ground apart with
the understanding the blue grass
shall not be pastured or cut for two
years after it has been sown. We
do not kuow but wo would use a
small quantity of red clover seed
with it. Sow in the latter part of
February or 1st of March, about the
time you usually sow.
