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MULCHING FOR PLANTS.

A Wintes Protecilon Which Should Not
Be Negloeeted.

There are many-planta and trees that
need ‘some protection to carry them
safely through the winter. It is not the:
river cold that, as a rule, doog'the mis<
chief, but rather the frequent: sudden
changus, freesing one dauy and thaw-
ing the next; small plunts espogially
are injured in this way; and often en-
tirely killed, unless afforded some pro-
tection by mulehing., The strawberry
in exposed positions is very often in-

ured i left uncovered; but the straw-

arry ia a rlﬂnt that requires much
more eare In covering than most of
garden plants, because, being a partial
evergreen, it is not safe to cover it to
any great depth, or to cover it with
any material which will sotdle down #o
close us to shut ont the air; coarse hay
is really one of the best eoverings that
ean be given the strawberry; but corn-
stalks, or evem evergreen boughs,
make a very good covering. Raspberry
plants may be laid down and covered
with ecarth, hecause there are no leaves
to preserve.

Young, and even old, trees are vory
much improved by heavy mulching;
but if anythingis vsed to muleh with
that will make a good shelter for mice
enre must be taken to protect each troe
with & mound of earth to reach above
the waulching. The materinl to he
used for mulehing the orchard must be
governed by the condition of the soil;
if the s0il be & moist, heavy soil o fow
inches in depth of sund makes an ex-
cellent muleh, and will very much im-
prove the orehard if it be sproad over
the whole land; but if the soil be some-
what light and dry the soil from an old
swamp is an exeellent material, and a
covering of two or three inches over the
whole sarface will- make a lusting im-
provement. The practice of spreading
on such material for a moleh, and cov-
ering only n small space around each
treo, is & very poor one.  Before ap-
plying sand or leaf muleh to an orchard,
the land should receive a good drossing
of manure. An orchard that has been
in grass a few yeurs will be groatly
benefitted if covered late in the autnmn
with a mulching of lenf-mould deep
enough te smother the grass to a de-
gree sufficient to kill out a portion of
the roots. This benclits an orchard
more thin it does to plow it, and if the
material is near, it costs but little, if
any more.

Plants, the tops of which die out

uivery year and send up new  shoots
very spring, and are only half hardy,
ean easily be protected by covering
with some material that will settle
down close and shut out the air. One
of the best materials for this purpose is
moist leaves; but, to keep them in place
after they have” been packed dewn
closcly, they must be covered with
boards or a slight covering of earth.

Currant bushes - always do better
when well mulched; the best material
for thie purpose is good stable manure,
the more the better, if not deep enough
to heat. There are few plants that
grow which take so kindly to stable
manure as the currant, and few that it
will pay to feed so liberally. —Massa-
ehwaelts Ploughman.

AUSTRIA'S IRELAND.

Husgary's Relations to Austria Interest-
Ingly Deseribad,

Nowadays we often meet in print al-
lusions to the similarity between Ire-
Iand and Hungury, As a matter of
fact, the similitude not only does not
run on all fours, bt has not even a leg
to stand upon.

Hungary and Avstria never had
aLy constitutional conuection aa
nations,  except that the King
of Hungary hsppened to be also
Emperor or sovereign of the so-called
hereditary States.  T'hese latier, biefore
15848, as after 1849 and uuntil 1860, did
not possess any representative institu-
tions; and when, after the Italisn wor
of 1859, nn-attompt wis made to creste
a common Parlinment for the whole
monsurchy, Hungary refused to join it;
her own listorical national diet haviig
flourished up to 1848, and being re-
stored partially in 1860 and uumpﬁ!lely
in 1867. Thus the constitutional his-
tory of Aust -in-Hungury is utterly dif-
ferent from that of Great Britain and

CERAMICS.
Aow Fashiorsble Chicago Girls Apend
Thelr Leisure Hours,

8o popular bave ceramics become in
Chicago that & pottery has been estab-
lished here which turns out a great deal
of very creditable ware. Underglazed
faience ware and decorations in paste
are done at this pottery, although a
good deal of Limoges bronght from
Ohio is nsed in the work. It arrives, of
course, in a crude state, and it takes
some time to reduce it to form.
It is first “washed" in a m“'guﬁl it
is dissolved. Then it is run through a
fine silk lawn, which catches all the im-
purities, in the shape of pebbles and
grit, and leaves the pure clay. This
allowed to settlein a vat untll the water
rises to the This is then skimmed
off, leaving the clay about the consist-
ency of putty. A fire i8 kindled under
it, which evaporates any remaining
moisture, and the clay Is ready for use.

The potter then “bats out' the clay,
which he uses like & sheet of pie-crust,
and by means of & pluster of paris mold
forms into any desired shape. The
plaster absorbs the moisture in the elay,
and the form is thereby simply *‘shrunk
out' of the mold. e shape is yet
soft, and in this condition it passes into
the hands of the decorator.

It may be decorated in several ways.
[t may be printed with a mineral color,
which is mixed with soft olay, or *slip,"
to give it a body which will neutralize
with the clay wgila burning, or flowers
may be modeled in relicf upon it, or it
may be carved. There are three kinds
of earving—relief, intaglio, and what is
called “tracing,” on a picked back-
ground.

After passing through the decorative
process the form is earefully dipped into
a vat of glaze—a chemicsl composition
the combination of which is a secret.
This gives the finish or surface.

The piece must then be allowed to |,

dry thogoughly, for, should it contain
any moisture when put into the kiln,
steam would be generuted and the form
broken. When dry, the form is sub-
jected to a fierre heat for eighteen
ours in a bricked-up kiln, and when it
comes out of the furnuce itis under-
glazed fajence.

A great many young ladies busy them-
selves at this pretty work. They de-
sign original figures for tiles, and they
also make many useful little articles,
such as crenmers, side dishes, urns,
vases, water-bottles and choeolate pots.:
Pupils receive instructions st the pot-
tery, and when able to paint are pro-
vided with the moist forms, which they
decorate at pleasure. A shight fee is
charged to cover the expense of burn-
ing, and when the shape comes out of
tho furnnce it belongs to the decora-
tor,— Chicago News.
