FALSE STATEMENT

Hon. C. F. Olmstead returned the
first of the week from a visit to the
State Fair at Tampa, and was the only
delegate from St Lucie county at the
banquet given to the nuws‘mpvr men
and legislators,  While at the banquet
Mr. Olmstead met Senator Massey, of
Orange county, who lent valuable help
in securing the passage of the bill ¢rea-
ting St. Lucie county before the last
legislature, and was informed by that
gentleman that he had  been told by
certain party that the |wnylv of St, Lu-
cie county were very much dissatisticd
with the division and would like to re-
turn to the old order of things,

This Mr. Olmstead rightly denied,
and told Mr, Massey that some few had
opposed the division when it was con-
templated, and that a portion ot them
had not yet bhecome reconciled to the
change, but that fully ninety per cent
of our |wn|)lt' were delighted with the

PINEAPPLES

Visitor from Cuba Says Florida
Has Nothing to Fear.

OUR FRUIT IS SUPERIOR

Neither the Cuban Orange or Pineapple

the Equal of Florida Production, !

Some Drawbacks. {

Two prominent visitors in the city
last Sunday were Mr. Wm, Allan and
Mr, Holmes, of New York City, who
were enroute home from a business trip
to Cuba, where they went for the ex-
press purpose of investigating the
orange and pineapple conditions on the
land, says the Tropical Sun, of West
Palm Beach,

Mr. Allan has for many years been a
prominent orange grower in Florida,
and at present, owns two fine groves in
Volusia county, one at Port Orange and
one at Holly Hill, The two gentlemen
are also extensively interested in orange
growing in Porto Rico, owning about
500 acres of valuable grove property

three miles from San Juan, which pro- |

perty they anticipate visiting next
month,

While in the city Messrs, Allan and
Holmes called upon Captain G. C. Mat-
thams, president of the Indian River
and Lake Worth Pineapple Growers'
Asociation, and were shown through
his extensive pineries south of the city.

Mr. Allan stated to Captain Matthams
that the Florida pineapple grower, as
well as the orange grower, had every
reason to feel encouraged over the out-
look, as compared with Cuban products
of u similar nature, He stated that,
like the Cuban orange, the pineapple of
that country is inferior in quality to
the Florida product,  Especially —dis-
couraging, in comparison to Mlorvida
conditions, is the pincapple outlook on
the islund.  The fields seem to detevior-
ate after the third year to a remarkable
degree, and by the fifth year the pines
become too smull to command a respect-
able price when displayed on the mar-
kets, Mr. Allan further stated that
several of the large growers would soon
abandon their fields and  the culture of
pincapples.  He thinks that the Florida
grower, in view of the fact that he has
quick  transportation, i better quality
of fruit and no duty to pay, hus it all
coming his way,

Mr. Allun, agrecing with many of
the most  successful pgrowers, thinks
that the freight taritt on pines has lit-
tle to do with the future of the industry
believing that 10 to 20 cents o crate
will amount to little either way with
the largrer growers, while the producers
of four to five hundred erates, who are
termed as the smaller  prodocers, it
amounts to practically nothing,

Altogrether the veport M Allan by
o the Flovida grower, when it is taken
into consideration that he is among: the
best experienced  producers interested
in southern fruits, must be taken as
encoraging news and  should have the
elfect of stimulating  greater activity
in pineapple and citras fruit culture
