of surgicul knowleage, thelp
system being contined  to plastering
their wounds  with mwd or blowing
dust upon the surtuce,  Dust and mud
comprise the entire pharmncopoein of
the elephant, and this ix applied upon
the most trivial as well as upon the
most serious occasions, 1 have seen
them, when ju a tank, plaster up a
bullet wound with mnd taken frow
