THE SUSPENSION OF SPECIE PAYMENT i

BY THE BANKS.

The fact that the hanks of Philadelphia :
would suspend specie payments on Saturday, I
was announced in the Sun of Saturday,
morning. The effect of this news was an-
ticipated with wonderful promptness hy the)
banks of Baltimore, the principal officers of j
these institutions having assembled at an!
early hour on that day, for the purpose of j
deciding on a uniform course of action.—;
The process of deliberation was brief and i
decisive, but we have only the following re-
port of proceedings furnished for publica-
tion :

Baltimore, Sept. 26, 1857,
At a meeting of the Presidents of all the Banks

of the city of Baltimore, this day.
On motion of Mr. Johns Hopkins, the following

resolution was adopted:
Resolved, That the Banks of Philadelphia har-

ing suspended specie payments, it is necessary
for the protection of the interests of the city of
Baltimore and of this State, that our Banks sus-
pend also.

This decision is made under an absolute con-
viction of the entire soundness of our Banks, and
of their ability to resume at an early day, to which
end the business of the Banks will be carefully
conducted.

Beyond this report we learn that Dr. J.
Hanson Thomas President of the Farmers’
and Merchants’ Bank objected to the reso-
lution and voted and protested against it.—
One or two others we are informed, though
coinciding with the majority, were not orig-
inally disposed to advocate it. The meet-
ing had not concluded upon its coarse until
after bank hours, and in the interim consid-
erable amounts of specie had been paid out

both to note-holders and depositors. Af-
terwards in individual instances various
small sums, and occasionally to large depo-
sitors for convenience or paying hands SSO
and SIOO were given Out, and it is said to
be the purpose of the Banks to continue to
do this. The Farmers’ and Merchants’
Bank continued to redeem its notes through-
out the day, and certainly is entitled to pub-
lic esteem for such an effort single-handed
to maintain its position.

The Chesapeake Bank redeemed the
cheeks given to the delegates to the' Grand
Lodge of Odd Fellows, for their per diem
and mileage, after the hour of suspension,
partly in coin. The checks ranged from a-
bont SSO to SSOO, and in the latter case
the holders received SIOO in gold when de-
sired, the others in proportion down to S2O.

There was very naturally,

alarm . There was confidence in the sol-
vency of our monetary institutions, and the
questions provoked by the circumstance re-
ferred. mainly —— : —: r * i
and its effect upon the commerce of the city
immediate and remote.

The Savings Banks were visited by an
unusual number of their customers, at first
for the purpose of withdrawing deposits,
but upon ascertaining that payment would
only be made in bank notes, the demand
soon subsided, and some who had withdrawn
their funds, restored them. The act of
withdrawal, however, it should be under-
stood to forfeit the claim to the extra divi-
dends.

We are not disposed at this moment to
advert to the evils which have induced the
present monetary convulsion, or to examine
the validity of any plea for the suspension.
It is a calamity to be deplored, but it is in-
cumbent upon all to bear aud forbear, to
look for a speedy restoration of the usual
monetary condition, or something better,
hereafter. In this connection we quote some
Judicious remarks from the Philadelphia
Press, as follows:

“Deeply as we regret that the banks have
concluded upon suspension, and steadily as
we Have labored to produce a better state of
things, we have new duties to discharge, to
ourselves, our fellow men, and our great
city and State. The first of these duties is
to sec that no harm comes to our .great pro-
ducing classes—to the farmers, mechanics
and laborers—and last, not least, to those ,
energetic and public spirited merchants,
who have bravely stemmed the torrent which
set against our institutions and interests
from New York, New England and the
Wesi.

