Sxc. 1. Be it enacted by the General Assembly
& lend, That whenever any deed or bill of
| bave been duly i and sealed by
ie parties thereto, not have been ac-
mowledged by the said parties or any one of
ififier or form or before the per-
son authorized to take such act or acknowledg-
ment, the Circuit Court of a county in which
by law the said deed or bill of sale ought to be
or to have been recorded, or the Circuit Court
of Baltimore city, if the said deed or bill of sale
ought by law to be or to have been recorded in
said city, may upon the petition of any party
to said deed or bill of sale, or his or their as-
signs, or any person claiming under them set-
ting forth the defects in the acknowledgment
of said deed or bill of sale, pass an order direct-
ing the other parties thereto to appear and
answer the said petition, and may cause notice
to be given to such parties by summons or pub-
lication according to the practice of the said
court, and may direct testimony to be taken in
relation to the matters in said petition or in
said petitions and answer contained ; and the
said court may grant relief upon said petition
by directing t{e said parties or any of them, to
acknowledge or to re-acknowledge the said
deed or bill of sale as the case may require, and
the order of thesaid court, passed in the premi-
ses, directing the said owledgment to be
made as aforesaid, shall operate in the same
manner and to the same extent, from the date
of the said order, as if the said party ordered as
aforesaid, to acknowledge or re-acknowledge
the said deed or bill of sale had thereupon so
done; provided, however, that the rights of
any person who shall not be a party to said
proceedings as aforesaid, shall not be in any
wise affected by said order.

¢ 4. That the Orphan’s Courts shall have au-
thority to appointa trustee to make such sales,
which trustee may be the administrator, or any
other person in the discretion of the Court, apd
who shall give bond with security to be aj-
proved by the Orphan’s Court or the Register
of Wills, and proceed with such sale in the
manner usually practiced in the Courts of
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Equity in this State, and upon the ratification
of such sale by the Orphan’s Court, and the
payment in full of the purchase money, and
not before, the said trustee shall proceed to
convey the title of said intestate to said real
estate in the same manner as trustees under the
appointment of Circuit Courts are now author-
ized to do, and the said Orphan’s Court may
allow the same commissions to any trustee so
appointed, as now allowed to a trustce appoint-
ed to sell under a decree in equity, provided,
that nothing herein contained shall apply to.|
any cases now pending in said Courts.

And be it enacted, That it shall be the
duty of the Judges of the Circuit Courts for
each of the counties, at any time after the regu-
lar term of said courts, at which jurors are re-
quired to attend, has adjourned, but not less
than fifteen days before the commencement of
the next succeeding term, at which juries are
required to attend, in the presence to such prac-
tising members of the bar of said court as shall
think proper to attend, notice of the time and
place having been first given to said bar,
through the criers of said courts, to proceed to
select from the lists last furnished by the clerks
of the county commissioners, provided for in
the first section of this Act, and from the poll
books of the several clection districts of said
counties that shall be returned and filed in the
clerk’s office of said court, after any general
election that may be last held previous to such
selection, a panel to consist of the names of
five hundred persons in the county of Balti-
more, of two hundred persons in the several
counties of Washington, Montgomery, Allega-
ny, Carroll, Frederick, Anne Arundel, Prince
George’s, Harford, Cecil, Dorchester, Worces-
ter, and Somerset, and of one hundred and fifty
persons in the several counties of Howard,
Charles, Calvert, St. Mary’s, Kent, Queen

Skc. 1. Be it enacted by the General Assembly
of Maryland, That section fifty-eight of Article
sixteen, of the Code of Public General Laws,
entitled Chancery Jurisdiction, be and the same
is hereby repealed, and the following section
enacted and substituted therefor :

¢ 58. Whenever lands lie partly in one coun-
ty and partly in another, or partly in a county
and partly in the city of Baltimore, or when-
ever persons proper to be made defendents to
proceedings in chancery, reside some in one
county and some in another, or some in a coun-
tiv: and some in the city of Baltimore, that court
shall have jurisdiction in which proceedings
shall have been first commenced, provided, that
no proceedings in chancery shall affect the title
to property real and .personal in the State of
Maryland, beyond the limits of the city of Bal-
timore, or county in which such proceedings
shall be instituted, to the prejudice of any bona
fide purchaser, mortgagee, or pledge, until a
copy of the bill of complaint, certified under his
official seal by the Clerk of the Court in which
it originated, shall be filed in the Clerk’s office
of the Cou:t of the city of Baltimore, or county
where such property shall be at the time, and
that on receipt of a copy of such bill by the
Clerk of such Court, it shall be his duty forth-
with to enter and index the bill in his chancery
docket, as though it originated in his Court,
and also to state on the docket from what Court
it came, but not to issue process thereon.

