- only will be compensated who furnish the State
t with such evidence. The object of the Law and
t the necessity of its passage may be bet ter under-
, stood by reading the Law itself. The pieamble

says:
“That the Slate of Maryland has a good,

i valid and just claim upon the Government of the
s United Slates for reasonable and adequate com-

pensation foi the said property, and that it ought
not to be doubted that the Federal Government,
when the passions excited by the late unhappy
civil War shall have subsided, will recognize the
justice of the said claims and faithfully perfoim
her manifest duty in regard to it.”

The testimony required is the sworn state,

ment of the foi mer owner or legal representa-
tive, confirmed by the “oath of at least two dis-
interested witnesses.” The record thus made
up is declared to be legal evidence upon all ques-
tions concerning the ownership of slaves in this
State at the time of the adoption ofthe Constii-

s ution by which said slaves were emancipated. ,r
