• Digging and Care of Potatoes.

F cfl.ni planting to cooking and in all
processes bgtwecn and inclusive, potatoes
are unquestionably the most abused things
ever cultivated for human use ; and in
the long catalogues of errors peculiar to
this excellent esculent, one of the most
outrageous is neglecting to harvest them
as soon as they are ripe. No other crop
was ever maltreated in this way.. When
any other crop is fully matured, the farm-

er secures it at once, lest it wastes and
decays. But potatoes, being out of sight,
are out of mind until a convenient season.
When the farmer can find nothing else
to do he digs them, and then perhaps
complains of them for being of bad char-
acter. Any other crop would be as bad
or worse if treated in a similar manner.
Potatoes are not unfrcquently left in the
ground several weeks after being ripe, as
though they were dead stones and un-
damageable, instead of living, perishable
organisms, subject to all the conditions,
transformations, and diseases that pertain
to all vital structures. It is seldom that
potatoes are not more or less damaged by
neglect to harvest at the proper time, or

by improper management in harvesting,
however well they may have been raised
and matured. When the tops of potato
plants whither the tubers are ripe, and,
like other crops, will be injured, if not at

once gathered and taken care of. If al-
lowed to be once soaked in the ground by
a severe or prolonged rain after ripening,
they lose irreparably some degree of their
sweet flavor, and some portion of their
nutrient properties; nor are they so sound
and vital for seed potatoes ; and every rain
augments the damage, rendering them
both less palatable and less wholesome. —

What farmer can be ignorant of the fact
that the potatoes be digs in November and
December are less dry and sweet than those
be ate from the same field in September
and October previously ? Potatoes should
not be exposed to the air, sun or wind to

dry them, as is customary, after being dug.
If moist or dirty when taken from the
ground, cleaning and drying does not pro-
tect them, but the reverse. Every potato
that becomes uncovered before it is ripe,
er which protrudes above its earthy cov-
ering, soon becomes blighted in the ex-
posed part—a fact which jroves that it is
defenceless against aerial elements, and its
need when dug of immediate protection.

How to measure an Acre and Farts of
an Acre.

Land-can be measured with satisfactory
accuracy for many purposes by pacing.—
Five spaces are equal to one lineal rod
A man having long legs will usually
measure more than a rod at five spaces
while a short-legged man will be obliged
to step unnaturally long to measure a rod
at five spaces. The correct way is to

measure 16£ feet on level ground, then
practice gauging the steps until one can
measure one rod at every five steps. Then
one hundred steps or spaces willbe equal
to twenty rods. If a plot of land be two
hundred spaces long and fiftyspaces wide,
call every five spaces a rod, multiply the
rods, in length by the number of rods in
width, and divide the product by 160, the
square rods in an acre. Thus: 100 spa-
ces, 20 rods, and 50 spaces 10 rods, or
10 by 20, 200 square rods, which divid-
ed by 160, 1J acres.

A square acre is about 208 feet in-
ches on every side.

In order to lay out a strip of land twice
as long as the width, the length must be
417 feet 5 inches, and the width 104 feet
and 4 inches.

Twenty feet front and 2,178 feet deep*
one acre.

Twenty-five feet front and 1,712 J feet
deep, one acre.

Thirty feet front aad 1,452 feet deep,
one acre.

Thirty-three feet front and 1,329 feet
deep, one acre.

Fifty feet front and 871 feet deep, one

acre.
One hundred feet front and 435 J feet

deep, one acre.
In one square acre there are 42,560

superficial feet; 640 acres make one square
mUe ’y. 160 acres equal a quarter section.
If a plow turn, a furrow slice one foot
wide, a team must travel about eight and
one-third miles to plow one acre.

When rows of corn, or any other crop,
arc three feet apart, and the horse-shoe is

drawn once between every two, a horse
must travel 1J milea to finish every acre.

Manuring with Clover.
The fact should be known that the quan-

tity ofmanure needed for one acre of corn,

or tobacco, or potatoes, would dress well
and bring a good crop on four acres of
clover, if we use the ordinary dressing of
plaster at the same time. But it should
be used as- a top-dressing at the time of
seeding if practicable, or whenever it can
be done. Every shovel-full ofborne man-
ure, with straw, and stalks and litterof
every kind should be religiously devoted
to this purpose. Applied when the seed
is sown it gives certain covering and pro-
tection, and impetus in early spring, and
sets- as mulch in midsummer, and so in-
sures a crop.. Ifit be so necessary a crop
for our purposes, should we not make the
sacrifice required of taking these manures
for the time from other crops, to be given
baek four fold in the clover sod two years
after.
