*H&4hbught ten hours a day a fair allot-
mett for »ffrm hands, but with the con-
tingencies of weather this could not always
be exactlyarranged, and it is more in his
opinion than is accomplished on the aver-
age. He offered the following suggestion,
which is worthy of attention by others:—
T do not see how this matter of farmers
working on time is ever to be brought a-
bout. We must make and prepare our
crops whiles the sun shine, and arrange
our work for dull days within® our build-
ings; and if your hands work over time,
give them a leisure day or half a day oc-
casionally, and let them know what it is
for. They will generally appreciate it,
and you will gain more than you will lose.
It will make them feel a far greater in-
terest in their work, which will be to your
advantage. This has been my arrange-
ment with my hands and I have never
heard them say anything about working
on time.”
_—-

Pure Brep Ayrsuires.—The follow-
ing arc the characteristics of a pure bred
Agyrshire ; an Ayrshire calf is small; hav-
ing a clean muzzle and small head ; thin
fore-quarters with broad loin and hind-
quarters, which render parturition easy for
even two-year-old heifers. Their color
should be red, with white spots, some-
times flecked with red, or else with red
spots; usually the dark prevails in the
legs. Roan, pure white, white chine, or
line back or white face, are inadmissible.
The red may be dark, even to a brown,
but never black, although the original
Scotch kine were black and white. They
are extremely nervous, requiring the most
gentle treatment ; intelligent and shy of
strangers,and never brook an insult.—
They are easly kept, thrive npon short
pasture,and will produce more milk,but-
ter and cheese, upon the same quanity of
food consumed, than any other distinect

breed.

Drivrine Wuear.—They are disput-
ing in the West whether wheat stand a
hard tug in winter better when itis drill-
ed than when it is broadcast. We have
never heard of any such a debate in this
part of the country,nor can we imagine
how there can possibly be any difference
worth speaking of. Yet some say that
the drills suffered much more. Most
probably the difference was owing to some
other circumstances. The soil might have
been drier,poorer,or the aspect might have
been colder; and the result attributed to
the mode of planting. Here we regard the
drill as the best of all. The plants are
more regular. Each bas its own share of
food ; instead of crowding others in some
places, or having it all to itself in others.
Indeed those who do not use the drill, as
but generally do so because they have no
faith in it, owing to some to circumstances
which they cannot control. At any rate,
if any of our correspondents have experi-
enced any ill effects on the wheat crop,
directly referrable to the use of the drill,
he should be glad to have their experi-
ence.— W. Prees.

A Houe-Mape Wino Mirn.—Here is
a plan for making a home-made windmill,
which we find in an exchange, credited to
J. Corwin, N. J.:

Farmers and others 2an, in many cases, |

eonstruct a wind-mill themselves for a
tithe of the cost of the patented plans,
that for eertain purposes, would suit them
Better, Beeause easily kept in repair.—
Here is the suggestion of a plan of which
it may be said that it can be constructed
(for churning, stoek pumping, &c,) for
five dollars,beside the matertal that the
farmer can find on his farm and bis own
labor, excepting also the sails which prop-
erly belong to the maintenance. Of course
to obtain such a result the simplest possi-
ble plan must be devised,and all **improve-
ments” rigidly ruled out. It consists ofan
upright post supporting an upright shaft,
having a hub on top carrying three hor-
#zontal arms, to each of which are hinged
light rectangular frames covered with hea-
vy muslin or light canvas, regulated to
swing one direction only from horzoutal to
perpendicular. The sails are carried with
the wind, at right angles to it, and return
edgeways against the wind. The post may
lean: two feet at the top, 80 as to shorten
the connection of the upper box with it.
The lower bearing may be i a post set in
even with the ground, under the upper
bearing. The pully, four feet in diameter,
secured near the bottom of the shaft, may
have a smooth true groove for rope band
burnt into its circumference by a *‘stone”
bar, its one end resting in a hole in the
post, the other in the band, the section in
contact with the wheel being red hot. A
mill on this plan can, at moderate cost,
be constructed for milling.

A neighbor of ours says he has had cases
of blind staggers in pigs equally as viru-
Jent as those described in the extract,

- which he has cured by simply giving pow-
dered sulphur, one dose, of a teaspoonful,
Being usually sufficient. He regardsthis
sulphar treatment as almost infallible, and
as'it is cheap aed convenient—being al-
wiys oo band on well regulated farms—it
is worthy of trial. — Ed Rural South Land.

Livg Warer For Fowrs.—Lime wa-
ter-as an. occasional drink for fowls is said
to be a preventive of many diseases and as-
sists the formation of bone and eggs. It
should be prepared as follows : Pour aver
quick-lime some water, and when the lime
is slacked and settled, draw the clear wa-
ver-off; which can be kept for considerable
time.
