Size of the Human Head*
‘We find in the Revue Scientifique a
* debivorcd

Dr. Broca at a late sitting of the A‘I’g
thropological Society of Paris. The
learned physiologiststated thatin 1861
he had his attention called to the sub-
ject of the influence of education on
the developement of the human head,
and that, being surgeon at Bicetre at
the time, he had measured the heads
of the servants and the medical stu-
dents at that “establishment. About
1836, Parchappe had effected the meas-
urement of the heads of ten workmen,
and as many men of distinguished
learning, and he found those of the
latter to be much more voluminous
than the others, and especially distin-
guishable by a great developement of
the frontal region. These results were
the more remarkable because of the
author’s known antipathy to Gall’s
system of phrenology; but Dr. Broca
tﬁought them insufficient, inasmuch
as they did not exactly show whether
the differénce was owing to education
or merely to natural intellectural su-
periority. His measure being especi-
ally taken with this view, his ultimate
conclusion is that the cultivation of
the mind exercises a special influence
on the developement of the brain, and
that this action particularly tends to
increase the volume of the frontal lobes,
which are considered to be the seat of
the higher intellectual faculties. This
view is corroborated by a very curious
result he obtains from a comparison of
Parchappe’s measure of his learned
men with those of the unlearned; in
the case of the former the frontal de-
velopement was considerable, while in
the case of the latter it was the pros-
terior part of the brain that had grown
more than the anterior.

Which of us is there who in youth
never kept relics? It is hard to imag-
ine it; but that sharp practioner, Mr.
A., that hard-featured and rough-spo-
ken old soldier, Major C., not to speak
of that bustling matron, Mrs. D., or
