Cultivation of Irish Potatoes—Beetles.
The impression now abroad is that, in

consequence of the lear of the Colorado
beetle, a vast number of farmers will fail
to put in the usual supply of potatoes.
We think this is wrong, as the enemy to
this esc ulent can be thwarted in his ravages
by a little care and at an expense of not
more? than #2 to #:5 per acre. We have
frequently presented our views upon the
subject of the management of the beetle,
but the importance of the matter induces
us to present some hints from the New
York Time*, which may be considered use-
ful in connection with the application of
the Paris green , which, by the by, it may
be considered as an established fact, is the
surest ingredient for the prevention of its
ravages.

\ This substance is a deadly poison, and,
applied in a finely-divided condition to
the foliage of the potatoes, is instant death
to every beetle upon the leaves or stalks.
On account of its poisonous qualities, it
must be used with caution. The safest
method of using it is to mix it with water
in a common garden watering pot. taking
care to keep the mixture stirred. As the
poison is not soluble in water, it must be
kept in suspension. This is easily done.,
as it is very finely divided, and frequent
stirring or shaking is all that is needed.
To make the mixture more permanent, we
would suggest the addition of a portion
•if t cheapest kind of molasses to the i
water, or - •me gelatinous or mucilaginous
sub,-:,ai.ee. a- thin glue or starch-water, or!
tim Jdly of linseed. This would keep the
powder longer in suspension, and cause it
to adhere to the foliage more strongly.!
i >ne te i.-poonful of the- powder to the pail- j
tal f w iter is - dlieient. and the mixture :
i< scattered over the crop as one walks:
dong the row. This is a perfectly safe'
j;: thod <>f application, and obviates the
langt r of inhaling the powder which oc-1

But there are some other considerations
which ought to bo noted. At the best,
thecrop will receive some damage from

the draft upon their vitality by a partial
!o-s i ftheir foliage. Karly planting and
quick maturity w ill get tlie crop out of
the w .y before the main uiny appears. It
will b well to manure the ground liberal
ly : cultivate thoroughly and frequently,

.ose free going early-maturing varieties,
and force the crop from the first. Once
diet'd' rs are matured, no injury can oc-

. ur to ti i in through any attack upon the
vine-. The late crop may be planted as
usual, il d'-.-ire i. but constant watchful-
ni'w must be exercised to save it until it
is mature.

There is no better fertilizer for potatoes
than thoroughly-rotted barn-yard manure.
Fresh. 'tr"iig manure tends to produce
diseased tubers, rough, scabby skins, and
it encourages the presence of white grubs,
which frequently attack and damage ten-
ier neshed varieties. We have had a tine

.crop of early rose hall consumed by these
grubs, whicli w ere hatched from eggs laid
in the fresh manure. The best special fer-

! tilizers are superphosphate oflime or wood-
ashes. In place of the latter, German
pot ,s!i s.dts may be used at the rate of
500 pounds per acre. Two hundred and
fifty pounds of superphosphate of lime, or
fifty bushels ofwood ashes per acre, or both
together, would furnish a valuable dress-

. ing for this crop, in place of barn-yard
: manure, or as a help to ir.—Hilt. American.
