In the clcatli of Andrew Johnson wc cn
but feel that the nation has sustained a

great loss. Since the close of the civil
war we have seen so much of corruption,
and shamelessness of greed and nepotism
in the high places of the laud, that when
we look back at the time when he filled
the Chief Magistracy of the nation and
lett it with his garments unsoiled by per-
sonal pelf, we can but, by contrast, elevate

him high above those who claim pur ex-
alienee to be lovers of their country. —

Through a long life, which reads more

like a romance than a history, he never
once faltered in his pure, unselfish devo-

tion to that country. Call him dema-
gogue, if you please, call him weak, ego-
tistical, vacillating and changeable, and
he was all these at times, yet the love of
his country was ever his guiding star, and
he was always as true to that as the needle

to the pole. lie is gone now. and at a

time too when all animosity against him

had lulled, and his countrymen standing
beside his newly filled grave can truthful-

ly say “he was an honest man, who loved
his country.’’

Time nor space us to review his

remarkable and checkered life, a sketch of

which we give elsewhere. Itmay be held

up as an example to the humblest youth
in the land, as showing what a laudable

ambition and perseverance when backed
by industry and honesty will accomplish.
Rom in poverty, reared as an apprentice
to the unmanly craft of tailoring in an in-
land village, he was early taught that self-

reliance which was afterwards so marked
a characteristic in him as sometimes to

seem but obstinacy and self-will, and anon
to mount up to the bravery of heroism.—

By the force of his own rugged nature he
won his way from the tailor shop to the,

highest office of the nation. And this too

not by any sudden enthusiasm. %y bril-

liant talents, or gifted oratory, but step by
step he climbed each round of the ladder.
First alderman of the village, then mayor
—then in the State Legislature —then the

State Senate—Presidential elector—mem-
ber of Congress —Governor--Senator —

' Vice-President, and President. All this

was done by the innate energy of the man
and without that polish which education
gives, for he never went to school a single
day in his whole life, and it was not until

after his marriage that he was taught by
his wife how to read and write. Here is

a lesson, from which brains and genius
¦"Struggling with poverty, may take heart.

His career in politics has been as remark-

able as his rise from obscurity to power.

At one time he was the admired of the

South which lavishly honored and reward-

ed him. Then a change came and he was

looked upon as a recreant to the home of

his early manhood. Then he was regard-
ed by the North as one of the faithful

among the faithless found, and his unfal-

tering devotion to the Union was in the

mouth of all. Honors were heaped on

him and he was placed on the Presiden-

tial chair only in a few months to be looked

upon, by those who hail thus elevated

him, as a traitor worthy of impeachment.

But now all that has passed. His race is

run. With all his faults and errors, be-

cause of his fidelity to what he believed

to be right, and his indomitable determi-

nation to stand by the Union, his courage

in withstanding the North when it sought

to make a re-union of the States a delu-

sion, his memory will forever remain fixed

in the admiration and respect of his coun-

trymen, and truly the nation could have

better spared abetter man.

Kx-Frosideut Andrew Johnson died at 2 o'-
clock uu Saturday morning last, from a para-
lytic stroke received on Wednesday precedin';,
while on a visit to his daughter. Mrs. Brown,
near Jonesboro,’ Carter county, Tennessee. —

Upon the receipt of the telegram announcing

the death of Mr. Johnson, President (Irani im-
mediately issued the following order:

Wasiiinuton -, July 31, 1875.
It becomes the painful duty of the President

to announce to the people of the I niled States
the death of Andrew Johnson, the last surviv-
or of his honored predecessor.-, which occurred
in Carter county. Hast Tennessee, at an early
hour this morning. The solemnity of the oc-
casion which called him to the Presidency,
with the varied nature and length of his pub-
lic services, will cause him to be long remem-
bered, and occasion mourning for the death of
a distinguished public servant. Asa mark of
respect for the memory of the deceased it is or-

dered that the Executive mansion and the sev-

eral Departments ot the tlovernment at Wash-
ington bo draped in mourning until the close
ol the day designated for his funeral, and that
all public hnsini 'S be suspended on that day.

Lincoln suddenly elc-vat.-d him to the head of
of the nation at the most critical moment of its
history.

The events of the administration of President
Johnson are comparatively fresh in the public
mind, and do not require an extended review. I
He broke with his party a few months after his
inauguration, lie denounced its leaders just
as he had the secessionists four years before,
and classed them alike as enemies of the Union
and the Constitution. May .’to. 1865, he issued
the proclamation of amnesty. He vetoed in'
succession the Civil Itiglus bill, the Freedman's :
Bureau bill, the Reconstruction bill, the Tenure
of Office bill and other leading Radical meas-
ures. K irly in August, IBtiti, the Philadelphia
Convention ass-ambled and Inlly'indorsed his |
policy, lie started upon a tour through the
Union immediately afterwards, taking the j
Cabinet .and (ieuc-ral Grant along with him,)
and addr.-.-cd the people at all the large towns
and c-itics on the way. Notwithstanding the;
enthusiasm with which he was at first received
the mission was a failure, and the new Johnson \
party proved .still-born at its birth. The con-

tinuation of the Piesidc-nt's administration was
a constant battle w ith Congress. The majori-
ty in that body became so inflamed against him
that, after several abortive attempts, they suc-
ceeded at last, upon the occasion of his remov-

al of Secretary Stanton, in procuring his im-
peachment for high crimes and misdemeanors.
The trial began March Ul, 18t>S, and lasted until
May 10. ending in the acquittal of the Presi-
dent. Mr. Johnson received a handsome vote
in tiie New Vork Democratic National Conven-
tion.

From his retirement to private life at the
conclusion of bis Presidential term, Mr. John-
son remained unidentified with any political
movement or aspirations. Last year, however,
be entered the field as a candidate for Ihc Ten-
nessee Senatorsliip. The result of the popular
election showed him to be unmistakably the
favorite with the people, but a stubborn fight
took place in the Legislature, and it was not
until the U*;th of January Inst that he secured

his el eliou for the >i.y years’ term beginning
March I, 1875. In the extra session of the Sen-
ate, March 22, he made a brief, but vigorous
speech, concluding with his prediction that
“an empire—a stratocracy—was ahead." This
was practically tiis last public political appear-
ance. Rumor accredited him with an iutc-u-!
lion to canvass the West in behalf of more cur- |
