1 fear the “invalids” spoken
jot"are “legion” in less than a hundred miles:
from the place, in which your paper is printed.

My parish is in a town which is reputed!

| wealthy. 1 may entertain a different opinion
upon this subject, indeed ; but the inhabitants
often speak in enthusiastic terms of our brac-
ing atmosphere and the general saluffgitv ,of
this region. 1 am about, however, to record

I my experience with the vast number of invalids 1
i who dwell around me.

1 have, belonging to my parish, say about
four hundred souls. Of these, about one hun-
dred are children: and supposing that fifty
adult persons are detained at home, this would
leaie about two hundred and fifty persons who 1
ought to be in regular attendance u;>oti the
Sunday service; but, on the contrary, seventy-
five is regarded as a large attendance. We
seldom have more than fifty present. So here
are from one hundred and seventy-five to two
hundred persons absenting themselves from the
sanctuary. And what is the cause? Why, 1
meet one and another of the absentees during
the week, and ask why I missed them. The
an-wer is the same in all eases ; they were not
“feeling very well. Hut when there conics

an unpleasant Sunday, then the number of in-
valids is greatly increased, and on very had
days tny congregation numbers not over a

dozen : and of course I must be content, for I
cannot expect those in feeble health to expose
themselves in inclement weather.

But there is something peculiar about the
valetudinarians of this parish. I go to their
place of business on a week day. and 1 am sure

to find them there, or not far off; and to n;
inquiry “How are you'?” they almost invaria-
bly answer “Very well, 1 thank you, sir.

And if sometimes they tell mo they are “not
feeling ven well," this docs not keep them
from their place of bu-iness. Even on rainy
days it is the same; and. what is more. I often
meet on such days ladies whose health never
permils them to leave home on inclement Sun-
day s, pit king their way through mud and et

I tremble for the consequences, and expecting
certainly to be sent for with a message saying
that “Mr- So-and-SO, wbo has been in feeble
health for sonic time, imprudently ventured
out on an unpleasant day, and is not expected
to lire, but no such message comes. I never

I ir of our ladies eing “not very well’’ until
the next Sunday .

ing themselves. It is nut long since (leu. Tom
Thumb and his suite gave au entertainment in
our town. The General was so kind a- to

send me a tiikel. 1 did not intend to be pre-
sent at all; but when the day arrived, it as so
stormy that 1 began to pity the Lrliputian. 1
said to myself, • i’oor little Icilow ! you have
come to apia. e w here invalids aboaq,!: and on
such a day as this, you will be under the ne-
cessity of exhibiting to empty seats Muting
in this manner, and thinking how dishearten-
ing it is to me to discourse to an empty house.
I made up my mind to go, so that he should
have anaudo nceot ok at least. Accordingly,
I went; and. will you l-elicve it’ K I’lunbus
t'num Hall was crowded! There were all my
invalids—the delicate men and the feeble wo-

men. and their children. Neither rain

nor mud kept them i<ack on that day, and 1
never learned that their health suffered in the

:least.
1 But jwrhaps it may tie suggested that, while

it is unquestionably ill-health that keeps the
larger jKirtion of my parish at home on Sun-
days. it is the prosing demands of business
that keeps them from week-day prayers I
will confess that this idea has otvurred to me,
but 1 will give the result of my inquiries on

the subject. There is Mr Higgins, the best
am) most active man I have in the parish; but

he is seldom, and 1 might almost say never,

present at avm ek-day service. Now I frequent-
ly drop in at his office during business hours,
and I find him as frequently out as in ; and to
my inquiry if he is sick, the answer is no, hut
lie is attending a meeting of the National Jcws-
harp Association, or of the Society for the
Ueanimation of Tnlohites ; or he is on a com-

mittee auditing tile accounts of the Independent
Order of Antifumigators. Thus 1 know that
he does not absent himself from week-day ser-

vice because he cannot leave his business. It
lis unquestionably with him as w ith others—-
the atmosphere of the church is unfavorable to
his health.

Hut 1 have further proof of the correctness
of ray theory. I enter the church on Sunday,
and find that of those who are strong enough
to t>e prescti', quite a number fiud their health
too delicate to allow them to assume the |*os-
tures required by the rubrics. Very few of
Them have sufficient strength to stand through
the singing of the psalm or hymn, or the read-
ing of the Psalter or Gospel; and that this
lassitude eomes upon them only on Sundays, |
and at church, I know, from close observation.
Thus, it is not long since 1 was present at an

i evening party, where were hut very few seats
for the large number present, and there 1 saw
dozens, yes scores, of my parishioners—whom
1 had always observed to be too feeble to ob-

serve the standing postures required by the
Prayer Hook—standing or promenading (to
say nothing of dancing) for one, two and three
hours together, without apparent fatigue.

