Among the many gratifying results oi

the recent State election not the least is
the evidently high appreciation of this

Election Returns.

The following are the full election re-!
turns of all the counties as we find them
given in the Sun of the 9th: For Gover-

nor, Mr. Carroll, 85,247 votes, and Mr.
Harris, 73,409 —Carroll's majority, 12.838.
W 85,837 votes, and Wilkins 72,-
203—Woolford's majority, 18,034. Gwynn,
86,161: Wallis, 71,736—Gwynn’s Majori-
ty, 14,425. The Legislature stands thus:
Senate, 19 Democrats, 7 Opposition;
House, 57 Democrats, 27 Opposition. It
will be seen by this, that Mr. Gwynn, our
candidate for Attorney General leads the
ticket, having received 815 votes more
than Carroll, and 321 more than Woolford,

whilst the latter in turn leads Carroll 590

votes. The falling behind of Mr. Carroll

can be ascribed to nothing else than a

bigotry within our own ranks which re-
fused to vote for him because he was a
Catholic. Personally he was the most un-
exceptionable candidate on the ticket. A

man of spotless life, no assault on or even
insinuation against the purity of his in-

tegrity was made daring the whole cam-
paign, whilst both of his colleagues were

targets for the arrows ofcalumny and abuse

from its opening until its close. Mr.

Gwynn, it was alleged was the Attorney
of the B. & O. R. R. Co. and was in collu-

sion with it to defeat the claims of the

State against that mammoth corporation,
whilst Col. Woolford was taken by Mr.

Wallis as his particular private game

which he was at liberty to shoot at when-

ever the notion struck him, and about eve-
ry other day he and that venerable but
obstinate fossil, Mr. Earle, would take a
shot at the Comptroller, whilst the Amer-

ican kept up a general fusilade, to which

however nobody paid any attention.

On the other ticket we find the order of

the candidates reversed. That empty,
but conceited proscriptionist, Mr. J. Mor-

leads the ticket, his vote being 72,409 or

The great want and need of the whole
people of the country is administrative
reform. They actually hunger for it. So
great is their desire for it, that here in the
State of Maryland, where our government
has been administered, so far as its finan-
ces are concerned, admirably, be-
cause a cry of Reform was raised and
charges of slight improprieties were made,
our party cam jvery near meeting with a
defeat.

It will be seen from the above that
Maryland has great cause for congratula-
tion on the low rate of taxation which has
prevailed during the domination of the
Democratic party—there being but three
States with a lower rate than ours, whilst
in twenty it is greatly exceeded.
