He had faults of course, but in his long
politcal career, when peculation, stealing
and jobbery was going on all around him,
he never was accused of having participa-
ted. Yes, once, only. He was slightly
implicated in the Credit Mobilier swin-
dle. That arch-tempter, Oakes Ames, in-
duced Mr. Wilson to invest.a few thou-
sands, which he did in the name of his
wife, but as soon as he heard a suspicion
of jobbery about it he sold out at ence,
and he died a poor man, owning nothing
but what he had saved from his salaries,
which he was able to do by his frugality,
for he was simple in his habits and tastes.

We cannot say that the country has sus-
tained much loss by his death, but believe
it will turn out to be a great disaster to
the Republican party, of which he was
one of the founders. His speeches and
letters during the past year did more than
anything else to check the career of the
Administration leaders, and bring back
into that party the Liberals whe had left
jt. If it should turn out, that in conse-
quence of his death, that conservative pol-
icy should be abandoned, thereby entail-
ing defeat on that party next year, then
he will have served his country even in
dying, as no doubt he tried to do, after
his manner, when living.

Congress.

On Monday week the first session of the
forty-fourth Congress will meet, and we
wish we could feel as comfortable over the
fact as we would like to, but we are sorry
that we dre not without forebodings as to
the action of the House with its large
Democratic majority, for upon its wisdom
or folly depends the fate of our party for
certainly the next four years.

The result of the recent elections shows
beyond any sort of doubt that there isa
great uneasiness among the people on the
subject of the finances. The foolish action
of the Democracy of Ohio and Pennsylva-
nia, in running wild after the false gods
of inflation and rag-money, reacted with
fearful effect on the hard-money people of
New York; and that State which ought
to have been carried by a majority of at
least 75,000 was only saved by about 18-
000. This fulling off from Tilden's ma-
jority of 50,000 of last year must be to a
very great extent ascribed to the financial
question. The people there thought and
said if the Democracy of the great States
of Ohio and Pennsylvgnia are for inflation,
what certainty is there that with the as-
sistance of the Southern Statés, fnflation
will not be successfully engrafted on the
next National platform of that party ? Fear
of that folly cost the party many thousand
votes. Whether or not this question can,
or shall, be brought into our National Con-
vention rests with the present House of
Representatives. A wise policy would
dictate the settlement of the financial
question this winter by that body of which
our party has such a large majority. It
would thus remove the question out of
the next Convention, and Ohio, Pennsyl-
vania and New York would not have this
irritating question to contend over. The
whole party then would be without cause
of disagreement and could rally its hosts
under the cry of Administrative Reform.
Grant, of course, in his message is going
to advocate a return to specie payments,
and the Democratic majority must meet
his suggestions, by promptly maturing
and passing a decided measure looking to
that end, and then lct the Republican Sen-
ate, it it dare, defeat it. But the measure
mustoriginate with the Democratic House,
| otherwise the Republicans themselves, the
'authors of inflation and rag-money, will
assume as they did in Ohio and Pensylva-
nia the merit of being hard-money advo-
cates. If the question is not settled this
winter we fear that it will be difficult to
nominate a candidate who can carry both
Ohio and New York.
