ble that this subject should now be freely 1
and fairly discussed among tts. It is pre- (
sumed that the legislature will be, here-

therefore, that the proposed changs, which ,
has such a direct bearing upon ot.r mater- i
ial interests, should now be thoroughly |
examined in all its bearings. With this
view we shall endeavor to keep pace with 1
the discussion of the subject, and keep
our readers duly advised of the various
arguments which shall be adduced on

& O. K. R. Co’s so-called “free inspection"
warehouses at Locust Point. In support
of this point of the letier it may be said
that this same consul at Bremen has since

, communicated grave comp'aints against
t the New York system of private inspec-
tions, which be repre ents as exceedingly
unsatisfactory, and says that the Bremen
dealers have expressed their determination

not to buy in New York, if they can get
the tobacco they want in any other port
(Ba timore not excepted ) So that it ap-
pears that it is not the imperfections of
the S'ate inspection alone that is objected
to by these German dealers, but that the

very system which is proposed to be sub-

But they cannot always be sure
about this margin. If they pive 100 much, in
their competition to get tobacco, their employ-

ers may blame and perhaps discharge them
Therefore, it is their interest to pick the sam-
ples sent to Europe and make them appear to

the best advantage. If they are blamed, they
can point to the samples and sav, ‘'here i.-

what I bought by; the samples are worth more

than the money I paid; it is not my fault; tht

inspector cheated us.”
I say that a buyer can do this, w hen he it

doubtful about the margin; and ifsome ot then
do sometimes do it, why, it only shows lha
‘‘the best of men are men at best.” There wa?

one rogue found even among the twelve apos-
tles.

Gov. Hamilton can easily bring this mallei

to satisfactory test. Let him go to one of lb
warehouses, and there biid self inspect a lot o.
badly stripped Maryland tobacco—tobacco
where good and bad leaves are mixed together:
let him take care that it be fairly, justly and
righteously sampled; then let the samples go

into the hands of an expert to be picked and

manipulated preparatory to sending it to Bre-
men. After it has pone through this process,
the Governor won't know the samples he him-
self drew.

And when the Bremen merchant writes back
that the Governor cheated him in the inspec-
tion, and demands of his Excellency the differ-
ence in value between the picked samples and

the tobacco they represent, he will begin to
understand one of th causes of so much com-

plaint against the inspectors.
That an inspector cannot justly bn held re-

sponsible for tne accuracy of his samples, it
they are picked and manipulated after they
pass from his hands, 1 think all men will agree

IfGov. Hamilton can desise w ays and means

of pultinp a stop to this practice of picking
samples, he w ill do much towards establishing
a. i. ¦ .nil —¦¦¦¦

and more satisfactory basis, and relive the

inspectors of the necessity of bearing othei
people's sins. But yon will observe that thi
changing of public inspection for private inspec-
tion would not at all remedy the evil. Tbe
samples drawn by a private inspector could aad
would be picked as readily as ifdrawn by a
public inspector. The private inspector would
be driven to selecting to worst bundles he could

find as samples, in self defence.

Another great cause ofeml>arrsssiuent to the
inspectors and of complaints from Europe- i?
that many of the small tobacco growers of
Maryland, people who do not make more than
one hoeshead, from necessity, pack it. bright

and dull, long and short, seconds and tail-ends,

all in one hogshead. Now eeitber a public
inspector, nor a private inspector. norGov
Hamilton or any other living roan can sample
such a hogshead with certainty. AIIthat an in-
spector can do,is to guess at it. It be guesses too

low and undcrsamplcs, the buyer pockets hts
gains and says nothing about it. If be guesses
too high and over sail pies, the 1 uyer comes

back on him with a reclamation It ha under-

samples nine hogsheads to the extent of tweaM

dollars each, and over samples one hogsheads to

the extent often do l.irs, the buyer may demand
of him ten dollars and say n-'thing about the

other nine hogsheads.
The only remedy that 1 can see 'or this state

of things is (not to confiscate the tobacco as
was proposed some years ago bull to require
the inspector to stay all hogsheads so m xe
that he cannot sample them with certainty
Let the tobacco be shaken out and carefully
assorted ; the number of pounds ot each kind
or quality of toliacco ascertained and noted-

then let it all be repacked back into the cask
The buyer would then know exactly what to-
wns buying and the inspeitor would be re ieved

of the task of doing an impoesibi ity. As the
owner would, 1 believe, always get more for
his hogshead when i’s contents was certainly
known, he would h# a gainer and not a ler

by tbe operation. But 1 have dwelt upon this
branch of the subject in previous letters.

