' Judge, lie held at all timet and under all dr- |
I cumstances the scales of Justice with an impar- ¦
. tialhand. A purer, more painstaking conscirnt-

iou* Judge never adorned or graced tbe Bench (
1 ofAmerican justice.-—While strong and firm iu ,

! hit views of tbe law, ba was always ready to

listen to and patiently weigh tbe suggestions 1
and arguments of counsel. He possessed in aa

eminent degree the happy faculty of dissecting <
and analyzing a case and making that which |
seemed at first all mist and darkness i a dear al- ,
most as a sun beam. |

I bad great confidence in bis decisions sad |
when I bad fairly presented my case I was al- ¦
ways ready to acquiesce in liia rulings though
often of course adverse to me.

1 have been engaged in the trial of cases be- *
fore bim since he was first called to preside i
over tbe Court of this Circuit and I recall but t
one instance ia which 1 excepted to his rulings
and carried tbe case to the appellate Court, t
where bis decision was sustained. (

There was one trait in tbe character of the j
late Chief Justice that could not fail to impreaa .
all that were observant of his public career. It 1
was bis untiring, his unflagging devotion to 1
duty. Often have I seen him presiding over c
this court when be should have sought rest r
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Tobacco Inspection.

The observations which the Times has

heretofore made upon the subject of to-

bacco inspection may be reduced to the
following syllogism : Some system ot re-

liable, authoritative and impartial inter-
vention between the producer and manu-
facturer of tobacco, for the purpose of in-
spection and sampling, is rendered neces-
sary by the peculiar nature ot the product;
the duly appointed, sworn and bonded
agent of the State affords the most relia-
ble, authoritative and impartial interven-
tion for this purpose ; therefore, the true
interests of the producers of tobacco de-
mand a continuance of seme system of in-

spection by the State.
Our neighbor, the Independent , under-

takes to controvert this argument. After
admitting that our conclusion is correctly
drawn, and tacitly conceding that the

minor premise is correct it selects as the

most favorable point of its augumentative
attack our major premise and devotes
a whole column of its peculiar style of ar-
gument to a bold endeavor to prove that

no system of intermediary inspection at
all is necessary. In doing this, our con-

temporary has gone a step farther than

kMiv one else who has engaged in a public
of this question, as far as we

for, as we said on a previous
occasion, all those who have heretofore

written publicly in opposition to the State
system of inspection have conceded the
necessity of some intermediary inspection
of this product. Ifour valued contempo-

rary could only prove what it set about

with so much flourish and apparent confi-
dence, it would certainly relieve the ques-
tion of all further embarrassment, and our

unbounded admiration of the profound
genius of its able editor would be marred
by noly one regret —that our State had not
possessed a genius like himself at an ear-
lier period in her history before the to-
bacco planters had been taxed with such

a large sum of money to make permanent

provision for such inspection.
To our obtuse undeistanding, however,

its whole column of comments prove, we
regret to say, nothing. It says that the

same and perhaps greater necessity for in-
spection exists in the case of “corn, wheat
flour, hay or almost anything else sold in

bulk.’’ Does not every man of any prac-
tical sense at'all knew that corn and wheat
are not sent to market and sold in bulk T
These products arc always open to the in-

spection of the buyer, and if either the
qnality or condition do not suit him, he
does not purchase. The case of hay in

bales docs approximate somewhat nearer
to that of tobacco, but it is by no means
a parallel one. In alluding to this com-
modity our neighbor proves “the absur-
dity” of its own “contention” by the ad-

mission that “we have been cheated by
just such false packing.” We were also

“cheated by just such false packing” once
and the result is that we never purchase
hay in bales now unless the vendor will

warrant it to be bonesMy packed, which
we find they will generally do. Most ef
those farmers who sell baled bay generally
get their crops on the market through the

agency of some responsible factor or dealer
who is cognizant of their responsibility,
and will undertake to warrant their pack-
ing. The case of hay is, however, by no
means a parallel one, because the pack-
ages are not nearly so valuable, are not
susceptible of such nice shades of differ-

ence in quality and condition, are rarely
transported but a short distance from
where it is produced and never, perhaps,
exported from the country.

Flour was until recently the subject of

State inspection, and since the abolition
ofthe law regulating its inspection is sold
entirely npon the credit of the brands of
the different mills. Obscure mills are

now only enabled to get their flour en the
market at a fair price through the agency
of responsible factors, whom they indem-
nify against the risk of warranting their

flonr. This as we have shown heretofore
the large majority of tobacco growers ow-
ing to their great number and doubtful

responsibility, cannot do, and therefore
the inspection of tobacco ought not, like
that of flour, to be abolished.

With regard to our neighbor's funny
observations about its able editor's pur-
chases of fodder, and beef, and coal, and
horses in which so badly cheated,
wo mnst pass them by as wholly irrlevant
to the subject of discussion, merely quot-
ing for our neighbor's benefit the maxim

ef the law with which its able editor is
no doubt quite familiar : “ tigilanlibvt,non
dormientibut, tuccurunt jura."

