He waa at

i once driven to the Winter Palace, where,

after every exertion by the medical men
i te revive him, he expired at half past four

o’clock tbe same afternoon. Two young
, men, one named RuesakofT, the name *1

l tbe other net given, charged with throw-
ing tbe murderous mi.-sites, have been ar-

retted. Rusoakoff, who threw tbe firat
bomb, has been a student at tbe mining
academy for two years past. He baa been

i for some time suspected by the police
1 with criminal intentions toward the Czar,

and has been under their surveillance.

A great gloom ia reported as exit ing
among the Russian people, and dispatches
ot condolence have been received frem the

different nations.
Secretary Blaine sent a dispatch ex-

pressing the condolence ef the American
people. It is not probab'e that this dse-

parate set wi'l increase the spirit of toler-
ation, either among the Russians or o'her

, nations, for the Nihilists.
Alexander Alexdrovitch Las succeeded

bin father at Autocrat of all the Russia*,
’ with tbe title of Alexaader 111. The new
Cstr is liberal in his sentiments, sad it ia

claimed that he will introduce such re-
jform* in the government as the constrvs-
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The Reorgnnikation of the Senate.

The reorganization of the Senate and
and the appointment ef the committees
for the new Senate has been the all ab-
sorbing and quite an exciting topic at the

Capitol during the past week. As thie
matter involves a good deal of patronage,
as well as considerable influence in the

legislation of that body, it is one of no in-

ferior importance. The Democra'sc cau-
cus determined to proceed to the reorgan-
ization ot the Senate without further de-

lay. This wfi opposed by the Republi-
cans, who contended that so soon as the
present vacancies on the Republican aide,

caused by the death of Senator Carpenter,
and the resignations of the Senators whe
have entered the Cabinet, are fil ed, it

willbe in the pewer of the Republicans
to organize the Senate. Some doubts

have been entertained as to the positions
of Senator David Davis, of Illinois and

Mr. Mahone, of Virginia. Senator Davis
dispelled all doubt as to his posi-
tion on Friday last, when the

resolutions for the reorganization ef
the Senate was cal led np for considera-
tion. In a speech made on that occasion,

he reviewed the fact of hie having been,
unexpectedly and without any solicitation
on his part, elected to. the Senate by a
combination between the Democratic and
Independent members of the Legislature.
He said that htf had once been identified
with the Republican party, but the ex*

treme measures resorted te by that party
after the war, drove tans ofthousands into

the liberal movement of 1872, among thsm
himself in company with Charles F. Ad-
ams, Horace Qreely, Carl Schurz, Stanly
Matthews, Lyman Trumbnll and others

Mr. Davis said that be bed never meted
distinctively with the Democratic party,
and probable should never do so; bat nn

honorable recognition of the trust gener-

ally confided to hie keeping by Demo-

cratic voters in 1877, required him to sus-

tain tbs existing organization of the Sen-

ate which he should do.
The reselntion was again called op in

the Senate on Monday, and gave rise to a

most exciting scene and extravagant de-

bate. Ftom what transpired on that day,
there seems to be little room to doubt that

Mahone will prove traitor to bis

State and bis people, end ally himself with

the Republicans. Should this be so, the
Republicans wiU organize the Senate.
We never have expected anything better

of Mahone, for it must be admitted that a
man who is elected to the Senate npoa the

distinct profession of dishonoring bit

State by the repudiation of her honest ob-

ligations, conld hardly be expected to be
over conscientious in preserving her heaer

in any other respect. The following ac-
count of the extraordinary proceedings in

the Senate on Monday, which we take from

the Baltimore Sun'i Washington corres-

pondence, will be read with interest :

When the Senate met net oalv wi every
inch of available apace in the galleria* occupied,
but the floor waa also crowded to excess.

