Judge Magruder filed in the Courtef
Appes's of Thursday his maiden opinien
in the case of Maria Walter, assingee of E.
T. H. Walter, vs. The Second National
Bank of Baltimere. The motion to dis-
miss the appeal is based upon two grounds,
