They contend

( for a reduction of the present system to a

i non-entity, without previeliug, or appar-

ently giving themselves any concern for,

any efficient substitute. We think that

i tho influence of these ‘,Nihilists” upon

this question should be carefully guarded
•gainst.

The next point taken by the cerrcspon-
dent we have quoted is that “there should
be no compulsion in the matter of iuspec-
tiene. k

’ Itwill be seen frem the synopsis
of the law we publish, that it wa* pro-

posed by the bill before the last Legisla-
ture to so modify the compulsory feature

of the laws as to allow planters to send

their tobacco anytfhere outside of the State ,

for sale without inspection, thus allowing
them to avail themselves of the inspections
of any other State or send it directly to ,
Europe without inspection, if the grower

considered himself sufficiently well known

to warrant such a course. It will be ob-

served that this bill conceded tb* very

point which Mr. Turner is now contend
ing for in the pending litigation. It cer-

tainly seems to us that such a modifica-

tion of the compulsory feature of the in-
spection laws ought to be satisfactory to
all. The advantages and efficiency of

State inspections being conceded, (and
they have never been successful y contro-
verted), it must follow that all arguments
against the compulsory fea’ure which has
always characterized State inspection laws

are mere sentiment*lities. As we have
heretofore stated, however, i: is die opin-
ion of those familiar with the trade, that

the who'e compulsory feature may now be
dispensed with, without detr ment to the
system. Others contend tlia*. such a change
would cripple the system, and enable the
tobacco trade to effect combinations a-
gainst the State inspections that might
ultiiuate'y overthrow the system What

ever difference of opinion may exist as to
the prsc ical results of tt.ch a change, it
may not be amiss, in deference to a senti-

ment which has been created, even to

seme slight extent, apparently, among the
planters themselves, to try the experiment
of dispensing entirely with the compul-
sory feature.

We hope and believe that the sugge#

tions contained in the letter we publish,
are such as nil, who are interested in the
growth of tobacco may harmonize upon,
and thus continue to the obacco growers,

unimpaired, the protection afforded by
State inspections of this product.

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Tobacco Inspection.

Itwas never iatemled that the system

of tobacco inspection should be a charge
upon the State treasury, neither was it
any part of the purpoae of those who or-
iginated the present system that the State

should derive any revenue from this
tource. The same princip'es of public
justice that render it improper that the
inspection of this product, which is grown
in only a small portion of the State,
should be a charge upon the people of the

whole State, operate also to preclude the
State from deriving any revenue Irom this
source.

* la addition to this, the State it
prohibited by the Constitution of the Uni-
ted States from deriving any revenue from
her inspection laws.

The following extract from the report
of the Committee of Ways and Means, of
the House of Delegates, made to the
House by Gen. John G. Chapman, of this

county, the Chairman of the committee, in

the year 1827, (the first session after the
purchase of the warehouses,) famishes sat-

isfactory evidence of the intention of those

who originated the system. In its report

to the House ef Delegates, made Febru-
ary 13, 1827, the committee spoke upon
the tobacco inspection questien as fol-

lows:
“The purchase of the tobacco inspection

warehouses is a heavy chaige, and bears

immediately upon those who grow the

article. As aeon as the amount of reve-
mie derived frem this source shall be suf-
ficient to extinguish the debt contracted
by the purchase of those houses, we think

the tax should be repealed, leaving a suf-

ficient sum to be paid in the form of out-

age to defray the incidental expenses of

inspection.
“The ceramitte; use no argument in

support of the positien that the State can-
not of right impose a tax, for the benefit

of all, which will be partial in its opera-
tion. The tax upon tobacco is of this na-

ture. It might likewise be untimely to

urge constitutional objections to a tax
upon exports, to greater amount than

is sufficient to defray the expanses of in-
spection. These questions might he out of
the reach of inquiries at this time, but will

hereafter arise,when the State shall have paid

fer her war erpensee from the avails ofher

inspection laws; and we doubt not that (he

propriety of modelling (he inspection laws to
make the proceeds only sufficient to defray
the expenses, willreadily suggest itself to some

future legislature.''
Tbs bettor opinion is that the State has

now baen very nearly, ifant fully, re-paid
the ezpenditnrs lor the purchase of ibe
warehouses. Although by the report of
the Comptroller, made to the Legislature
in 1873, it appeared that the Tobacco

Fund was, at that time, ostensibly still

indebted to ths State to the amount of
$61,168,04 ; yet when we take into consid-
eration the receipts from the wharves,
which constitute part of the warehouse

property, which have been since 1853,

through neglect, diverted from the To-
bacco Fund and paid directly into the
State treasury, it is thought that the in-

debtedhess ‘is almos*, if not quite, can-
celed.

