hearing. Capt. Haialip, vha made the t
arrest, charged (hat tba offending boat I
was about two hundred yards within the t
line established by Judge brent iu the I
Itsynor case. The offending cap am ad- C
mitted that ha was at the point charged t
hy Capt. Haislip, but plead that ha was t
wholly ignorant that ha was trespassing <
upon the waters of a tributary. Judge
Boswell entertained some doubts as tetbe

We think undoubt-

edly the line established by the decision

of our Court in a similar case, should be

the control ing one until some other be

established by an adverse decision. We
think Judge Boswell has arrived at this
conclusion, after seeking advice, anil veil

so advise the officers of the police s'oop.
The law of ISSO. very clearly prohibits
the taking of oysters with scoop, dredge
or similar instrument ia any of the waters

of this State, after 'ha 15th of Aprileither

with or without license. The waters of
the Maryland tributaries to the Potomac
are undoubtedly the waters *f this S'ate,

over which she has cxc'usive juisdiction,
and to which the prohibitory force of her

laws extend. This was the exact point
ruled in llayner's case, and 'he Court then,

after an exhaustive investigation, decided
what cens'itutes the boundaries of the

waters ef this creek to which the State’s
exdusivejurisdiction extends. Undoubt-
edly, therefore, any one found dredging
within these boundaries now, should be

convicted of a violation of the oyster law*
of the State. The taking of oysters in the
waters of the Potomac with dredge* after
the loth of April, is also prohibited by
Act of ISBO. but, as the Stale has not *x-

clusive jurisdiction over the waters of the
Potomac, that law is not operative until
the State of Virginia shall approve it, and

enact a similar prohibition These of-
fenders are at best, therefore, when
within in wn.ers of the Potomac,

taking advaa'sge of a legal tech-

nicality to vio ate the laws of the
State, and we think that prompt and rig-
orous measures should be adopted in deal-
ing with them when they intrude upon
our tributary waters.

1880. Iw as solicited to accept the ngei cy, and
was informed by the agent lor the State, Mr.
J*s Serhv, that he bad a written agreement
witli said companc that “no assessment woo'd
be made i,u cur policy holders hrfire Manh ’it
1881, ami then not lo exceed 5 per cent.”
I stated this fact to many policy-holders in
this county, in June or July 1 was notified
hy Mr. Selby that the company bad withdrawn
its agency Irorn the State, therefore I could ac-
cept no mo e applicnticßt During the month of |
August, 1 recived a notice, dated Muncy I
August Ist, advising all stock policy holders
of the Lycoming to “surrender their police* at
once as ifiecompany was in a slate ef virtual
liquidation.” After this it was generally re-j
