Cattle Raising-

Eastern farmers must come, sooner

or later, to [soiling cattle. It is the
only way they can compete with West-
ern dairymen successfully. The cat-
tle must be fed at the barn. The sav-
ing of manure will about pay the ex-
tra labor of feeding the stock. The
cows, ifnot allowed to roam and kept
in the shade, willproduce more milk.
One acre will feed three cows t) one
under the pasturage system. No in-
terior fences will be needed, a saving
of hundreds of dollars every year.—
Under the soiling system a hundred
acre farm can, in time, be made to
support a hundred cews. There is
no doubt abeut that. No fertilizers
will be to buy, and yet fertility willbe
increased through abundant manure
and the farmer’s income will readily
be doubled. First, early ia the spring
feed rye that was sown for the purpose
last Fall; then comes cut grass ; then
oats sown in the Spring; then green
corn, planted in April or May. This
willyield a full supply all the season.
In the Winter, beets, which can be
made to yield 1,500 bushels to the a-
cre, or rutabagas. Having no pas-
ture fields, double the amount of corn
and hay can be grown for feed, and
double the acreage of what may be
sown, yielding grain to sell and straw
for bedding. All the corn is cut up
and fed during the Winter. This is
only an outline; and we know farmers
who are working steadily in this di-
rection, and are proving the truth of
what we say. Hence let no Eastern
farmer grumble at Western competi-
tion while there is such an avenue

open that willsurely lead to succest.

Care of Brood Mares-

a rule except among those who

PPTke it a specialty, enough attention
is not given to feeding brood mares.
The best food is chopped barley, mix-
ed with equal pertions of bran, which
enables her to feed the growing foal
on the very best kind of feed to make
the most bone and muscle. On the
care and treatment of the mare depend
the size and condition of the colt at

birth. We often see farmers working
their brood mares in a heavy team and
treating and feeding them in the lame

manner as they do other horses, up

to within a few days of their foaling.
This is a very unprofitable ceurse to

pursue, to say the least. The dam
should have moderate exercise, but it
should be regular. If she is used in
a team she should not be driven faster

than a walk, or loaded heavy, for in
either case there is danger of injuring
the mare and mining the colt.

Seed Cera.

The importance of good wd is very
generally acknowleged, if not acted
upon by most tanners. The small
quantity of seed required for a crop of
corn should induce more attention to

the situation by the planter himself,
or obtainmeut from some reliable
source of eeed of the most approved
kinds. A paragraph which we find in
an exchange as to the effects ofan ex-

periment with Dent corn, shows, if

the writer is correct, the great differ-
ence in the yield of two lots used for
seed. The corn was obtained from
two parties in different parts ef Mich-
igan. In one case the corn had been
grown ten years or more on the same
farm. In both cases the corn was

much alike. The two lots of corn

were planted in alternate rows in a

plot by itself* The tops of one set of

rows were all cut off, thus securing a
perfect cross on those stalks. Seed
from tbieeross was saved and planted
to compare with corn not so ’crossed.
The yield from the crossed‘seed ex-
ceeded the yield of that not crossed in
the proportion of 153 to 100.

In a recent address on the subject
of corn, Frof. Beal remarked that the
topmost car was best for seed; of two
fields, one planted with seed taken at
random, and the other selected in the
field, the latter yielded as much again
aa the former. Manure and cultiva-
tion may be thrown away on poor seed.
The best time to cultivate corn is be-
fore planting. A shallow cultivation
was recommended. The professor
makes an assertion, however, which it
Will be difficult to accept. He says:
“Twenty-three ears of corn can be
produced from one kernel; by proper
cultivation and the use of the best seed
as high as twenty-five ears.”

Pure milk condensed to one-third
will remain sweet from five to ten days
in warm weather.

Flax is a crop which would follow
a clean cultivated crop of sugar beets
or mangels. It can only be grown to
advantage on well cultivated lands.

Charred corn is one of the best
things which can be fed to hens to
make them lay. Itmust not be fed as
a regular diet, but in limited quanti-
ties each day.

To heavily feed a cow of some milk-
ing capacity is very poor economy.—
Kich food will produce good results
when fed to cows that give large quan-
tities of rich milk.
