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“Justitia” the Governor and the Times

We reprint es’ewhere a communication
published in the Independent of last week.

It is not cu tomary with us to take edito-

rial notice of the correspondence of other

papers, but as this letter is devoted to a

criticism of the portion taken by the

Times upon the political affairs of the

State, and as we have satisfactory evidence

of its authorship and know the author to

be a gentleman whose views are entitled

to respectful consideration, we shall, in
this instance, depart from our usual cus-

tom.
The writer says that the Times has been

“a long while determining within itself

the position it would assume in regard to

Gov. Hamilton’s letter.” This is proof

conclusive that the writer has not been
. reading the Times attentively ; for a full

week before the appearance of the Gov-

ernor’s duly heralded “bombshell,” and

almost every week since, we have betn

expressing our opinion of its impropriety.
But the writer thinks that, because the

Times endorsed and commended the mes-

sage of the Governor, addressed to the

Legislature during its last session, which

“advanced identically the same doctrines
which are presented in his recent letter
and accompanying statistics,” it cannot

•now with any show of consistency refuse,

to endorse his open letter addressed to a

few politicians of Baltimore city. Upon
this point “Justitia” and the Times differ

very widely in opinion. We admit that

we endorsed the Governor's message to

the Legislature of 1880 and thereby every

principle it enunciated. We qualified
what we then said by stating that we were

not sufficiently fami iar with the practical
workings of some of the branches of the

public service commented on by the Gov-
ernor to speak advisedly with regard to
them, and expressed the opinion that some
ofhis proposed measures wero impractica-
ble, but upon the whole we endorsed the

principle that the people had the right to

be governed at the least possible expense.
We still endorse that principle and always
shall. The Times will always be arrayed
on the side of the people that support it>

and will ever battle for the principles of

honest government and against the usur-

pations and machinations of designing

politicians ef whatever school. We must

distinguish however between the endorse-

ment of the message of the Governor of

the State addressed to the Legislature,
then in session, in the discharge of his

constitutional duty v and his arraignment
of his party, addressed to a few politicians

When we gave our endorsement to the

Governor’s message, we believed him to

be sincere in his desire that his party

should carry out its p'atform, and wholly

unselfish in his efforts in that behalf. We
believed, too, that the Legislature would

enact all such of the proposed reforms as

in its aggregate judgment were feasible

and proper. We were willing to lend

whatever influence our journal miuht pos-

sess to secure harmonious action between

and Legislative depart-

in the platform of 1879. j
We are new firm in the belief that, if the

Governor had been sincere and unselfish i
in his desire to lighten the burdens of the ,

people, and would have lost sight of his

individuality sufficiently to have allowed

his Utopian views to be modified by the j
aggregate wisdom of his party’s councils-

that the people would have ne reason to
complaim of the failure of the last Legis-
lature to carry out the party's platform.

Men are so apt when anything |
like political reforms are te be (
effected, to be carried away by the

desire of making themselves heroes in the j
eyes of the people, that frequently their

ambition gets the better ef their judg-
ment, and they themselves contribute to

frustrating the measures they profess to

favor.
While we will not undertake to ques-

tion the Governor's motives, we cannot re-
gard him otherwise than as a very weak

and unpractical reformer, a ud whi'e we
do not desire to retract any portion of

our commendation of his message, we
cannot forbear to say that we regard his

conduct ever since the sending of that
message as unwise, impolitic and un-Dem-

ocratic.
“Justitia” seems to hare difficulty in

determing what is the Democratic party
of che State ofMaryland, and what are its
regular councils. The Democratic parly
ol the State as we understand it consists

of all voters who believe and adhere te

the principles and doctrines of the great
Democratic party of the country, and its
regular councils are determined by the

unmistakable rules of political discipline.
Its highest and supreme council is the duly
called State convention, its regular and

only legitimate local council is the duly
called county convention, and, during the
session of the Legislature, the regular cau-
cuses of the Democrats of the two Houses

that constitute that body are the only le-

gitimate councils of the party, and every

one professing to be a Democrat who re
fuses to ce-operate with these councils
must be set down as a factionist and a

bolter.
“Justitia” thinks that the Timks is se-

riously wrong in supposing that the es-
tablishment of separate headquarters by
the Governor and his friends “in order

more effectually to promote the dissemination

of their views of what constitutes the lest pol-
icy to be pursued by the Democratic party in

the coming campaign ,” is any manifestation

of hostility to the party. Now we know

“Justitia” to be too well informed in the

art of politics te be unacquainted with

the fact that the only policy a party can
pursue during a campaign , is expressed by
the simple words unity and harmony , and

it certainly does not require any separate
headquarters to “promote the dissemina- 1
tion” of a policy so simple as is expressed'
by those words. And we must here ask

oar friend to point us to an instance of

the organization of separate headquarters j
in a political party of a State, that has not
resulted in dire disaster to the party. —

Will he name New York, where the sep-
arate headquarters of Tammany Had work-
ed the ignominous defeat of the Democra-
tic party, not only in that State, but in

the whole country ? Or .will he point us

to Virginia, where the Readjuster head-
quarters has disrupted the whole party o’
that most Democratic ofDemocratic States
and brought the present humiliation upon
the people of that State ?

We hold to the opinion that there is

sufficient of virtue, intel'igence and stam-
ina in the Democraic party of the State
to purge our Government of all the irre-
gularities imposed upon it by the Repub-
lican extravagance of 1864, and this with-

out any crusade or separate headquarters
by “Gov. Hamilton and his friends.”

In conclusion we will say to “Justitia” i
that, whenever he or any other gentleman
in the county, differs from the views ad-

vanced editorially by the Times, and wish-;
es to make any criticisms thereon, that
our calumns will be always open to him

or them for this purpose.

Stanly Mathews Confirmed.

On Thursday las’, Hon. Stanley Math-
ews, of Ohio, was confirmed by the Senate
as associate justice ol the Supreme Court
of ibeUnited States. The confirmation was

effecied by a majority of barely one vote,

and had the Democrats been even y di-
vided ob the question it cou'cl not have
been accomplished. Judge Mathews
therefore, owsltis appointment to Demo-
cratic votes. The meagre majority by
which the confirmation was effected has
been a subject of comment, but Judge
Mathews's case is not without precedent,
for the confirmation of Chief Justice Ta-
ney, and that of Justice Clifford, still on

the Bench, were only effected by the
same slight majority. It has been ob-
jected against Mi. Mathews that he has
been for so long a time employed as coun-
sel for the great railroad companies, that
his mind will be apt to be biased in favor
of the unlimited prerogatives of these
great and growing corporations. Some
Democrats, too, are loudly complaining
against bis confirmation because of the

part he took in the Electoral Commission.

It must be admitted, however, that there

were questions involved in that investiga-
tion which lawyers may honestly differ,
and since the position taken by Mr.Math-

ews was a clear recognition of the auton-
omy of the States, this objection does not
impress us as a very forcible one. Judge
Mathews has been liberal in his po’itical
views, and is said to be a lawyer of great
depth of learning and wonderful powers
of endurance. We think there are good
reasons to hope that Judge Mathews will
rise above the level of a partisan justice.
