Prolific Corn.

Every season we are introduced to

new varieties of field corn which are

claimed to be superior to all that have
preceded them. Chief among these

prolific kinds is Blunt’s Tennessee

White, which is. no doubt all thatis

claimed for it. It will produce over

a hundred bushels to an acre of land,

ad has been known to yield much
more. It bears as many as from three

to seven ears to the stalk, and must

certainly, on that account, be more
prolific than any other. But why do ;
farmers fail to realize what they ex-.
pect from it, on trial ? It is not be-

cause the corn will not produce heav- j
ily, for every stalk of it that grows

shows that it is willing to reward the

grower with all that he desires. Ihe

fault is that most fanners, while wil-

ling and anxious to improve their seed
corn, do not pay proper regard to the

conditions necessary for securing the
results sought after.

Of the many varieties of corn known
to us we ate all familiar with the fi.ct

of at least two divisions—white and

yellow. The yellow is rich iu carbon,
oi rather oil, while t lie white predo. -

inales in starch. The fertilizer re j
quired for the one kind does not ex-|

The simple matter of forming the

cob alone requires an amount of polash
not easily procured iu some soils.:
Even the sund is compelled to assist

it, as silica is one of its chief constit-

uents. This is seen in the sharp-glaz- 1
ed edges of the leaf or blade, which
often cuts one like a knife, and is, in

fact, glass in a certain shape. This, j
when the fodder is afterward rotted
for mannue, is a soluble silica for the

succeeding crop.
While the great requirements of our

ordinary corn are known to ns, on

changing it for some of the prolifics
we should provide for sustaining the

corn in its great stmggle of ‘“tilling
up three or more ears instead of one;
and this should not only be done by
extra manuring at the beginning but
an additional “feed” should be added
just before the ears “silk.” Too much

cannot be applied, for corn
is a plant that is seldom injured by
overmanuring. Another fact is that
certain varieties of corn suit particu-
lar soils, and no prolific corn or any
other kind will do well in some sec-
tions until after acclimated, wkich
may require several seasons. In Dela-
ware they have, in one portion of the
State, a corn especially adapted to

that regien, and while other varietes
introduced there, and grown by its
s de, often produce more, the “old
standard” gets ever droughts, bad
cultivation and other drawbacks far
better than its rivals; and yet this
Delaware corn might not suit at all
in this State. Perhaps no new seed
corn willstand the change from one

section to another and do very well at
the start; still it is certain that we get (
splendid results by changing seed. .
Eecent experiments, however, have (
demonstrated that instead of changing
seed entirely, crossing the seed is bet- ¦
ter, which is done by planting it-by I
the side of the old variety.
