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The President s Cendition.

President Garfield continues t® make

satisfactory progress toward convalescence
His physicians think him now quite out
of danger, and it is said that they now

propose for the President to take a sea
trip to Long Branch or other point in a-
bout two weeks time. The attending sur-
geons now claim to have demonstrated
beyond a doubt, both by a miscropic an-

alysis of the pus discharged from the

wound, and by its depth, that the bullet
penetrated the liver ; and they expect to

find it imbedded in the anterior wall of

the abdominal cavity. Some of the out-

side physicians, including Dr. Lincoln,

have made themselves quite active as well

as discourteous in advancing the theory
that the bullet deflected and retracted to

such an extent when it struck the rib as
not to enter the abdominal cavity at all,
and that it was a mere flesh wound. The

recent experiments prove the superiority
et Dr. Bliss's judgment, he having from
his first diagnosis of the case until the
present lime been positive in his opinion
that the ball penetrated the liver. It is
said that experiments will be made with
an electric apparatus in a few days, by
which the location of the bullet may be

ascertained with sufficient accuracy to

warrant the surgeons in making an inci-
sion and extracting it.

The deadlock in the Now York Legis-
lature upon the senatorial question was
broken on Saturday last by the election of
of Hon. Warner Miller as Senator to suc-
ceed Senator Platt, resigned. Mr. Lap-

It is a fact familiar to most persons ®f

information that the legal tender case was

decided in favor of the validity of paper
as a legal tender by a bare majority of the

Supreme Court, Chief Justice Chase, we

believe, having the casting vote ®f the
Court. It is also known ihat it is a gen-
erally accepted faefi that the wise and po-

litic Mr. Lincaln, in appointing Chief
Justice Chase, had specially in view Mr.
Chases previously ascertained opinions on

this question. It is also well known that

nearly or quite all the able constitutional
lawyers of the country, condemned the
decision that a paper bill, carrying on its
face a promise to pay a dollar, was itself a

dollar. It is farther known that the de-

cision was based by the majority of the

Court upon the reasoning that the extra-
ordinary power of making paper a legal
tender for debts, was an implied power,
resulting from the express powers t® raise
and support armies, and to provide and
maintain navies. That it was a step of

necessary self preservation, and as such

implied from the other constitutional
powers. It could not possibly have been
based ®n any other reasoning, because no
sensible man, who has read the constitu-

tion of the United States, could for a mo-

ment claim that there is any express
power given to Congress to make paper
bills a legal tender. The sole power

givn to Congress in financial matters is

found in Section 8, Art. 1, where the

powers ofCongress are enumerated. The

power there given is in the following
words: Congress shall have power "to

coin money , regulate the value thereof \ and of
foreign coin, and fix the standard of weights
and measures." Nothing could more

plainly indicate the kind of money con-
templated by the framers of the constitu-

tion than this clause. Itis further known
that all constitutional lawyers of the

country, including ex-Secretary Sherman,
have publicly expressed the opinion that,
when the pending case .of Butler and

Chittenden on the Supreme Court docket

is reached, that the decision will be averse |
to to the validity ofpaper bills as a legal
tender. "We shall publish at our earliest

opportunity an epitome of the opinions in

the legal tender case for the benefit of any
one who may not be satsfied on this
point.
