Fr Vorktown.

Mr. A. I>. Norris, an aitae.liee of our
office, arrived h me from Yorktown on

Siturday evening las', where he has been

in attendance at the celebration in pro-
gress there last week and which concluded
on Thursday, the 20th ulto. lie gives a

glowing description ofLis visit and says:
“The scene of the grand encampment from

the river approach was most magnificent,
and the naval display, which was unusu-
ally large and comprising the principal
war vessels of our navy, was equally
grand, and indeed, I think, the main fea-
ture of die celebration. The spars of diese
vessels were beautifully decorated with

the gayest of bunting, whi’e from the top-

mast bead long streamer and pennants of
the brightest hue floated to the gentle
breeze; now and then one of these gr m

monsters be'ched forth from its

a jet of flame, and the boom of the

cannon would awaken a thousand echoes
from the distant hi Is as it heralded the

approach oi some royal party or excursion

steamer; then flags were dipped and sa-

lires were fired, as the stately steamer
passed slowly on amid the waving fhun-
dreds of handkerchiefs and hats to her
landing. * * * * Passing from the
steamer to the encampment, a distance of

two and a-half miles we come to the
Moore House, the scene of the surrender
of Lord Cornwallis. Here, just as it was

a hundred years ago, are •!. old redoubts
occupied by the regulars, while to the lef’
some hundred yards stands the house.
This house and lands attached were pur
chased by the United States Govcrment
and horoughly repaired, and now, of the

old house, nothing remains hut the chim-
neys and old table on which the condi
lions of surrender and the paro e of Corn-

wallis were written and signed Still
farther to the left are the grounds occu-
pied Ly the Sta'e troops and Masonic or-
ders, while slightly to the right in an
open space and almost entirely surrounded
stands a solitary tent witli a telegraph
wire attached, and, before the door of
which, stands a long staff, unfolding to

the breeze the American flag, is the mil-
itary headquarters of that veteran so dier,

statesn a i and citizen. General Hancock.
