Meeting of the Legislature.

The biennial session of the Maryland Legis-
lature began on Wednesday. On Tuesday even-
ing, according to custom, the members of both
political parties held caucuses—the Democrats
for the purpose of determining upon the organ-
ization of the Legislature, the Republicans for
the purpose of paying customary compliments
to some of their members, by making formal
nominations for officers of the two houses. A
full report of the caucus meetings is given else-
where. Notwithstanding the ill founded re-
ports to the contrary that had been circulated,
it was found that nearly every Democratic mem-
ber of the two houses of the assembly attended
the ¢ of their ive bodies. As
will be seen by the report elsewhere, the pro-
ceedings in the caucuses werc entirely harmon-
fous and, as heretofore confidently predicted
by the Tiues, the caucus reselved upon effici-
ent measures to curtail the extravagance in the
matter of supernumary employees, and passed

 resolutions looking to the prompt carrying out

of the measures of reform proposed by the Inst
State convention. Contrary, also, to the pre-
dictions of disaffected parties, a complete change
was made in the subordinate officers of both

Houses. Without expressing any opinion as
to the necessity or propriety of this latter ac-
tion, or whether it is in conformity with pro-
per principles of civil service, this action of the
caucus at least demonstrates that the ‘mauvagers’
as they are called, can no more rule a regular
constituted caucus of members of the Legisla-
ture than they can rule any other party coun-
cil. Every member of theassembly is as much
a free agent in the deliberations of the caucus
as in the discharge of his other duties, aad, as
the Tiues has frequently said, any set of Legis-
lators that properly represent the intelligence
and dignity of our party in the State will al-
ways prove, in caucus and elsewhere, superior
t0 the manipulations of designing and dishon-
oruble men. We do not wish by these state-
ments to be understood asaffirming or denying
that the past action of the Legisiature bas been
to any extent controlled by such agencies, or
that the late caucus bad to contend to any ap-
preciable extent with influences of that kind ;
‘we merely desire at this opportune time to re-
iterate our views as to the efficiency and expe-
diency of the regular party councils, and to
point out how unnecessaryand wrong were the
efforts to disorganize the party resorted to by
some persons calling themselves Democrats dur-
ing the year past, and the fallaciousness of the
arguments by which they pretended to justify
their course.

The Assembly met on Wednesday, in accor-
dance with ‘the constitutional provisios, and
organized oy the election of Senator George
H. Wiliiams, of Baltimore county, President
of the Senate ; and Hon. Otis Keilboltz, of
Baltimore city, Speaker of the House. The
gubordinate officers determined upon by the
Democratic caucus, as given elsewhere were all
«lected. The presiding officers of the two
Houses are reported as filling their positions

with diguity and ability. It was thought that
the Assembly would adjourn over from yester-
day until Tuesday next, in order to give the
presiding officers an opportnnity to sclect the
standing committees and announce them on
that day, It is said that there will be a con-
test over the seat of one of the Calvert delegates
and Judge Chew’a contest of the election of
Judge Brooke will also come before the House.
In view of these contests, the chairmanship of
the elections committee will be one of more
than ordinary importance. It is not proba-
ble that the caucusing for State Treasurer will
take place befere next week. The name of no
Democrat has been mentioned to antagonize
Hon. Barnes Compton for that post, and no
doubts are entertained of bi®re-election. The
indications thus far are favorable to a busy and
barmonious session.
