Tobacco Inspections.

It was never intended that the system
of tobacco inspection should be a charge
upon the State treasury, neitber was it
any part of the purpose of those who or-
iginated the present system that the State
shou'd derive any revenue from this
source. The same principles of public
justicc that render it improper that the
inspection of this product, which is grown
in only a small portion of the State. should
be a charge upon the people of the whole
State, operate also%o preclude the State
from deriving any revenue from this
source. In addition to this, the State is

prohibhited by the Censtitution of the
United States from deriving any revenue

from her inspection laws.

The following extract from the report
of the Committee of Ways and Means, of
the House of Delegates, made to the House
by Gen.John G. Champman, of this county,
the chairman of the committee, in the year
1827, (the first session after the purchase
of the warehouses,) furnishes satisfactory
evindence of the intention of those who
originated the system. In its report to
the House of Delegates, made February 13,
1827, the committee spoke upon the tobac-
co inspection question as follows :

“The purchase of the tebacco inspection
warehouses is a heavy charge, and bears
immediately upon those who grow the
article. As soon as the amount of revenue
derived from this source shal. he sufficient
to extinguish the debt centracted by the
purchase of those houses, we think the
tax should be repealed, leaving a sufficient
sum to be paid in the form of outage to
defray the incidental expenses of inspec-
tion.

“The committee use no argument in
support of the position that the State can-
not of right impose a t:x, tor the benefit
of all, which will be partial in its epera-
tion. The tax upon tobacce is of this na-
ture. It might likewise be untime'y to
urge constitutional objections to a tax
upon exports, to a greater amount than
is sufficient to defray the expenses of in-
spection. These gquestions might be out of
the reach of inquiries at this time, but will
hereafter arise, when the State shall have paid
for her warehouses from the avails of her in-
spection laws ; and we doubt not that the pro-
priety of modelling the inspection laws to make
the preeeds only sufficient to desray the

pill readily suggest itself to some
future legislature.”

The better opinion is that the State has
now been very nearly, if not tully, re-paid
the expenditure for the purchase of the
warehouses. Although by the report of
the Comptroller, made to the Legislature
in 1875, it appeared that the Tobacco Fund
was, at that time, ostensibly still indebted
to the State to the amount of $61,168,04;
yet when we take into consideration the
receipts from the wharves which constitute
part of the warehouse property, which
bave been since 1853, through neglect,
diverted from the Tobacco Fund and paid
directly into the State treasury, it is
thought that the indebtedness is almost,
if not quite, canceled, 3
__The time for the remodeling spoken of
by the committee of 1827, has, therefore,
now arrived, and it wil devolve upon the
present legislature to take the proper steps
to make the inspection system strictly
self-supporting, and to see that only such
amount is levied upon the tebacco in-
spected as is absolutely necessary for the
economical cenduct of the system. Effi-
cient measures should also be adopted to
remove every reasonable doubt as to the
reliability of the State inspections. The
certificate of the sovereign State of Mary-
land ought to be the highest possible guar-
antee te the cemmercial world that the
commodities bearing her brands have heen
honestly placed npon the market.

The Legislature should -thoroughly ex-
amine into the numerous complaints that
have of late reached us from abroad, ascer-
tain te what extent they are well grounded
and dona fide, and adopt prompt measures
to remove the causes that lead to them.
The inspectors should be required to exer-
cise greater vigilance in detecting the
false modes of packing sometimes resoried
to, and stringent measures should be
adopted to prevent all tampering with the
samples afier they are drawn.

WE reprint to-day a synopsis giving
the principal points of the bill to reg-
ulate inspections of tobacco, intro-
duced into the last Legislature by Mr.
Roberts, of Prince George’s. 'The
chief feature of this bill was that it
provided for the letting out of the
warehouses to private lessees, and in-
vested these lessees with the right of
appointing all subordinate employers
in the warehouses, leaving only the
inspectors to be appointed by the
State. This bill avoids the objection
that “the State ought not to be a ware-
houseman,” and will do much to take
the system out of political influences
and promote its economy; while at
the same time, retaining the essential
features of the system. It also gives
liberty to planters to sell their to-
bacco anywhere outside of the State
without inspection. In our judge-
ment the compulsory feature of the
State inspection system should not be
any further interfered with at present.
We observe that Mr. Mudd, of this
county, has introduced in the Legis-
lature two bills en the subject—the
one providing for a total abolition of
the system, and another to amend the
present law by abolishing the com-
pulsory feature and leave the rest
stand as it is. It is probable that
neither of these bills will be adopted
by the Legislature, and we say unhes:
itatingly that neither of them should
be. The bill of Mr. Roberts, as far
as we can learn, appears to meet the
views of the intelligent planters of]
our own and the other tobacco growing;
counties of the State, and it is proba-
ble that this bill will be substantially
enacted by the present Legislature.

