The con-
stitution provides that all civil officers)
which includes tobacco inspectors, shall
held for two years and until their succes-
sors are duly qualified according to law.
If the Senate should fail to confirm the
nominations for inspectors, it seems clear
that the present incumbents would hold
over under this provision of the consti tu-
tion for two years longer. The Governor’s
friends, in their boastful predictions as to
the course he won'd adopt, have boldly
proclaimed that, it the Senate failed to con-
firm his “friends” whom he would nomi-
nate, that he would, after the adjournment
of the Senate, appoint his nominees to the
vacancies caused by the failure of the Sen-
ate to confirm. But this;proposition seems
entirely untenable. The constitutional pro-
vision in this regard is as follows :

“In case of any vacancy, during the re-
cess of the Senate, in any office which the
Gevernor has the power to fill, he sball ap-
point some suitabie pcrson to said offide,
whose commission shall continue in force
until the end of the next session of the
Legis'ature, or until some other person is
appointed to the same office, whichever
shall first occur.”

It will be perceived that this provision

has relation solely to vacancies which oc-
cur during the recess of the Senate. It is
certainly very questionable whether the
case of persons neminated by the Gov-
ernor and net confirmed by the Senate can
be said to come under this provision. It
seems very clear that the constitution,
when it especially requires the concur-
rence of the Governor and Senate to the
‘appointment ef civil officer, did not intend
to invest the Governor with such an ex-
traordinary power as i8 thus contended
for. It seems far more reasonable to pre-
sume that the provision that the old offi-
cers should hold over until their succes-
sors are duly qualified, was intended to
meet such cases as those under considera-
tion.

But, even if there were some degree of
plassibility in this construction as to civil
officers, there seems te be a special diffi-
cuity in the way of placing this construc-
tion upon the tobacco inspectorship; be-
cause the conmstitution has previded in
the case of these officers that their terms
of office shall in on “the Monday
of March next ::gl:ing their l'p(:;:ntmcnt."

They should also have assur-
ance that some responsible financial officer
will be provided by tbe law as the custo-
dian and disburser of this fund, and that
the pessibility of defalcation and the mis-
appropriation of such funds will be effec-
tually provided against.

It will be in order for the advocates of
the measure to give us some information
on these points and in the meantime we
advise our readers to gign no petition up-
on the question, or if they sign any prefer
the one against the measure.

In nine cases out
of ten the paper that uses “patent outsides”
not demanded by the community in which
it is published. Not being demanded by
the interests of the people, it is not suffi-
ciently supported. To keep his establish-
ment up the publisher is continually bor-
ing peop'e to subscribe and business men
to advertise. Both become annoyed and
the paper is regarded as more of a nuisance
than a benefit.

“Patent outside™ are 1eadily detected
Most of them contain two of three columns
of clesely printed advertisements on the
fourth page, the picture of Lydia Pink-
ham usually occupying a prominent place,
while many of the other advertisemen's
boid out great promises, such as $77 a
week, $99 a week, $777 a year, &c.

Several of our exchanges with “patent
outsides” are valued ones. The papers
are a necessity in their sections, yet the
patronage is not sufficient to warrant the
outlay in employing cempositors and hav-
ing their outside pages set up.— Westmin-
ster Advocate.
