A committee of the court lonise moveis

visi ed Annapolis last week and presented
u I>i 11 to Mr. S. E. Mndd, providing for the
submission of the question of the removal
of the county seat of this county from Port
Tobacco to La Plata Mr. Mudd at once
in'rodttced the bill and it was referred to

tiie Charles county delega'ion. by whom a

fivorab e report was unanimously return-

ed. It is thought that the bill will be
conic a law We have not seen the bill,
but the follow ng is a summary of its pro-
visions as given to u- by one of die com-

mittee tha' carried it to Annapolis. P
provides thT the question of the removal
of the county seat to La Plata s ati-m and

the erection of a suitab e cour house and
jiilat that place shall be submit cd to he

voters of Charles county, at the general
elec ion in November next, and appoints
Messrs. John G. Chipmin. John ii. Mit
chell, P. G. StoiH-stree . Pi le WiluuT and
John llotLnan a building e nuiuh ee, who
in the event of an affirmative decision of
the question by the people, shall be an-

t lorized to eon ract for the construe ion of

a suitable court house and jiilat that

point, to snper’ntend the faithful execu

tion of the con ract. and to report to the
coun’y commissioners the amount of mon-

ey reqirred for the cons ruction of said

b dldii <gs, and to disbar- ¦¦ the same. The
county commission' rs arc i mp. wo red and
required to issue the coupon bonds of the
county f), such sum of money as shall b ¦
requiiad. by the building committee fhr
such work, not to exceed $20.0H) ; said
bonds to bear inti rest at not over o per
cent, and to l>e redeemable at die pleasure
of the county commissioners after 10 years
and to be payable at the expiration of SO
years and not to be old at less than their
par value. Said bonds to bo exempt from
taxation ; die interest to be payable semi-

annually by the elerk of he county com-

missioners, upon presentation of the cou-
