OUR STANDARD BEARERS.

We .place at the head of our columns
to-day the standard bearers of the Derao-
cratic party in this Congressional district
and Judicial circuit, being the gentlemen
selected by the Democratic convention
held at Upper Marlboro on Tuesday for
the positions of representative from the
sth Congressional district and Associate
Judge upon the Bench of this Circuit.—
We publish elsewhere, the report made
of the proceedings of the conven-
tion. lion. Andrew G. Chapman had no

opposition for the Congressional nomina-
tion, and was nominated by acclamation
amid much enthusiasm. For the Judicial
nomination there was a contest between
Hon. John W. Mitchell of this county,
and Hon. Robert Ford, the present
Eleven ballots were taken, in which the
vote of the convention was evenly divided
between the two candidates—Mr. Mitchell
receiving the vote “Of Calvert and Charles

counties, and Judge Ford that of Prince
George's and St. Mary's. After the eleventh
ballot, Mr. Mitchell's name was, in the

interest of harmony, withdrawn by the
delegation from Charles, and the nomina-
tion of Judge Ford was upon motion of
Calvert seconded by Charles, made unani-
mous. Though some spirited debate oc-
curred during the session of the Judicial
convention, the best of feeling prevailed
throughout; and when Judge Ford ap-
peared t accept the nomination he was
greeted with much enthusiasm from all
sides. Though our preference for this
position was unequivocally in Mr.
Mitchell’s favor, now that the Democratic
convention has, after deliberation, decid-
ed in favor of Judge Ford, we most cheer-
fully tender him our equally unequivocal
support. The s'rong support received by
our honored fellow citizen at the conven-

tion was a just and prope, recognition of
his great worth and preeminent ability
and can but be high'y gratifying to his
many friends. Judge Ford is possessed of
thos qualities of heart and mind that make
it{a pleasure as it is now a duty to support
him. He is universally popular here, and
we have no doubt he will receive our full
Democratic support. We commend our
standard bearers cordially to the support
of the Democracy of Charles county, and
hope that the Bth day of November will
reveal the fact that Charles has done her
full duty.

What Constitutes Citizenship !

Two cases arose before Judge Stone,
sitting as a court of appeal in regis ration
cases on Thursday and Friday of last week
in which the question of the right of per-
sons who are not actual residents of Mary-
land to exercise the right of suffrage here
was involved. The cases came
njrripon appeal from Richard T. Knott,
registration officer in the 7th dis'rict.—
George Tubman and Samuel C. Norris be-
ing respectively the parties appellant in
the two cases. The facts ofMr. Tubman's
case, as we are informed, are that, about
nine or ten years ago, he sold his farm
and all his property in this county and

removed with his family to
where he engaged in private business as a

commission merchant and feed dealer. —

After a number of years spent in the-e
pursuits, he succeeded in obtaining an ap-

pointment under the Government which
he still holds. He has not, we believe'

been a voter in the county since he left,
and has never resided here except for a

lew days at a t me as the guest of some of
his relatives in the county. This fall,how-
ever, probably in obedience to the com-

mands of the manipulators of the domi-

nant party at Washington, he made appli-
cation to registrar Knott to be registered
in the seveuth district of this county, and
was, as with all deference to the court we

still think, very properly refused. He ap-

pealed to the circuit court and his case
came up before Judge Stone on Thursday
last. We did not hear his testimony, but

are informed that it recited the facts above
as we have given them, except that he
failed to be specific upon the point that
he went to Washington to engage in pri-
vate pursuits which he continued for a
number ofyears. The court sustained his

appeal and ordered him to be registered
The case of Mr. Norris came up on Fri-

day. In this case the appellant was rep-

resented by L. Allison Wilmer, and the

registrar by the State’s Attorney and F. M.
Cox. The facts of the case as they appear-
ed by the testimony of the appellant are

that he is a carpenter by trade, and 49
years of age. lias lived most of his life
in Baltimore and Washington cities, hut
has spent a number of years in several
¦Western States. His memory was not ac-
curate as to whether or not he had ever

voted in any of the Western States, tho 1
he thought he had voted in one of them.

He came to Charles county for the first

time in 185 G and remained for two years:
after which he went away and did net

again return until 1870 or 7 when he came
back to perform a contract for the build-

ing of a house, for Captain Wade in this
county. After completing this contract,

he obtained other building contracts and
remained here in the pursuit of his trade

for about two years. Previous to coming to
the county in 1877, he had lived several

successive years in Washington in the pur-
suit of his trade, and upon the completion
of his building contracts he again return-

ed to Washington, but he claims that up-

on his return he went to work at his trade

for the Government, and that in May 1881
he was appointed to a position in the
Postoffice Department. During his last
visit to the county in 1877 he married a

lady whose parents still live in this county
and during his stay he was also placed
upon the registration list by the then offi-

cer of registration, who was a decrepit
