Selection of a Farm.

The size of a farm should be suited
to the capacity of the pocket-book.
Many young farmers make the mis-
take of buying a large farm with little
money to pay for it. There is noth-
ing that so binds a man as a heavy
mortgage. It eatsthe very heart out
of the farmer, and hangs like a leaden
weight upon every aspiration of his
wife and children. It is better to buy
a small farm and have enough capital
to work it well, As the surplus in-
creases, it may bs invested in more
acres, or in a better culture of thos
that have already proved profitable.
There is a size bclow which many of
t'ie ecouomies of the farm can not be
practised to the best advantage, anc
on the other hand there is danger of
going beyond that acreage where the
most profitable farming may be car-
ried on. It requires considerable ex
ecutive ability to manage a large
farm, and therefore many men are ex-
cluded from such by a lack which
they may not fully appreciate until
the trial has been made and the failure
recorded. Farming is not like the
taking of a citadel, and can not be
done success'ully with a rush anda
noise. It is a thoughtful and steady
working out from well laid plans—a
conquest for crops, and the head must
be clear that wins where the seat of a
campaign for a lifetime covers town-
ghips or even square miles. The soil
is the foundation of farming, and it
should be fitted to the kinds of crope
that it is desired to raise. The differ-
ences in the nature and capacities of
sand and clay should be understood.
and a favorable mixture of the two
obtained if there is an opportunity for
choosing. A rich soil, with proper
management, means good crops at
once, but it may be as profltable to in-
vest ‘'much less in an equal area of
over-cropped land, bring it up to a
high state of cultivation by green
manuring and other methods of re-
gforation, The farm house is to be
the home of the family, and therefore
the locality for the farm should be
healthful. The richest land for the
price may be on the border of a mala-
ria-breeding swamp but the profits of

—the investment may be more than
balanced by the doctor’s bills aud loss
of time, not to mention the discomfort
of fevers in the hLou ehold. It isim-
portant that there bLe an abundant
water supply on all farms, both for
the family and the live-stock.—There
are ‘social considerations that no far-
mer should overlook in making a
choice of a farm. He lives not to him-
self alone; the children nced the
privileges of good schools, ete.; in shiort
the community should be one in which
sympathy, goodness and intelligence
prevail.

With, a good farm of proper size
healthfully located, abundantly sup-
plied with water, good neighbors, and
& handy market, any man is so well
sitnated that he ought to make him-
self and those around him happy.
Choose well, and hold on to the choice.

Wintering the Cabbages.

It ~sed to be thought necessary to
store cabbages in a cellar, or in som:
kind of a pit, a method of wintering
now rarely followed. The usnal way

of keeping them is to select a dry|

place, if the bed where they grow was
niot 8o, and place the aibbages heads
downward. They are sometimes plac-
ed close together in a singie row, run-
ning across the bed or field, and a fur-
¥ow thrown up to them on either side,
‘Ehe more common method is to lay
them down to form a bed 8 feet widle,
and by the use of the plow and shovel
cover the heads and a part of the
s:umps. The Savoys, with their curled
and wrinkled leaves, do not keep so
well jas the Drumheads, when laid
downed in this way. For those a
ridge may be thrown up with the plow
and the cabbages laid agaiust it, heads
up; earth is plowed to the roots, and
thrown in to partly cover the stumps.
When cold weather comes, the heads
are to becovered with cornstalks, leaves
or other litter. Neither of these me-
t)1ods allows a head or two to be read
ily taken for use. Itis well to have
the family supply in some place near
at hand. If there is an unuged pit or
cold-frame, the cabbages may be set
in them upright, and covered with
shutters, or with straw or leaves. A
trench way be dug and used in the
same manner. Those who like cab-
bage greens, should prepare for them,
by gatheriog up the stumps from
which the heads have been cut, and
covering them with earth against a
ridge, or otherwise give them partial
protection. They are less hardy than
the heads, and will not grow well if
exposed all winter to the weather.
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A paste composed of half a cup of
flour and the same amount of table
salt, laid on plentifally, not so thin as

to run and not so thick as to dry

_ quickly, is very good for scalds where

the skin is unbroken. The paste is
most useful spread on brown paper.
