y Green Manures

When hind is not employed in pro-
ducing animal food or raw material
for the manufacturer it should be em

ployed in preparing manure f r the
purpose of maintaining or increasing
its fertility. This is effected by grow-
ing some of the numerous plants spe-
cially adapted for ploughing down in
the green state; these again to be se-
lected according to the season and pur-

poses to which the land i to be devot-
ed. On lands where the crops are re-
moved in early summer the cow pea.
buckwheat or any of the rapidly grow-
ing millets will he available, and when
the main crops are not removed until
fall, then the hardier grasses and rye
will give the best results. Certain
kinds of clay soils may receive more
benefit by thorough exposure to the
freezing and thawings of winter than
would be gained by a green covering
to used in the spring as manure:
but it will b found t-hat even on clay
lands a growing crop prepares the sur-
face for early spring ploughing and
improves the texture of the surface,
rendering it more friable and more

easily pulverized, especially on lands
that are liable to retain moisture so as

to retard the periol of spring plough-
ing,

Cows in Winter-

Now that cows are about going into
winter quarters a hint about feeding
hay may not be out of place. \\ e of-
ten hear dairymen talk as if the height
of skill in taking care of cows in the
winter was to get all the Iny down you
can possibly cram into them. ‘T give
my cows all the good hay I cm get

them to eat,” is the boastful remark
often heard from a spirited and aspir-
ing dairyman, though in doing so he
is wasting good provender wi hout
promoting the best welfare <>f his ani-
mals. .It is a g -od thing to feed cows
well, and to be sure that they have
food enough to sustain them fully.hut
it is neither wise nor economical to

crowd them with a great bulk of hay
of any quality. It is not wise to give

any animal a great bulk of coarse food.
Cows should have no more hay than
they have time to remasticate, and if
this is not enough for their necessities
they should have some easy digesting,
concentrated food along with it. The
quantity of hay given should never ex-

ceed what they will cat up clean and
twice a day is often enough to give the
time for properly ruminating.

Maturity of Orchards.

Trees grow well or poorly, accord-
ing to the nature of the soil. Slow

grown apple trees last a longer time
than those of faster growth, yet, on tlit
whole, the faster growing ones are the
moat profitable. In the best apple
growing regions of Western New Y rk
well managed apple orchards decline
at about sixty years of age —some live
longer and some not so long. At a

meeting of the Illinois Horticultural
Society, A. Bryant placed the average
age in that State at twenty years, and
Mr. Nelson at fifteen years. Others
knew of orchards much older. Trees
grow rapidly in Illinois, and it was

generally admitted that it is better to

cut them down at twenty and plant on
new ground. There is nothing better
to do with old trees, past their prime,
than to cut them down. Younger
trees are more profitable. A succes-

sion should be brought on to take the
place of others, so that there need ne-
ver be any hesitation about cutting
down trees that have commenced to

decline.

• Lame Horses.

Horses sometimes exhibit a slight
lameness immediately after being shod
though quite sound before. Such cas-

es may arise from the shoe being nail-
ed on too tight, and are often relieved
by removing the shoe and re applying
it more gently; this lameness most fre-
quently occurs in horses with very thin
horn, and is ascertained by the manner

in which it comes on, and the absence
of any other visible causes. The shoe
n such a case may also have an im-

proper beariug, pressing severely on
weak spots, or on the sole or heels; or
the heels or sole may have been pared
too much, or unevenly. Persons un-

accustomed to horses, will more fre-
quently pronounce the wrong limb
than right in cases of slight lameness.
The cause of their blunders may then
he easily explained. They perceive
that a horse drops the moment one foot
comes to the ground, and they imme-
diately conclude that must he the lame
one, fancying that he drops from the
pain received when it meets the ground
whereas the fact is, he treads as light-
ly as he can on the lame foot, and bears
his whole weight on the sound one.

Potatoes, if dug in an upright state
may be at times watery and not to eat,
but if.spread as thinly as possible in a
dry airy place they will in time become
as mealy as if left to ripen in the
ground.
