The oyster sloop case, in which Mr

mandamus against the '.Governor to com
pel him to place upon record the bill foi
a new police sloop for Anne Arundel.cami
Up before Judge Miller at Annapolis on
Tuesday. The Governor, as will be re
raembered, refused to place his signature
to this bill, and claims that, as it did not

come to his attention until within six days
of the end of the session, it failed to be-
come a law under the constitution The
friends of the bill, however, have adduced
proof that the bill was carried to the Gov-
ernor at the executive mansion on the 24th
of March, which was more than six days
before the end of the session ; and that, ia
the absence of the executive veto, it be-
came a law without the signature of the
Governor. The Governor wui on the stand
and testified that he was taken sick on

the 3rd of March and did not get to the
executive chamber in the State House a-

gain until the day after the adjournment.
He had, however, signed bills at the ex-
ecutive mansion on the 15 h and 30th of
March, and on the 29th of March, f>r the
first time, be saw the bill now in question.
The Governor a'so admitted that he had
made no official communication of bis
sickness to the legislature. The provision
of the constitution is plain, that if any
bill thould not be returned by the Gov-
ernor within six days (Sundays excepted)
after it shr 11 have been presented to him,
it shall be a law ia like manner as if he
signed it. No exception is made for the
sickness of the Governor. As the proof
is clear that the bill was presented to the
Governor in his sick room, by an officer of
the legislature, and that it has never been
returned, ahd that the legislature did not
adjourn within six days from such presen-
tation, there seems to be no doubt that
the court will sustain the mandamus and
compel the Governor to deliver up the
bi 1 for record and enforcement as a law.

The Transit of Venus.

A good deal of interest was manifested

in scientific circles over the trausit of

Venus which took place on W ednesday of

last week. Numerous expeditions were
sent out from the United States. Great

Britain, France and Germany, to take >b-

serrations from d fferent points on the

three continents. The United States had
,|

seven expeditions, stationed respectively
at Cape Town, Africa, Santiago, (, hili,

Santa Cruz, Patagonia, New Zealand, San

Antonia, Texas and Washington, 1). C.

The objects sought to be accomplished by
these observations were, first, to verity, or

ascertain more elefinitely, the distance be- r
tween the Sun anil the E irth and, second,

to ascertain ifVenus, like the Earth and

several of the other planets of the so'ar

system, has any satelbe or moon.
Venus is one of the two planets of the

solar system known as interior planets,
whose orbits lie nearer to the Sun than that

of the Earth, Mercury being the other. —

Mercury is the nearest planet to the Sun.

being an es’imatcd distance of 30,000,000
miles; Venus is next, its estimated dis-

tance being 03,000,000 miles ; the Earth

being third with an estimated dis ance of

93 000,000 miles; Venus is quite a bright

planet. During a portion of the year it,

sets shortly after the Sun, and is then

known as the “evening rar” ; daring an-

other portion, it rises just preceding the

1 Sun, and is then known as the “morning
" star.

The transit of Venus consists of the pas
sage of that planet across the line ot vision

1 be ween the earth and the Sun. Owing to

the inequality of the years of the Earth

1 and Venus—that i f the alter being only
324 days—and the fact -f their orbi s not

p being parallel to each other, these transi s

are very rarely visible from the Earth. —

The last transit of Venus besides that of

last Wednesday, which ha* occurred in

1 the life time of any one now living took

place in December, 1374. There will cot
