The New Year's reception of President
Arthur was brought to a sad and unex-
pected close by the sudden death, in one
of the parlors of the maneion, of the Hon.
Elisha H. Allen, envoy to the United
States from the Hawaian Islands. Mr.
Allen had only a few moments before his
death shaken hands with the President
and presented the diplematic corps. His
death was attributed by the doctors in
attendance to rheumatism of the heart.—
Mr. Allen was a native of the State of
Massachusetts, and was once a represcn-
tative in Congress from Maine. He was
sent by President Taylor as consul to Ha-
waii in 1853, and afterwards identified
himself with that government. He was
elevated to the position of chief justice of
the Kingdom, which he held for a long
time. More recently he was sent as envoy
to ithe United States, and was scting in
that capacity when he dicd. He was 78
years of age.

He was a master spirit
in the organization of the republic, dis-
playing a high degree of statesmanship
end political sagacity. When the Repub-
licans began to give way to that matural
impetuosity which constitutes the rock
upon which the French people have so
often split, Gambetta became identified
with the conservative element and sup-
ported Thiers for President. Though he
thereby lost the support of the radical
tepublicans, he had still maintained a
commanding influence in the affairs of the
Republic, and he was thought of the suc-
cessor of President Grevy, upon tle ex-
piration of his term, two years hLence.—
He was only 45 years old at tie time of
his death, which was caused by a pisto!
wound in the arm, accidenta'ly received,

which superinduced blood poisoring.

Sowe of the lessons of the year may be
learned from fizures, and their net resu't
is, briefly s'ated, that the tiiler of the soil
is of the first importance in this conntry.

‘We grew in 1882 the enormous quanity of
1,635,000,000 bushels of corn, nearly half
a biliion more than was raised in 1881 ; of,
wheat the yield was 510,000,000 of bushels;
of oats, barley and rye 530,000,000 of
bushels. Here i3 a crop increase of 6653,-
000,000 of bushels of grain. Of cotton,
there was a preductioa of 6,800,000 bales,
2 gain, compared with the previous year,
of 1,365,000 bales. This is a wonderful
showing for the American farmer, and te
his labor is largely to be attributed the
fact that the prospec's for the financial
future are so bright. At oue time, not
many months past, the prespects were dis-
couraging, if not decidedly gloomy. The
bank surp'us was down below the legal
requirements, and there were heavy drafts
from abroad to pay the bills of the country
for goods purchased. In the one month
of May the excess of imports of merchan-
dies over exp-rts of domestic products
was over nineteen millions ef do!lars. By
October, theugh, there were ten millioas
on the other side of the account. Still, at
the end of the year we had bought thirty-
six millions more than we had sold, and
in natural sequence thie exporis of specie
amounted to thirty-eight millions more
than the imports. The creps of 1881
were not large. The general business of
the year 1882 was thereby affected. The
year 1883, arguing from precedent, will
be one of prosperity. A feature referred
to in the American before shou'd not
be lost sight of. In the last three years
27,700 miles cof railroad have been con-
structed, which represents an investment
