Dr. Samuel A. Mudd died at his residence
vear Eryantown, in this coonty on Wednes: ’
of Jast week, aftera short illness of pneumon —
So short had been his il'ness that noanformaticn
of it had been reccived here, and being, as he
n the prime of manly vigor, the sudden
igepce of his death received here on Friday
was as great a surprise as it was an unfeigned
aad voiversal regret.

Ia the death of Dr. Mudd, Char'es county has
lost one of her most honored citizens, the profes-
siona learned and useful member, while his
family must endure the lossof a kind, lovirg and
painstaking husband and father. He wa: ever
ready to lend his aid and assistarce to the yoor
and needy, and around the bed of paia and suf-
| fering his generous nature was ever ready toen-

[ tend comfort and solace, with his meansand the

talents with which God had endowed hin.

In the death o Dr. Mudd has passed from
earth, the 'ast of those who were associated in
the assassination of the lamonted Presiden Lin-
coln.  Asfree from any guilty conuection with
conspirators in thiserime, which wilt ever dark-
enthe pages of hiswuv, as an unborn babe, he
neverthel upon bare suspicion was made
to suffer from the brutal treatment of an enraz-
el and ungovernable people. Awed by the cir-
cumstances of tinding the assassin of the Presi-
dent in bis house, he having imposed upon bis |
generous nature by false statements as to the
origin of his accident, his crime was simply not
admitting the service rendered to Booth in set-
ting Lis leg. Under the excitement prevailing at
the time, Dr. Mudd denied any Knowledge of
Booth,or that he had been at his house. He was
afraid that to admit service rendered even under
the misapprehension that the accident oceurred
by a fall from his horse while traveling through
the county, as he had been told by Looth, wou'd
certainly secure his arrest and inearceration, tis
courage forsook him and he denied his haviug
been with hiim, when upon search ol his bhouse
the boot leg was found which had been cut from
the broken limb with *J. Wilkes™ written with-
in it. To then tell the whole trath availed him
nothing. He was tried for conspiracy in the as-
sassination, convicted and sentenced to the Dry
Tortugas for life, when atier some three years he
was pardoned by President Johnson., It is an
injustice to the memaory of a generous, Warm-
hearted man to associate him with the guilty
Booth. Hisonly erime being rendering siedical
aid to Booth in his suffering, he not Fnowing
Booth to be gu''ty of any crime, but laboring
under the false impression he had sustained his
accident in an innocent fall from his hoise,
