At the instance of the Merchants aud
Manufacturers' Association of Baltimore

city mayor Whyte has written a letter on

the sanitary condition of Baltimore, which
is in accordance with the views publicly
expressed by Mr. Whyte in bis speech at

the merchants' dinner on Thursday even
iug. The mayor states that the small pox

is confined to limited territory remote
from the business part of the city, and that

it may be successfully confined to the dis-
tricts in which it has so far appeared.
The mayor gives the assurance that the
disease is under con*rot, and that conse-

quently there is no need of alarm, which
the vigorous measures, lately adopted to

confine and stamp out the infection were

largely instruinenial in creating. There
will, of course, be no abatement of ihsie

measures.

The National Agricultural convention

which is now in session in Washington,
will not be an assemb’age of practical
farmers, but of scientific gva’leraen,whose
mission is to make science tributary to

the success of agriculture. Thirty years

ago it was the custom of farmers to sneer
at science, and their contempt for “book ,
farming” was a hearty sentiment. The

way of their fathers was good enough for

them, and they regarded with no friendly
eve the innovations that science was mak-

ing on their old methods. But that sort

of fogy farmer has passed off the stage. —

Experience has shown that ignorance is

as detrimental to success in agriculture as
, j

in any other avocation, and that science

holds as many treasures for the farmer as

f>r the manufuc'urer or miner. The pros-1
p rous farmer in these days is a man who
reads and thinks, who has profound res-,
pect for the entomologist and due appre-:
ciation of the chemist. He is not heard

indulging in sneers at “lamin’,” but takes

care that Ids sons and daughters have far

better facilities than he had for mental:
cu’tivation.

Speaking of the probable defeat of two
prominent Republican Senators, the Wash-
ington correspondent of the New York

Sun has the following: “Mr. Windom has

been pos ng in a white cravat as an aspi-
rant for the Presidency for nearly three
years. All his efforts have been directed

to a re'urn to the Senate, as a stepping
stone to the nomination next year. But

he has signally failed in the first skirmish.
After twenty-three years of service in the
House and Senate, Mr. Windom will re-

lire on the 4th of March next, lie enter-

ed public life poor and he will go out of

it rich. Rings that have clustered around

the Senator will have-to form new com-
binations, and to look out for a smooth

and vigilant champion of their interest?.

Unfortunately the Senate is provided with

fit successors to Windom.

Thomas W. Ferry will also go out on
the 4th of March, after twenty years’ ser-

vice in Congress. lie may be called a
creation of machine politics, for them is

nothing in him but a commonplace, sharp
and persevering politician. Minnesota
and Michigan may blunder in making
Senators, but they cannot blander in leav-

ing Windom and Ferry at home.

Prince Napoleon, cousin of the late Em-
peror, has been arrested in France for pub-
lishing a manifesto in which he pronoun-

ces the Republic a failure and urges a re-
turn to a constitutional monarchy, and is
now in prison awaiting trial. There seems

to be doubts as to whether such an exer-

cise of the right of free speech is an offense
against the laws of the Republic, as it cer-
tainly is none against the spirit of true
republican liberty. An opinion seems to

prevail that the French authorities have
committed an error in thus restraining
this effete scion of royalty of his liberty,
for the expression of that hostility to the

institutions of the rcpub'ic which he
might have been well suspected of har-

boring, notwithstanding his previous re-
publican protestations. In this country

no criminality would be attached to such
an offense. The right of free speech and
a free press is the corner stone of repub'i-
can principles, and the fact that the lead-
ers ofthe French republic fear to tolerate
such a liberty demonstrates their want of
confidence in the stability of their repub-
lican institutions. It seems,however, that
‘Pion-Plon’ has no following whatever,and
that there is no reasonable appiehension
of any sedition being caused by his re-
bellious manifestoes.
