Tobocco Beds.

It is not well to sow the seed toe

early, as frosts often destroy the young
plants. The ground should be jfret
from frost, and work without being
pasty; crumbling when turned. Tlu
surface should be rich, and the soi

made very fine before sowing; and thei
we find it better to sow so thick that
the plants will fully occupy tlie whoh
surface, rather than sow so thin tha
weeds grow instead, although the thii
seeding gives the more stocky plants
provided the weeds are kept out en-

tirely. Still, with heavy seeding,there
is usually no trouble in obtaining goof
plants, where proper after treatment
is given. Instead of spreading out

tablespoonful of seed over 100 square
yards of surface, I have found it pre
ferable to apply ten times that quan-
tity, Great care is to be used in scat-

tering the se<d evenly over the whoh
surface.

Unless there is plenty to feed on,

the plants will not grew, but take on
a yell ov, sickly appearance ; therefore
guano or other fertilizers are applied
much more liber Ily than otherwise
would be the case. If the bed nevei

has been used for the purpose before,
a cart load of good s able mmiire i.-
none to much to plow under, and fun
quarts of pulverized guano must also
he worked into the surface of a bed
10 by 20 feet. Then sow the seed,and
either roll with a heavy roller or tread
the surface. A close fitting board
frame to surround the bed is a g od
thing to keep olf intruders, and ans-
wers well to support and hold a cloth
covering in case it is desirable for
starting the plants early, or to protect
from frosts or insec's. Cheap c )tton

sheeting, unbleached, is as good as
anything, and is better than gla-s. as
it requires less attention and costs on-
ly a fractional part as much. Where
the tobacco fly troubles the plant bed
it would be well to try fencing them
out in this nay. li id is h seed might
be sown outside around the bed for the
fly to feed on, in addition.

rCleaninff Farm Seeds.

Extra clean an ! well sorted see ls
always sell at a premium. It should
he the aim of seed growers to cet their
product into the best possible state of
cleanness before sending to market.—
It is quite certain that the United
States vast amounts by the large
quantities of various seeds which are
annually sent to Europe, and other
countries, in a very unsatisfactory con-
dition. Every farmer who by care
and skill pro luces a superior market-
able quality of seeds will thus secure
an extra profit to himself, and indi-
rectly to his own country, if the seeds
go abroad, and at the same time he
will help to raise the reputation of the
American seed.

How are we to attain to greater per-
fection in the cleaning aad sorting of
seeds ? A few suggestions are here
given, founded on long personal ex-
perience, and we hope they will be
acted upon by our readers.

In judging of the merits of a fun-
ning mill, or separator, regard must

be had for the definite purpose for
which the implement is to be used.

Where larger quantities of such
seeds as rel clover or timothy are to

be cleaned, the main point is an ex-
tensive sieve surface and an energetic,
equalized movement, so governed as
to spread the s eds evenly over the
surface of the sieve. The longer the
distance the seeds move over the sieve
the better the work. The quick move-
ment helps to keep the seive clean,
which is very essential. The kind of

sieve, the material, the size of mesh,or

holes, etc., must be chosen with strict
regard to the size and shape of the
seeds, and the weeds, or other mailers
to be removed. Not unfrequently in
spite of all skill, cases will occur in
which no mechanical device can re-
move some objectionable admix ure.
In such cases we have to resort to the
old fashioned hand sieve.

Farm Gates.

Have as few farm gates as possible.
It never pays to make a poor gate. —

The frame should be constructed of
hard and lasting wood, with the slats
of light but durable material. This
gate needs thorough bracing with
strips of wool, cr better, rods of iron
which run from the bottom of the
latch and to the top ot the hinge end.
A gate thus braced cannot sag, as it is
impossible for it to get out of the rect-

angular form. When finished, a gate

should be painted. A most important
point is a large, durable and well set-
post, upon which the gate is to hang.
The hinge post should not be less
than eight inches square, and set at
least 31 feet deep. A first class gate
is expensive at the outset, but needs
very little attention afterwmls for sev-
eral years.
