Deep Plowing; Useful and Injurious.

,/ Mr. Orange Judd discusses the sub-
-0 t

ject of plowing in the American Agn-
culturisf for April, and among other <
tilings says the following:

The sun’s warmth greatly assists the
preparation of the food material col
lected by the leaves, adapting it for

plant nourishment. We speak ol
warm “growing weather.” Hut while!
the hot sun rapidly increases the pre- i
paration of plant food, it drives off the
sap faster from tho leaves, and also
the moisture from the surface soil, so
that the roots can not get a full sup
ply. In both these ways the sap—the

blood of the plant—is dimini hed '
for wnt of this the food distrjhu- |

lion or growth is lessened, and fre- ,
fpiently is stopp d altogether. The i
leaves curl, the pi mts droop, often dy-

ing out after a few hot days. This is
esp cially the case on shallow soils,
and on prairie lands which, bv reason ,
of its dark color, absorbs more of the
sun’s heat than those of lighter color.
Owing to the loose texture of such
soils they bring up moisture from be-
low much less rapidlv than Rue. emn-

Is it nut plain the u that if a se.il is

plowed deep and made fine, so that air
will pete trate deeply, and the plant
roots be thus invited well below the
surface, out of the sun's reach even in

a drouth, widch seldom dries more
than two to four inches deep, plants
having such roots will be always sup
plied with the needed sap. and growth
will proceed rapidly even in the dry
est days. Hence, as a rule, deep plow-
ing and working of the soil are high
ly advantageous.

But not always. The porous prairie
soils are usually in fair condition a

fool deep or more; the air has eircula
ted through them, destroying deleteri-
o.us acids, poisonous salts, etc On
heavier soils, so compact that the air
has never circulated below the imme
diate surface, the subsoil may be ac-

tually filled with poisonous substances.
We know tint earth brought up in
digging w.dls and deep ditches i!1
seldom support vegetable life, for a

year or two at least. To run a "low
down into such a soil three or four in-
ches below the previously stirred sur-

face, and turn up a heavy layer of it
may actually kill the first crop sown
or planted.

The right way, with such soils, is to

go down an inch or two annually, and
bring up a little new soil each time,

but not enough to materially harm
the growing crops. In this way we
may in time secure a healthful, por- '
ous, mrated, deep plant bed, that will
furnish abundmt moisture in the hot-
test season, besides providing new sup-
plies of inorganic food needed for the
best growth of crops.

, Grafting the G ape Vine.

We desire to have new varieties of
grapes come quickly into bearing, but
Vines from nurseries are frequently
tardy. Even after careful nursing
they will often droop and die. while a

few buds cut off on arrival and pro-
perly grafted may produce fruit in a

short time. Grafting on cut off un-
derground gnarly stumps of vines, as

usually practiced, is very uncertain at

best. Ourm-thod is take a strong,
sound branch or can* of vine, or even

a whole young vine when a change of
fruit is desired, and whip the graft in

the usual way. We then cover up the
vine in the soil as near the roots as

possible, leaving above ground only a
bud or two of the gr fft. It is well
known how quickly a layer will make
n bearing vine, as it has the advantage
of the parent root as well as the root

it pro luces. The layer nuy be extend-
ed, if long enough, to grow where the
vine is to remain. Vineyards may in
this way be quickly changed to better
varieties. — American Agriculturist.

Hungarian Grass.

This is a valuable emp supplying
good green fodder, as well as hay. and
a large quanity can be obtaided from
a small area of land. It can he sown
late in the season, after the ordinary
hay crop is pretty accurately estimat-
ed, and the demand for fodder known.
Blow the land to a moderate depth
and make the surface very fine. A
liberal dressing of fine manure,or some

commercial fertilizer, is essential, if
the soil is not already pretty rich. If
the crop is wanted for feeding green
during the summer, the seed can be
s >wn at intervals from the last of May
to the middle or last of July. If for
hay, delay sowing until about the mid-
dle ofJune, as the plants will not grow
rapidly until the nights are warm ;

this will give plenty of time for a full

growth. Use fresh and well ripened
seed; one bushel per acre is sufficient,
though a bushel and a half is some-
times used. The crop should be har-
vested before the seed ripens, but not
until the heads of the grass are well
formed. —American Agriculturist.
