As shad arc now becoming plentiful and

is one of Charles’ favorite dishes, we give be-

low a few bin s as to how it is to be cooked

If followed you will find a delicious change in

your fish when brought on the table :
It is rein likable how* few persons kno*v how

to cook this excellent fish The usual method
is to try or bioil them. This is all wrong.—
Frying in laid or butter simply saturates tbe
fish w itli greese, whilst broiling hums a portion
to crisp, and leaves other oorlio is raw or rare.
The true wav to make a shad toothsome, and

retain all its juiciness and richness of flavor, is
to roast as fo lows: After the shad is cleaned,
split it lengthwise, cutting close alongside the
spind bone. Then sail and put away for a
few hours—overnight is better. When ready
to cook, wash off the salt, wipe dry, flour well,
put each piece inner side downward into a

;; reused pan, and then into a hot oven, and
hake till nicely brown. Serve hot, and those
w ho eat it vvii] forever close their mouths about
the delicacy offiavor of “planked” shad.
