French Tabaeeo Conlrsets.

Tlie bids for Maryland tobacco required ,
by the French government were opened in

Paris Wednesday. The number of hogsheads |
to be supplied was 9,000 and the successful j
competitors were the Parisian correspondents
of Messrs. A. Schumacher k Co., whose esti-

mates were the lowest for two-thirds of the

entire amount: Mr. E. E. Menck, of Baltimore,

the remainder. The tobacco is to be delivered
—one third on September lath ; oue-lhiid on

December 2d, and the balance on March 2,td,

1884. So award was made of the Ohio tobac-
co contract, as the stock on hand was insuffi-
cent to 611 the requisitions.

A Good Tree Wnnh.

The following recipe for washing fruit
trees and a preventive of borers, has been fur-;
nished one of our exchanges by a gentleman

who has used it with great success for fou

years : The present is the best time for using
it as the eggs are deposited at about this time.
Take four quarts of lime, 2lbs. of concentrated
Ive, 3 lbs. of sulphur, 2 lb. good tobacco, two

quarts of soot, thoroughly dissolve each separ-
ately, and then mix together with about CO

gallons of water. This makes enough for
thoroughly washing 500 trees of about six
inches diameter, and given a 6nd smooth fresh
bark to the trees.

When to Cnl Hay.

It is nearly lime to cut the early crop ot

bay. There are a number of things to deter-

mine the proper time to do this work. First as

to the feeding value of the hay. For this, as

far as quality is concerned, there is ne doubt

that the grass and clover should be cut just be-

fore the blossoms begin to die. From that time

to the end of blossoming, though, there may
bean increase in the weight of the hay gath

ered, it is of much poorer quality; nutritive

elements are not increased materially and there

is a much larger per cent, of indigestable
woody fibre. There is also a practical advant-
age in cutting the hay early, at it prolongs

the haying season and permits of less hurry

*and therefore more care in gathering the crop.