“The men who are rarely parties to the (
profits of Banks, but who always bear the <
burden of a general bankruptcy, demand ,
our utmost solicitude. Rash measures will (
harm them most. *The Banks are still in a ,
condition to inflict injury upon the commu-
nity, and while many of those who have en- 1
Joyed the favors of these institutions will es- i
cape the blow, yet it willfall heavily upon
those who have been toiling in their bumble
avocations, content with the scanty rewards ]
of honest industry. Let us bear this lead-
ing fact, in our minds in the course of our
action upon the present emergency. 1

“We are glad to-know that several of the
leading Banks have resolved to take im-
mediate steps preparatory to resumption. — 1
WJien we reflect that all the great interests i
of agriculture are in a condition of prosper- '
ity, we cannot bnt hope mat the present ,
gloom will pass off in a comparatively short
time; and when we remember the stringent 1
laws against suspension, we may
that it is the true interest of every Bank to 1
take steps to resume specie payments before j
the law has had time to operate. I j

“Meanwhile, friends, be of good cheer!,.
Do not give way to inconsiderate action
Bear and forbear. This is no time for vio- 1
lent impulses.” , ;

An impression having gained currency ¦
here that a (rtispeneion of specie payments ‘

by the Banks of Maryland forfeited their
; charter under the new constitution, we may
| as well state the fact that the new const!tu-
-1 tion contains no such provision. Under the
{general banking law of 1858, it is enacted
that “Banks failing to pay their nq£es in

! gold and silver shall pay 6 per cent, interest
| thereon from the time of the demand,” &c.
Let us hope that in the present instance the
the period will be very limited.

The experience of to-day will possibly
! develop a uniform and decisive course of ac-
tion. In the meantime the most prudent
course willbe to wait on the progress of
events.

The Baltimore American says :

According to a rigid construction of the
charters of our Banks they forfeit their cor-
porate franchises by the suspension, but in-
asmuch as it has been general and was in-
voked by an unavoidable necessity, to dis-
regard which would have produced the
worst results, there willbe no hesitation on
the part of the Legislature in taking any
action that the contingency may require.

Washington. —The intelligence received
on Friday of the Bank crash in Philadel-
phia produced a profound sensation in this
city, which on Saturday morning, when it
was heard that the Baltimore Batiks had in
mass and at one stroke declared themselves
suspended, increased to excitement and with
some to alarm. As to be expected in such
circumstances, the Banks here were the
centres to which were attracted scoies or
rather hundreds of depositors and note hold-
ers, testifying to the existence of something
very like a panic. Under these circum-
stances the Bank of Washington and Patri-
otic Bank, after bearing a run for an hour
or two, resolved the Baltimore
institutions, and suspended specie payments,
though they continued to cash notes of the
lowest denomination of five dollars. The
Bank of the Metropolis was also exceeding-
ly busy from noon to three o’clock, but it
bore all without flinching. It is said to be
the intention of the Bank to continue pay-
ing, feeling itself able to meet every emer-
gency. The Farmers’ and Mechanics’
Bank of Georgetown was very calm all day,
suffering nothing like a run either by note-
holders or depositors. We are informed
that it will go on as usual. The general
eye seems to be now directed to New' York
city, and the financial fate of the whole
country is considered to depend upon the

> The result of my observation enables me
. to state, as a fact, that the publishers of

newspapers are more poorly rewarded than
any class of men in the United States, who

1 invest*an equal amount of labor, capital and
thought. They are expected to do more

. service for less pay, to stand more spong-
, ing and “dead heading,” to puff and defend

more people without fee or hope of reward,
than any other class.

They credit wider and longer, get often-
er cheated ; suffer more pecuniary loss ; are
oftener the victims of misplaced confidence,

f than any other calling in the community.
People pay a printer’s billmore reluctant-

.ly than any other- It goes hard with them
to expend a dollar on a valuable newsffeper,
than ten on a needless gew-gaw; yet every-
body avails himself of the use of the editor’s
pen and the printers’ ink.

How many professional and political re-
putations and fortunes have been made and
sustained by the friendly, though unrequit-
ed, pen of tbe editor? How many embryo
towns and cities have been brought into no-
tice and puffed into prosperity by the press?
How many railroads, now in successful op-
eration, would have foundered but for the
assistance of the “lever that moves the
world ?” In short what branches of indus-
try or activity has not been promoted, stim-
ulated and defended by the press ?

And who has tendered it more than a
miserable pittance for its mighty services ?

The bazaars of fashion and the haunts of
appetite and dissipation are thronged with
an eager crowd, bearing gold in their palms,

. and the commodities there needed are sold
at enormous profits, though intrinsically
worthless, and paid for with scrupulous
punctuality ; while the counting room of the
newspaper is the seat of jewing, cheapen-