Sheep Shearing.—The weather in May
was so wet and generally cold, as fo be

aufit for this work, snd when the days

long neglected because of the rains, had
to be attended to, so I presume you have
yet to shear your sheep. If you have a
large flock, it is economy to hire a pro-
fessed shearer—one who will shear sixty
a day and never nip a bit of flesh while he
gets all the fleece, unlike the colored gen-
tlemen who usually make a mixed busi-
ness of it, say one pound of skin and flesh
to three of wool, leaving here and there
long tufts of wool by way of ornament.—
An ingenius Yankoe has lately patented
a machine for shearing sheep which has
acted well, and it is said by a Northern
Agricuitural Editor will supersede the
hand shears, as the reaper and mover has
supplanted the cradle and the scythe.
Let me call your attention to the fol-
lowing tables, and advise you to preserve
them by pasting them in your farm account
book for reference, as they are often found
very useful in farming operations, and will
ave you much troublesome calculation :

Corn.—Do not be discouraged if the
lateness of the season has prevented you
from getting your land ia order to plant
your corn before the end of this month;
the 10th of June will do if you cannot
plant before. Better plant with soaked
corp in June on well prepared land, than
early on ground roughly worked. Put
the land in nice order as if for tobacco,
and the work is half done for a good crop
of corn. In consequence of cornland be-
ing badly prepared, the crop has to be
worked too late to keep down the grass,
and the orop is injured. It is generally
conceded that drill or step corn gives a
greater yield if a good distance, say six
feet, be allowed between the rows, and
eighteen inches in the drill. It will give
as many stalks to the acre as when plant-
ed four by four feet, and will not be so
excluded from sun and air. The stalks
will not grow so high, will shoot lower
and be better cured. The fault with our
general system of corn growing is, the
corn runs too much to stalk and blade,
and bears the ears too far from the roots
and succulant portions of the stalk.

Bluckberries.—This source of immense
profit is almost entirely neglected by our
people. Old and young men, women and
children, feeble and decrepid, can easily
and pleasantly earn their clothing and food
this monih and next, if they would, by
gathering this fruit that vature, in her
wondrous bounty, has provided everywhere
on poor as well as rich lands. The mar-
ket is never overstocked. If not conve-
nient to send to market regularly, they
can be easily dried, and sold at good
prices in winter, or made in delicious
wine, which, at a cost for barrel and su-
gar of about twenty-five cents per gallon,
in twelve months cach gallon will bring
from §3 to $§4. Every industrious fami-
ly could easily make three barrels of wine,
which would give, after being racked off,
one hundred gallons of pure wine, worth
at least nett $300. The same could be
wade from wild grapes and a few improv-
ed grapes, and, say, the same from cur-
rants; thus, with bat little labor, and that
performed, too, by those who could in no
other way contribute to the common fund
of labor, because of their helplegsness, a
sum of $1,000 may be added to the fam-
ily revenue.

VOLTAIRE DYING.

On the 25th February, 1758, Voltaire
penned the following blasphemy: “Twen-
ty years more, and God will be in a pret-
ty plight.” Let us sce what was taking
place precisely at the time indicated. Oo
the 25th February, 1778, Voltaire was
lying, as was thought, on his bed of death.
Racked and tortured by remorse for past
misdeeds, he was most anxious to propi-
tiate the God whom he had insulted and
the Church which he and his had sworn
to destroy; and hence he resolved on ad-
dressing himself to a minister of religion,
in order to receive the sacrament of recon-
ciliation. On the 26th, then, he wrote
the following letter to the Abbe Gaultier:
“You promised me, sir, to come and bhear
me. I entreat you to take the trouble to
call as soon as possible.” The abbe went
at once. A few days after, in the pres-
ence of the same Gualtier, the Abbe Mig-
not, and the Marquis de Villevieille, the
dying man made the following declara-
tion: *I, the undersigned, declare, that
for these four days past bhaving been af-
flicted with & vomiting of blood, at the
age of eighty-four, and not baving been
able to drag myself to church, the Rever-
end the Rector of St. Sulpice, having been
pleased to add to his good works that of
sending to me the Abbe Gaultier, a priest,