Now. 1 have no doubt that some persons, on

r reading this article, will be so uncharitable as
’ 1 to insinuate that there is no real case of sick-

ness at all: that my parish is composed of idle, ,
lazy, indifferent, lukewarm Christians. Now'
I wish to hold no argument with any such
uncharitable persons. 1 stand up for my
parish, lam not to le convinced that those j
to whom 1 preach so earnestly about their
Christian duties, have such a low sense of duty
as some would imagine. 1 only wish I was a

i physician, as well as a clergyman, and 1 feel
sure I could substantiate my theory.

The following is said to he an efficacious j
method of cleaning rusty plows ; Take a quart j
of water and pour slowly into it a pint of snl- i
phuricacid. (The mixture will become quite'
warm from chemical action, and tins is the rea-I

3 son why the acid should he poured slowly into
; the water, rather than into the acid.) Wash

the moldboard, or any other iron that is rusty,
with this weak acid, and let it remain on the
iron until it evaporates, and then wasli it again.
The object is to give time for the acid to dissolve
the rust. Then wash with water, and you can
see where the worst rusty spots are. Apply
some more acid and rub those spots with a
brick. The acid and the scouring will remove
most of tlie rust. Then wash the mold board
thoroughly with water to remove all the acid
and rub it dry. Hrush it over with petroleum
or other oil, and let it he until spring. When
you go to plow take a bottle of acid to the

j field and apply it to any spots that may remain.
The acid and the scouring of 1lie earth will
soon make it perfectly bright and smooth. If
all iron work be washed over with petroleum
as soon as we put our tools, implements and
machines aside for winter, it will keep them
from rusting, and save a great deal of troublf
and annoyance, to say nothing of depreciation
and loss.

SPEECH OF REVERDY JOHNSON,

I* AT THE

Democrat} ¦¦ Colour rat ire Mas# Meeting , held

at Baltimore, September 17th, 1875.

Fellow Citizen ;—llefore submitting the
resolutions which it is proposed you shall

! consider,'or introducing to you the gen-
tlemen who are to address you, I beg your
permission to trespass upon your time for
a brief period with’some remarks of my
own. 'Hie elections, municipal and State,
which arc the immediate subjects of your
attention, arc intrinsically important, and,

are addit jnally so by the bearing they
will have tpon the i*?\t Presidential elec-
tion.

In t<* the municipal election, I
,'o noilWl- and that any ojc. th g Ins* t
been made or can be made to the Demo-

| era tic candidate for the Mayoralty, Ferdi-
nand C. Latrobe. His capacity. Ins per-
fect integrity, his interest in the city, are

ample guarantees that, if elected, he will
discharge the duties of the office ably and

1 faithfully. Nor do 1 understand that any
objection has been made or can be made
to your candidates for the offices of Gov-
ernor. Attorney General, or Comptroller.
No one who knows them can doubt the
ability of John Lee Carroll. Charles J. M.
Gwinn. or Levin Woolford. What then
are the grounds n| the opposition to these
candidates? The first general ground, as

I am imfonned, is. that they were nomina-
ted by what is called the Ring, and that
the supposed Ring, was guilty of eontii-
vancc or fraud in the election of the two
conventions, by which the nominations
¦were made. Rut beside this, there is said
to be a particular objection to Mr. Carroll,
because of his religious faith, that is to
say, because be is a Roman Catholic.

A few words under both these heads:
Ist. If, by Ring is meant an assentblge

of men organized to achieve a common
purpose, then the objection is alike appli-
cable to all such associations. In the
practicable affairs oflife. whether concern-
ing politics or business, combinations are

often indispensible to success. To refer
to no other, what are the national conven-
tions for tlie nomination of Presidential
candidates ? These conventions are in
one sense rings, and have often inner
rings, ti.it is to s iy. separate combina-
tions desirous to promote the interest of
different candidates. What was the na-

ture of the meeting at Masonic Temple,
on Tuesday, the 7th inst. Was not that a

Fin illy, wh it w s the character >f the
t tiil inatk ns. by which the nomination
for M nor w .- . letermiii' i upon and made,

at tiie l ate meeting at the Maryland Insti-
tute ? HThere la uything obnoxious in
combinations for i political object, it
must be in the secrecy in which their pro-
ceedings are conducted. And these were