I think the advantage* accruing to the plan-
ters from our present system of inajwction and

storage is not generally understood in other
sections of the Stale. Byway of illustration 1

will cite a case : Some three y ears ago I packed
six hogsheads of very inferior tobacca—lobac'-o
not worth at the time more than $2 per hun-

dred. I ordered it to be stored aw ay and held
for a rise ia the market ; 1 held it for three

years. Last August my agent sold it for s•'
and $7 per buadrrd. Now if I hd held this,
tobacco in New York, under their system. I;
should have paid 40 cents per month storage

on each hogshead. IfI had held it in Cincin-
nati, I should hare pwid 50 cents per month ,
IfLouisville, fifty cent* j-er month; if in New
Orleans, twenty-five cents per month. Butin
the public warehouse in Baltimore, belonging
to theplanlers, I could bold it at but little cost I
Can you wonder that we are not willing to

forego the** advantages and to have the Hew
York or Cincinnati system forced upon us ’

The people interested in the private ware-

houses at Locust Point and Canton arc mov-
ing heaven and earth to break up th Slate
system nf inspection, and to have tbe public |
warehouses sold. Why? Because so long as
the State warehouses store tobacco gratia, they

are forced to store it gratis also. Old ghylock
said that Antonio, the Merchant, by lending nut

money gratis, had hindrered him (Shylock)l
from making half million,and he hated him.

The owners of tbe private warehouses at

Locust Point and Canton can say, aa well, that
the Stale warehouses by storing tobacco gratis
have hindered them from making half a mil-
lien also : and they hale it. if cur present
system of inspection andstronge n maintained,
these people will never make any money ; if it

is broken up they will make their Haifa million

and it will come out of the pockets of the plan-
ters.

To show you how much cheaper tobacco it
handled in Baltimore than in any of the other
great tobacco marts. In have hut further to

quote from papers before roe. I New York the
cost of inspection (what we would call the out- ¦
age) is $3 per hogshead. The charge for
storage is. as 1 have said, forty cents per month,
except the first month, which is free. W e thus
find that the cost of inspecing and storeing a
hogshead of tobacco in New York for one year

is $7,40 while In Baltimore it is just $2 00.
The cost of inspecting a hogshead of tobacco !

in Cincinnati varies front $5 to $4. The
charge for storage is fifty rents per month ;

three months being allowed free to the planters
hot the buyer only seven days. We thus find
the cost of inspecting and storing a hogshead
of tobacco in Cincinnati for on* year is $lO to
sl2, while in Baltimore it is only $2.

I take these figures from reports made to a

committee of the Maryland Grange, appointed
to investigate the working of the system of free
inspection in other Stales. They have been
published before, tut never successfully con-

tradicted.
When tobacco inspection brings tbeStale into-

debt, the other sections of the Slats have a
right to complain. This is very true. But I
doabt if even then Western Maryland should
complain. We have been taxed for forty years

for building works of internal improrement to
develop her resources. No! Western Mary-
land, for very shame, should not begrudge help
to other sections of the State.

But tobacco inspection never brought the
State into debt until tbe corruptions produced
by the war bad pervaded all things and all
places. And it has been said further that it
never brought the Stale into debt exespt when
our Governors were themselves corrupt mn,
or weak and inefficient. The Governor ap-
points the inspector ; he can remove him , he
holds ths administration of the warehouses in
the hollow of his hands. When a OovernoiM
proclaims that the inspectors whom he has ap-
pointed and reappointsd are dishonest or inef-

ficiant, he proclaims his own weakness or inef-
ficiency, and that he has not done his duty.

When Governor Hamilton says to his ap-
pointees, that he expects them to conduct their
bouses on business principles, and if they
bring the State into debt, he will regard it as
proof of their u> fitness and remove them, you
may bet your best hogshead of tobacco that
the State is then in no danger of being brought
into debt.

I shall perhaps be told that there are many
Democrats in lower Maryland who are in favor
of the abolition of the present syslc m of tobacco
inspection. Itwould be more correct to say
that there are many disappointed officehu,iters
in lower Maryland, who having been disap-
pointed in getting office for themselves or
friends are now crying out for the destruction
of all offices which have been denied to them.
Tbe situation reminds me some what of the judg-
menlof Solomon. When the two woman were
contending before Solomon for possession of
the child, one of them said, if it was not given
to her she wanted it destroyed. There was a
good deal of humanaature in that woman. I
think she is tbe first sorehead mentioned in his-
tory. Ifall the Democratic soreheads of the
present day who wish to distroy every thing
they can’t gel themselves, are descended Irom i

from British Columbia to the Southern

part of Cal fornia. A number of towns
have been submerged, ami many miles of

railroads have been carried away by the
floods.