Row we come to the hogshead of sugar,
which we selected as an example, because
we thought it approximated more nearly
to that of tobacco than any other commo-
dity, and which onr neighbor thinks is
an unfortunate selection because it illus-
tratet, “the absurdity of the contention.”
Our neighbor tells us with interesting de-

tail of the manner in which sugar is made;
will be not also inform ns if the sugar
plantations in Louisiana and (he portions
of the adjoining States where that pro-
duct is made, are not very extensive, and

their owners, as a rule, men of wealth and
responsibility. Onr reading concerning
the growth of Sugar in those States has
led lo that conclusion. This being so it
would be an easy matter for their factors
in New Orleans to warrant the quality of

the contents of the casks and assume the

responsibility, and thus get this product
on the market without intermediary in-
spection. We know that in commerce
this product is sold by samples exhibited

by the vender as representing the con-
tents of the cask, and that in law the ven-
dor is liable for any non correspondence
between the samples and bulks; this be-

ing so, it is reasonable to assume that the

liability over extends back in regular suc-

cession to the responsible producer him-
self.

As we have said before, the producers
of tobacco, taken as a classs, lack tbs
known responsibility necessary to get
their product on the market, and there-

fore some reliable intermediary inspection
in the case of tobacco is necessary. But
aside from that, sugar does not furnish a

paral’el, as a commodity, to tobacco, be-

j memory.
We tender to liis stricken children otir

Hit
many virtue* and conspicuous ability are so
deeply impressed upon the people of this county,
that to undertake to remind them by any words

mourn, and an injustice to them.

ing place and sadly witnessed those evidences
1 ot filial affection and deep anguish of his chil-

known; where his life of uselulmss had been

On all occasions he was ever ready and wil-

It is scarcely necessary in this presence

to speak of bis distinguished public ser
vices: for they are known to all within
the sound of my voice, and have terimr
a part of the history ofour State. Hs was
not one of those whu hid bis light under
a bushel, but he believed, and a. ted u|k>d
the belief. >hst the talents givse by the
Great Master were given in trust, to l>e
used for the lieneflt of Ids fsl ew men. The
Ueperts of the Court ifAppeals will trans-

mit to remote geoera'ions the evidences of
his untiring industry, bis deep research,
his profound learning, his remarkable
powers ot analysis, his breadth of intellect
and hifflova*of justice. These who htvs
read his written, or heard his oral deci-
• iops, have lieen impreaaed, not only by
these characteristics, but by the chaste and

forcible language in bieh he always ex-

pressed bis well considetrd opinions and
vigorous thoughts. Making no pretensien 1
to oratory, in the vulgar acceptation ef
that term, hia remark* always carried tim- i
riftion, which is in rea'ity the aim and ob-
ject of al| true oratory. Hia knowledge of i
oar mother tongue was to exact, and hia
command of language an thorough, that I
have never listened to anyone who pota.s-
aed, in a greater degree, th# rare faculty of
always using the right word in ths right
place. '1 bis faculty enabled him to make
his meaning clear to the du lest intellect,
and, coupled with the eloquence which is
always born of earnestness, caused his ut-
terances to be listened to with rspt atten-
tion by everyone—even the most unlearn-
ed —who came within these walls.

But eminent as your decesssd bro’her
was. Mr. Chairman, as a lawyer—accurate,
learned and profound as he proved him-
self to be as a Judge, he was something,
ia my opinion, far nobler and better ; be
was a pure, brave, upright citizen, and an

honorable Christian gentleman.
There Is a Irtle flower which grews

upon the most inaccessible crags of the
loftiest Alps, to gather which tha Swiss
mountaineer will encounter any risk and
ehdure any latigue; in his search fer the
“Eclelweia”—-the “Honor-white’’ (for
thus, in the poetic tongue of that land ot
mountain and lake, this “alar of sarth” is
called,) no exertion wearies him, ne dan-
ger appalls; for he believes that once

plucked and placed upon the breast, no

impure thoughts, no unholy desires, no
corrupting ambitivns, no cowardly truck-
ling to soeptered wrong; no fear ofoonse,
quences when duty and honor point the
way, will ever find a resting place be-
neath its petals And when the Swiss
peasant wishes to describe tbe character
of some dead comrade, who wa'ked hum-
bly with his God. and glorified humanity
by his life and conduct, he will tell you
be was the wearer of the Edelweis. Ido
not kmw how I can better express my es-
timate of the character ofour honored and j
lamented friend than to say he aluayi
wore the Edelweia.

But Icannot truat myself to speak fur-
ther. He has passed from this world of
toil and suffering, as we hope and be- J
lieve, “to where beyond these voices there I
is peace;” aad the universal expression of
sorrow with which the tidings of his
death were received, is the grandest
monument that could be reared to his,-