Every Senator was in "his seat, and Gen. Ma-
hone, who was among the last to come in,
was the centre ef sheer vet ien. Messers. Mc-
DiU and Cameron were sworn in to fill the
vacancies tram lowa aad Wisconsin, ahd the
ball was then opened. Mr. Pendleton, who
as chairman ef the democratic caocas. had
charge ef the resolution providing for the ap-
point meat ofjbe standing committee, called it
up. He spoke at some length, defending the
action of the democrats in moving fn organise
the Senate, shoeing that they wervacting in
accordance with all the precedents, aad how
every overture they had made to the republi-
cans lor any fair satisfactory arrangement had
been rejected. Senator Bayard and others made
some remarks, aad it waa mb that the repub-
licans intended ta nae all parliamentary tactics
to stave off a vote natil all thsir vacant seats
were filled, or until the democrats would agree
to withhold votes equal ia number to the
vacant seats. In pursuance of the dilatory
tactics resolved upon, Mr. AUieo* made a

metion to go into executive session. On this
the yeas and nays were called, and ofcoarse
the great anxiety was to hear Gen. Mabone’s
response. Me voted yea in n very distinct
tone, thus formally casting in bis lot with the

republicans. Bis response was received with
loud applause from the republican sympathizers
with which the floor sad the galleries were
packed. The motion to go into executive ces-
sion was lost by two votes. After a brief pan*
Senator Cenkltng arose, aad in the disingenu-
ous manner be so well knows haw te assume he
endeavored to convict the democrats of at-
tempting to taka an unfair advantage in seek-
ing to organize the Senate while republican
seats were still unfilled. Of course Mr. Conk-
ling could hot forget how many times in the
last fifteen yean be and his party amociates
have siezed ruthlessly on every opportnaily
given by death pr any other cause which coaid
be turned to theif party advantage. Ben Hill
followed Mr. Conkling, aad, ta he generally
does, struck out right mod left. Without
naming any one, be commented vigorously on
the conduct of any one who, elected by demo-
crats, should give bis vole to the tm-mies cf
that party, and he characterized such action as
treachery to thaStataand party. His allusions,
while informal; - cenM hot bv mistaken ae in-
tended to apply to Gen. Mahone, and they
were so severe as to bring out that gentlemaa
in reply. He left his seat on the rear row ot
the republican tide aad walked orer to the
area ia front of the Yice-Preeideut, and in full
view of the entire great concourse which filled
the chamber. In vehement alyls be addreased
himself directly to Hr. H|ll. He proclaimed
himself a better democrat than Mr. Hill ever
had deen, announced himself as responsible
only to his own people .for his action, and
indulged to a cornddeabla extent in the gen-
eralities which have for so long been the chief
s’oek in trade of republican orators shorn
Bourbon democracy, free ballots, fair counts.
&c. Gen. Mabome was exceedingly aggressive
in demeanor and language, and there conld be
no donbt that be wee willing and ready to
defend himself against all comers, and return
blow for blow with interest. Bis style is very
peculiar, and of a character which has not
been much known in the Senate. His
gestures were frequent and very pronounced.
With both fists clinched he pounded the air
almost incessantly, varying this, now and then
by pointing bis long bony finger at Mr. Hill
in a denunciatory and threatening manner.
He would crouch almost double end then tn 1-
dently spring up erect, and with bis head high
in the air, pour oat his defiance upon any and
all wl o might assume to criticise, n his
excitmeot be would walk bad and forth for a
space of a dosen feet, speaking all the time
rapidly andcontinnonsfy. When Gen. Mabi m
concluded be walked back to his republican
seat. Amid Ibe apfrtsnee wbieh again broke
forth from the galleries he vat surrounded by
the republican Senators, who testified in the
most extravagant demonstrations their joy over
the naw recruit who bad come into their camp.
Senator Conkling in his grand way said:
“Allowme to congratulate yon. I here never
bad the pleasure ef meeting yen before, er
shaking hands wnth you. Yon skinned that
man trom the word go.” Gen. Logan said,
“Yon have coveredyeureelf with more glory
end fame in the short time yon have been here
than any other Senator on the floor.” Oen.
Mahone beamed all ever, hnd did not seem tn
notice that the democrats all remained in their
srats, looking at the oeene with curious bat
with dignified silence. Ifr. Mahone presently
turned around to Gen. Gorham, who common