The thus for ths remodeling spoken of

by the committee of 1827, has, therefore,

new arrived, and it will devolve upon the
next legislature to take the proper steps

to make the inspection system strictly
self-supporting, and to see tint only such
amount is levied upon the tobacco in-

spected as is absolutely necessary far the
economical conduct of the system. Effi-

cient measures should also be adopted to

remove every reasonable doubt as to the
reliability of the Slate inspections. The

certificate of the sovereign State of Mary-
land ought to be the highest possible guar-
antee to ths commercial world that the

commodities bearing her brands have been
honestly placed upon the market.

The Legislature should thoroughly
examine into the numerous com-
plaints that have of lets reached us
from abroad, ascertain to what extent they
are well graunded and bona fide, and adopt

prompt measures to remove the causes
that lesd to them. The iaspectors should
be required to exercise greater vigilance
in detecting the false modes of packing
sometimes resorted to, and stringent mesa
ures should be adopted to prevent all tam-
pering with the samples after they Ire
drawn.

The attention of the last Legislature
was directed to the propriety of making
some essential modifications in the system,

chief among which was the yislding by
the State of the management of the de-

tails of the warehouse property to private
parties. This will doubtless be brought to

the attention of the next Legis’aturc, for

their wise and considerate action. It is

said that such a modification weuld tend

to remove the political influences that art

now said to control the subordinate ap-

pointments to the warehouse*, and there-

by greatly promots its economy and in-

crease its efficiency. We reprint to-day
in another column a letter which was

published in ths Baltimere Sun of Janu-

ary 28th last, which is understood tc have
been written by a citizen of St. Mary's
county. This letter contains some intelli-

gent suggestions as to modifications in

the system. It admits tbs necessity of

fhe inspectors being appointed by the

State, (the alternative suggested of ap-

pointment by a private cerporate bedy,
we do not think will be regarded as fea-

sible,) but insists on the details of the

warehouse mansngemsnt being intrusted
to private individuals. We do not see

that any valid objection can be urged

against such a modification. It is cer-

tainly desirable that every branch of Gov-
ernment civil service should be removed

as far as possible from partisan influences.
We doubt net that such a change weuld

cause the system to be operated upon bet-
ter business principles, and weuld thereby
promote its economy and lessen the charge

upon the planter, while still securing to

him the advantage* of State inspection.
Therefore, we favor such a change.

Wa allb publish to-day a synapsis of
ths inspection law introduced into the

last Legislature by Mr. Robert* of Prince;
George’s, which was generally supported j

(which defends the party managemeat).
The Mail, in its last issue, makes a violent
and bitter assault upon the party man-

agement, in which it condemns the oyster
navy as a mere political machine, renews

the old chargee about the managemeat of
the Chesapeake A Ohio Canal, and makes

a mub sweeping, and we think in-

considerate an 1 unsubstantiable, charges
against th# financial management of the
State. It was certainly to have been

hoped that, after the management of the

canal had beea completely vindicated by

a Republican court, after an exhaus ive in-
vestigation, that these charges would not

again be revived, and the very fact of
their renewal under the circumstance#

will certainly tend to discredit in the
minds of judicious readers the whole
showing made by the Mail. We shall,

however, look with interest for the rejoin-
der of the Republican. While it is very
proper that the management of our pub-
lic affairs should be freely and temper-

ately discussed by the press, tor the infor-

mation of the people, sny violent and *c-

rimonious discussion of such subjects at
this time cannot but be regazded as inop-

, portuue and ill advised. As an humble,

but sincere Democrat, who has no pet

sonal aims to accomplish, and no factious
interests tn subserve, we earnestly hope
that all internal disputes wi'l be amicably
settled in the 'egitimate councils of the
party, and the great danger to the pubic
interest, which a different course would,
in our judgement, involve, be averted.

such managing control, whvr ver attempted,
clearly evidence bs inadvisability. The|rc-
tical result has been aad always will lie tbe
employment of unnecessary force, the filling
efall positions by selections not made from

considerations of fitness but on the basis of
division of spoils, and the necessary result fol-
lows of wagte fulnesi, extravagance, and utter
neglect of business principles in control. Hat-
isfaction can never be given on this question
until the detail of management is yielded by
the State into the hands of private parlies.
Laws should of course be enacted relative to

the management for the protection of both
buyer and seller, and it might be well to have
tlie inspector or inspectors appointed hy tbe
Stale or by some corporate body representing
all interests involved, but the detail* of man-
agement should be lelt to properly bonded and
controlled lessees.

As to th*point of the warehouses being made
to yield a revenue to the State, that I conceive
cannot in justice or in equity be attempted.