This bill contains such reazonable
modifications in the system as will
avoid the honest objections of the
consumers of tobacco, and commend
the system to their confidence. We
submit the synopsis of the bill to the
consideration of our readers, and shall
be pleased to hear any expression of
views upon it.

State Finances.

The report of Comptroller Keating was
transmitted to the General Assembly on
Wednesday of last week, but reached us
too late for notice in our last issue. It is
an exceedingly clear and able statement
of the present financial condition of the
State, and includes also an able and ther-
ough review of the past operations of the
treasury department. The report shows
throughout that its aurhor is masier of
his subject, and it evinces nowhere any
inclination to avoid any part of the past
financial eperations.

The report sets forth the present con-
dition of the treasury and the operations
of the past fiscal year as follows:

At the beginning of the year there were
in the treasury proper $£513,026 36; the
receipts during the year were were $1,996,
641 08 ; the disbursements $1,757,469 15,
and the balance on hand at the end of the
was $752,198 29; to this balance should
be added the cash te the credit ef the free
school fund, $13,584 77, and to the credlir
of the general sinking fund, §18,358 72,
and to the credit of the treasury relicf
sinking fund, $2,470 36; making the to-
tal amount in the treasury, in cash, Sept.
30, 1881, $786,621 24.

Added to this the State holds prompt
interest paying securitios amounting to
$3,461,085 70, and her cellecting officers
are due her, in round numbers, £1,400,000.

The funded debts of the State amount
te $11,257,560 69 and her unproductive
investments to more than double that a-
mount.

The interest paid on her funded debts
during last year, including a cost ef $20,-
663 61 for exchange and commission on
her sterling debt, amounted to $6438,340 27
of which sum she paid to herself, as inter-
est on her own bonds which she had taken
up in advance of their maturity, which
constitute her sinking funds. §11,280 85

It is not enly impracticable, but utterly
impossible, to practice the “sinking fund’
theory recently advanced at the present
rate of State taxation—in order to de so
the rate must be increased at least one
hundred per cent. above the present 8§
tax for debt purposes.

The State is not and cannot be in any
trouble over her indebtedness. She has a
real not asinking fund ; a substantial debt-
or, not an “imaginary creditor,” sacredly
dedicated to its payment. Her bondhold-
ers know, her peop'e know, everybody
knows that her internil improvement pro-|
perties will more than pay it at any time |
that it is demandable, and that they can-
not be used for any other purposes, And ‘
this is the real and true reason, I 1ake it,,
why her loan taxes have been so hightly
imposed upon her people that to-day they |
do not keep down the interest on her debi:

After a careful review of this report,

The Comptrolle. then goes on to review;
the disposition of the revenues accruing!
from the loan taxes as follews:

“The State debt created previous to the|
year 1868, now outstanding, and for which
no tax provision is made, is $5.684,505 93
—the Sta‘e debt issued since, and inclad-
ing the year 1868, now eutstanding, for
which debt taxes are provided, is 5,573,
154 76. The constitutional guarantee ior
the payment of this debt of $11,257,560 69
is that the State’s investments in internal
improvement companies and the State tax
levied to pay off the public debt shall not
be used or appropriated until the interest
and dehbt are fully paid, or the sinking
fund shall be equal to the amount of the
outstanding debt. This censtitutional
guarantee is equally complied with if the
guarantee given, when used, is applied to
the payment of the interest and principal
of the debt, or to either, whether the debt
paid is canceled and destroyed or put and
kept into the “sinking fund.” At least
such was the view taken by the Governer
and the Legislature in 1864 and 1872, and
acquiesced in, with perfect unanimity, un-
til now fault is found with tbe oblitera-
tion ef the sinking fund, and the inquiry
is gravely—re, not gravely, but loosely
made—what has become of the loan tax ?