held in secret, watchwords were said to
be adopted, and sentinels placed at the
door, to prevent the entrance of any w ho
could not give the countersign. The dan-
ger attending such secret associations the
people of the country know too well. Cit-
izens of foreign birth and those, whether
native or foreign, holding the Reman
Catholic faith, w ere politically ostracised
and the most inhuman violence resorted
to, to enforce Know ¦ Nothing decrees. The
streets of Philadelphia. Louisville, New
Orleans and Baltimore were made to run
red w ith the blood of the ostracised. "A-
merica to be ruled by Americans," was the
cry against naturalized citizens and the
sacred name of religion, was invoked, un-

der which, to abuse and murder Catholics.
Without meaning to insinuate that such
outrages are contemplated by the party
who now meet in secret, yet there is in the
history of the past, enough to alarm all
whose desire is peace, and that every man
should be pruptected in his rights, civil
and religious. That such a party as this
last should object to the conventions by
whom your municipal and State nomina-
tions have been made, seems to be abso-
lutely ludicrous. And yet it is from it
that the abjection mainly proceeds. Noth-
ing is more true than that political parties
cannot l>e maintained except by resorting
to some mode to effect union. That this
can only be done by compromising opin-
ions so as to promote the general object,

j is in the nature of things clear, and is de-
monstrated to he true by all experience.

Party triumphs depend as much upon
discipline, as triumphs on the battle-field.
An undisciplined political party can nev-
er succeed against one that is disciplined.
Discipline therefore is imperatively neces-
sary. if a party is to be sustained. There
may be and no doubt often are, bad men
in all political parties, and they may for
a time obtain control. Rut to abandon
the party on that account, would be as

foolish as to cut down a tree, because one
jof its limbs was unhealthy. To cut down
the limb and thereby preserve the tree is
the proper course. Where the general
members of the party are honest and ca-

pable, the control of bad or incapable
men can never be other than merely tem-

jporary. There is an innate strength in a
! virtuous purpose that in the end proves
too much for the corrupt trickster.

2d. The particular objection to Mr.
I Carroll is. that he is a Roman Catholic.

His fitness for tlie office of Governor,
I unless this makes him unfit, no one ques-
tions or ran question. His blood, like
Ids faith, descends from one of the immor-
tal signers of the Declaration of Indepen-
dence, wjjp was from the first to the last
universally respected and esteemed, and
who died revered and beloved by the good
ofevery religious denomination. No man

was so stupid or intolerant as to object to
him on account of his faith. If, when he
was attaching his name to the great char-
ter of American liberty, any member of
the body objected to Ids right to do so,
becasue he was a Catholic, the objection
would have been treated with scorn and
detestation. No such objection was in-
terposed, ami his union with the other of
those great and pure men, was received
with joy and approval, us tending to
strengthen the great cause on which they
had embarked. Is it not marvellous, that
in this age of the world, and particularly
in this country, such an objection should
be countenanced by any sane man ? I say
especially in this country, because our an-

cestors were so impressed with the duty
and necessity of not interfering political-
ly with any man on account his religious
faith, that in one of the first amendments
to the Constitution, that were coveal with
it, they provided “Congress shall make no

1 law respecting an establishment ofreligion
or prohibiting the free exercise thereof.’"
And it is believed that a like provision is
contained in every State constitution.

Rut have we had no Marylander be-
sides Charles Carroll of Carrollton, whose
life, character and services speak aloud
against this intolerance? Yes, we have
had one in the person of the late Chief
Justice, Roger R. Taney. His whole ca-

reer, professional, legislative, executive
and judical, proves how gross would be
the wrong done the country if we acted
upon any such unconstitutional and wick-
ed folly.

Rut what is the religious faith whose
followers some would cemgrt to poll teal

1 servitude. It is the of Jesus.
Every Roman Catholic believes in it as

firmly, as any one belonging to other re-
ligious sects. They have a different mode
of worship. So have other sects. Rut
tiie essentials of the faith, are common to

all. They believe in theDivinity of Jesus,

in the Trinity and the Atonement. What is
the most reasonable mode <>f worship men
may and do differ about, but all Chris-
tians be Sieve in these essentials of the faith.
Have Catholics ever failed to be good cit-
izens? All tlie duties of life, public and
private, they discharge as fully as all other
Christians. During the war of <>ur Revo-
lution and the one of 1812 with England,
and that of 1846 with Mexico, they haz-
arded life and fortune to maintain the
principles, which produced the first, and
to maintain the rights ofour government,
in the two last. They stood shoulder to
shoulder with Protestants on every battle-
field. which was often literally mired with
their common blood.

This exclusion from political rights for
many long years prevailed in England to

her dishonor and disgrace. It continued
Ur a long time in consequence of the in-
sane obstinacy of George 111. Rut better
counsels now prevail. The enlightened
men of the present day in that country,
have seen the injustice of such an ex-

clusion and have removed the shackles
which enforced it. One of these states-
men. however, a gentleman of rare ability
and consummate scholarship, the Ut. Hon-
orable W. E. Gladstone, is waging a war
of pamphlets with Roman Catholic Bish-
ops. which is calculated to revive to some
extent, tlie political intolerance of the
past. I hair no doubt that, he thinks, he
is doing w hat w ill promote the interests
of his country and secure its safety. His
doctrine is that the civil and political al-
legiance of the Catholic, is due first to the
Pope rather than to the government under
which ho resides and is pr teetcik This,

in tny judgment, is a gross error as appli-
ed to the present century. There may be
found in some of the publications issued
from the Vatican, passages which, taken
literally by themselves, will sanction the

f Mr. Gladstone, bat the history of
proves, that the Catholic sub-

jects of the crown, have never failed, in
peace or in war. to assert and maintain
the rights and honor of England. They
constituted a considerable portion of the
army with which Wellington succeeded
in overcoming the mighty power of Na-
poleon, and were ever in the van of those
who achieved the glorious victories up to

the crowning >n of Waterloo. And this
these Catholics did to preserve Protestant
England, against Catholic France, nine-
tenths of whose people were Catholics.—
Rut if Mr. Gladstone is right that Catho-
lics sincerely believe that their paramount
civil allegiance is to the government of
Rome, he ought to maintain the necessity
of resorting to the measures, which were
the disgrace ofEngland for so many years,
their exclusion from all political place.—
For holding such an allegiance makes
them aliens and like other aliens they
should not be suffered to participate in
the government of England. That this is
the sequence of his doctrine no logocian
can doubt, and Mr. Galdstone is a logi-

. cian of the highest cast. And yet. so far.
he does nut propose such an exclusion.

Considering all these tilings, I should
think that the American, aware of them,

when proposing to exclude the Catholic
from political office because of his reli-
gion. would blush scarlet from very shame.
But addition to w hat I have said, every
theological student knows than the truths
ofChristianity have never been more ably
maintained than by Catholic writers, nor

have its beauties been more charmingly
or effectively presented to the human
heart than by Catholic Chateaubriand in

his “Genius of Christianity."" Christianity
itself is at war with all such intolerant doc-
trines. It has been well and truly said, that,

"by inculcating the precept of universal
love of mankind, it raised the narrow spirit
ofpatriotism to the extended feeling of gen-
eral philanthrophy.” and that, “it laid the
foundation for the peace of the world,
through the doctrine of reconciliation of
men w ith God and with each other.” The
doctrine of the infallibility of the head of
that church, recently brought prominent-
ly before the public, is not a new doctrine,
the whole meaning of it. as I understand
it. is that the members of the church, as-
sume as true, the religious doctrines pro-
nounced from time to time by its gover-
ning head. Most of the other religious

¦ sects have forms of church government¦ and take their doctrines from w hat they
are declared to be by such governments.

• But there is nothing in this which shows
I a want of true Christianity; and then too,

how sadly weakened would be the glori-¦ ous army of Christians, w ithout the Ro-
man Catholics. They constitute a num-

, her far greater than that of all other sects
: combined. In conclusion, then, on this

head, I hope for the honor ofour State
. and the reputation of our people, that no

citizen will fail to support Mr. Carroll,
only because of his religious faith.

3d. But, it is said that the debt of the
1 City had been greatly increased under the
Democratic Administrations of Mayors
Ranks and Vansant, and that for this in-
crease the Party is alone responsible. A

I few words will show how unjust this

I charge is. The Republican party obtain-
i ed the control ofthe City in 1863 or 1864,

i when Mr. Chapman was elected Mayor.—
s They were substituted in 1867, by the elec-

tion ot Mr. Ranks and Democratic Coun-
f cils. When this occurred the floating
. debt was $1,929,866.94. The funded debt

i then was $23,762,622.73. The Democrats
II had, of course, to provide for both of these

- obligations, and this could only be done
f by borrowing or by taxation. They com-

-1 mi tied, I think, an error in not levying a

i tax adequate to the purpose. To have¦ done this would have required a levy of
: $3.20 on the SIOO. And the necessity for
¦ such an increase would have been solely

1 owing to the floating debt just referred to.
Such a levy, I have always understood,
and have reason to believe was advised by

Mn vor Hanks. The tax rate in 1867, the
Republicans being still in power, was

s $1.40. What is the present debt? If
i greater, now, than it was then, for what
i and how has it been contracted ? And
i 1 what is the present rate of taxation ?

First the debt, in the aggregate, is $32,-
1 095,225.77. Of that sum, $8,104,500, was

; contracted since 1867, under votes of the
people to whom the matter was referred
by laws of the State. Deducting this
there is left a balance of $23,991,225.77;
against which the City holds investments
which yield to her at least six percent,
upon $25,837,754.82. This leaves a debt
to be met by taxation of only $6,257,970
95.

A strange misapprehension seems to ex-
ist in the minds of some, even merchants,
that profitable investments increse the
debt of those who make them instead of

jbeing sources of gain. Does a merchant
who has funds not required by his busi-
ness add to his debts by investing his sur-

; plus in profitable stocks*? Certainly not.
And. yet, this is what the City has done,

. jand it'has done it for the purpose of ben-
efiting the people.

, The improvements for which this money
was advanced were Railroads, Turnpikes,¦ Parks. Water Supply, and other like mat-
ters, all of which increase the trade of the
City and promote its interest and wealth.

Now. as to the taxation. It was, as be-
fore stated. $1.40 in 1867, when the Re-
publicans were in power, and it is now

SI.BO. What has caused this increase?—
The eight millions referred to, of which
the floating debt left by the Republicans
is part, bears an interest of six per cent.,
and has to be met by taxation. To pay
the interest thereon, requires a tax of
about 20 cents on the SIOO. And this ac-
counts within twenty cents, for the in-
crease of the Republican tax of $1.40 in
1x67. The result must be admitted to be

that the financial condition of the city is
not only as good, but better than that of
any of the large cities of the country.

Nor. is there anything startling or alarm-
ing in the rate of taxation here, as compar-
ed with that ofother cities. For example,
in 1874, taxes were as follows; In New
York. $2.80; in Philadelphia, $2.20; in
('inemnati, $2.33. All these cities are un-

derstood to be in a prosperous condition.
If this view be correct, (and upon ex-

amination I am sure it will be found so,)
the apprehensions which are entertained
by some good men cannot but be seen by
themselves, to be groundless, if they in-
vestigate the subject. And in conclusion
on this head, there is one fact which
proves the confidence of the public in the
City—which is. that its six per cent, stock
is readily sold at from three to four and
even six percent, premium. A remark
or two, in relation to the financial condi-
tion of the State.

I do not recollect exactly what is the a-

mount of her debt—a portion of it was,
no doubt, contracted during the war.
The charge that unnecessary extravagance,
amounting, it is said, to corruption, has
characterized the State Government since
it eamo into Democratic hands is made in
general terms, and cannot, therefore, be
specifically met. It is a mere railing ac-
cusation, easily made, but impossible to
be related except by positive denial. In
the words of Mr. Webster when meeting
an insinuated charge of want of loyalty to
his country, a railing accusation, is “an
imputation without time, fact, or circum-
stance." But it is conclusive evidence
that there is no want mi confidence in the
management of the State finances, that her
stock sells at a premium ot from six to ten
per cent., depending upon the character
of her different stocks, some of them being
payable at an earlier and some at a later
date.

Fellow Citizens, it is possible, and per-
haps probable, that there may be bad men
in the Democratic party in office in this
State, as well as in other States, but the
way to deal with the fact, is to expel them,
and not to abandon the party. Such men
have been found in the Republican ranks

i —and their conduct has been brought to
public view and public indignation as
well in Congress as in the District of
Columbia and elsewhere. And, yet, the
Republicans would consider it a gross
outrage to charge the party with their
misdeeds.

Whatever ground there may be for im-
puting misconduct to individual members
of the City Council since 1867, I do not
believe that any intelligent and lair mind-
ed citizen has ever challenged the integri-
ty of Mayors Banks and Vansant. On
the contrary their integrity has been ad-
mitted and their devotion to the interests
of the city conceded. The only objection
that I have ever heard urged against Mayor
Vansant, is that he was not progressive
enough. His fault was stated to be that
he does not see how certain it is that ex-
penditures of money for any improvement
are sure to benefit the city. It is no doubt

’ true that he watches the treasury with a
. never ceasing vigilance, and that his ob-

ject is t save the people from any unue-
; ccssary taxation. He may not be as far
. seeing as the friends of progress, but ifhe

¦ falls short, he errs on the right side as far
. as taxation is involved. Assuming now

as possible that the Republicans may get
the control of the city, what will they do
with the present rate of taxation ? To re-

. duce it would be, to that extent, to leave
a portion of the city's engagements unli-

; quidated and that would be repudiation
and a dishonor to the city, greatly injuri-
ous to its financial credit. No merchant
who is alive to his own honor would for

, a moment sustain a party that would a-

! d*pt such a measure.
